TAKES CAIRNGORM'S MEASURE
BY HALF A LENGTH.

Amateur Cup Won by Orly II., Mr, Ewart
Up—Roseben Succeeds With 140
Pounds—Jessamine and Montanus in
Front — Four Favorites VYictorious.

Buperb weather and the success of four
favorites and two second cholces made the
outing for 10,000 racegoers at Belmont Park
yesterday most enjoyable. The sport was
free from anything of a distressing nature,
and in every instance the winners were greeted
with enthusiasm that showed beyond perad-
venture that, no matter what attacks may
be made on the turf in future, the popularity
of the sport will not be killed.

From a racing standpoint the Van Cortlandt
Handlcap, seven furlongs, Was the feature
of the day. Oxford, who opened favorite at
2 to 1, went back to 7 to 2, while a heavy play
on Sparkling Star sent the latter to the post
the cholce at 11 to 5. But Oxford, who gave
geale weight to everything in the race and
incidentally twelve pounds to fparkling Star,
was returned the winner by half a length.
Lyne waited with the Faraday oolt until
Bparkling Star and Cairngorm, third choice,
had begun to tire from making the pace,
when he out loose, and Oxford took the race
under a drive in 1:26 2-5, with Cairngorm beat-
{ng the favorite a head.

From a jocular point of view the race
for the Amateur oup, in whioh gentlemen
riders had the mounts on Inferfor selling
platers at a mlile, was inclined to provoke
mirth, exoepting the fact that W. M. Schef-
tel's Orly Ll., the favorite, with Mr. Ewart
in the saddle, won in a canter by a city block.
Mr. Ewart knew enough to hug the rail as he
swung into the stretch, while the other horses
bore out and lost ground. R. M. Taylor’s
Arrahgowsn, second ohoice, rolled home
in the place, eight lengths in front of F. M.
Kelly’s The Huguenot, 12 to 1, who was ridden
by Mr. Kerr of Washington. F. Ambrose
Clark oame in fourth with Lipton after show-
ing the way to the end of the far turn. Some
of the other riders were hanging on for dear
lite at the end, with several using their whips
in such a manner as to provoke shouts of
laughter from the unsympathetio populace,
The mile was run in 1:44.

Dave Johnson's Roseben, with 140 pounds
up, was a hot favorite in the highweight
bandicap, seven furlonge, which opened
the sport.

REPORTS OF OCEAN RACERS.

Atlantio Sighted Three Times on Saturday
—Doings of Other Yaochts,

Wilson Marshall’s schooner yaoht Atlantio
has been the one most reported so far in
the raco acroes the ooean. On Saturday
she was sighted by the Cedric, Minnetonka
and Noordam. The latest report was by
the Noordam, and that was at 9'45 P. M.
on Saturday. The Atlantio then showed
her night signal, red, white, red, and was
in latitude 40.563, longitude 58. She was
having a fair west southwest wind at that

time.
hours 80 minutes and had sailed about
720 miles on her eastward course, so that
ginoe the start on Wednesday at Sandy
Hook lightship she had averaged 8.8 milea
an hour on her course. ‘That is very good
sailing, especially when it is considered
that at the start the wind was ahead and
light. So far, according to this report,
the Atlantic has made very little northing,
and it is evidently the intention of Capt.
Barr to hold to about longitude 52 hefore he
begins to take the great circle.

The Cedric sighted the Atlantic earlier
in tho day. The Cedric is bound east.
She sighted the Atlantic in latitude 40,
longitude 60. The weather then was fine
amfme wind fresh from the west-south-
weat. The yacht was making about 7.54
knots an hour in a sea moderate to rough.

Previous to this the yacht n
sighted by the Minnetonka which vessel
arrived {n port yesterday afternoon.
yacht was in latitude 40.40 longitude 69,
and the wind waa fresh and increasing in
force. The 'Atlantic in reply to the Minne-
tonka's signal answered “All well.”

Previous to these reports the Atlantic
had not been heard of since the Oneida
left her at 5 o'clock on the morning after
the start. She was then about 130 miles
east-southeast from the Sandy Hook light-

ship.

?he Thistle was reported yesterday by
the steamer QGorsemere, which arrived in
Boston yesterday from Antwerp. Capt.
Walker of the Gorsemere said he sighted
the Thistle at 2:80 o’clock on Saturday after-
noon in latitude 41 8, longitude 84. She had
all her sails set at that time and was making
about 84 knots an hour in a weat-northwest
wind, At that time the Thistle had sailed
450 miles east and had made about fifty milee
of northing. The Thistle is sailing the great
circle and will make longitude 50 at about
46 latitude.

Commodore Tod reported that the This-
tle on Friday passed a derelict brigantine
in latitude 41.17, longitude 67.30, and the
spars of another vessel near by showed that
tgene had been a collision. He thought
that the second vessel had sunk. This
brigantine was probably the British vessel
Acacia.

GOSSIP OF THE RACETRACK.

BOOKMAKERS NOW SHOULDER
ALL RESPONSIBILITY.

Up to Them to Meet Threatened Attacks
Upon the Turf—Track Owners Say
They Are Independent-—~Johnson and
Gideon Win Wagers—O0'Conner Hurt.

There was no evidence of further friction
between the track owners and the book-
yesterday. The
layers conducted their usual business without
payving fees of any kind, and Incidentally
occupled the same places aséigned to them
on Saturday, when the betting ring was de-
clared open. There were sixty-three Mcots
in line yesterday and flve non-members
operating on equal terms with them. All
of them complained of what is known as a
“dead market.,” Big money, so called, was
not in conspicuous evidenoe, but there were
enough small bettors on hand to keep the
layers busy all the afternoon.

Sifting the present situation down to rock
bottom, it may be ‘said that in the event of
threatened crusades against the business
in the ring it will be up to the bookmakers
to defend themselves. The track owners
say that they are now absolutely free from
all complications and that they can in no way
be held responsible for alleged violation of
the law. The bookmakers say that they
have been upheld in the courts in several test
oases; that it has been decided that the pass-
{ng of money as wagers and the making of
memorandums of the same cannot be tarmed
{llegal, 80 long as a bettor does nos raceive
ticketa calling for the amount of his wager.
The members of the Mets, realizing that
they may have to bear the bruntof the battle,
are considering the advisability of doing
away with cash betting entirely, substituting
the credit system which was in vogue when
the present law went into effect. They
have consulted counsel and may take some
sort of action when the meeting begins at
Gravesend on Thursday, In the event of
wholesale arrests, which have been threat-
ened by Peter De Lacy, who is the nominal
head of a combination antagonistio to the
tracks.

Meanwhile the track ownhers will stand pat
They have been advised by their attorneys
that their present position cannot be assailed
with succeses; that they are conducting horse
racing under the provisions of the law for
the further advancement of the breeding
induetry, and that under these circumstances
there {8 no poesible chance to close their gates.
It is even binted that with the severing of
all relations with the bookmaking end of the

game there will come a sudden stop in the |
