Justice Maddox's decision is regarded
renerally as a sweeping victory for the
Ltock interests in the society, although

Justice Maddox not only sustains the con-

tentions of Mr. Tord's lnwyers and of coun- |

cal for James F. Hyde as on intervener
in the suit that the proposed mutualization

plan on the 28-24 directors hasis violates |

the State and Federal constitutions, but
he holds further that the clause in the char-
ter of the soclety reserving the right to the
beard of directors to permit the holders
of policies of $3,000 and over to vote for the
directors of the society iz legally inopera-
tive.

The effect of the decision, as admitted
even by Alexander lawyers, is to render
imposeible, at least for the time being,
any action by the directors, or stockholders
even, unleas every stockholder consents,
or by the Legislature itself, which would
pflect the present right of the stock to
control the society. The decision appar-
ently leaves Mr. Hyde mora firmly en-
(renched in his control of the society than |
ever before.

The decision has demoralized the plans
of the Frick investigating committee to
recommend to the board of directors at
the megting pext Wedpesday a plan for th=
reorganization of the society which would
contemplate the wiping out of the stock
control and the establishment as the ruling
lhody in the society of a board of trustees
who would be individually responsible to |
the policyholders.

Mr. Hyde, it ‘i1 known now, will listen
to no proposition that has as one of its .
features the surrender by him of his stock
ownership. The negotiations between
the factions for a harmony program hgsed
on auch a plan were practically called off
vesterday as soon as the decision became

known. What recommendations for re-
organization the Frick committee will
make now cannot be conjectured.

The decizion also has had a not Inss

demoralizing effect onthe Crimmins policy-
holders' committee. None of the memters
of that committee would venture last night
to may what steps it would take, if any.
Members of the committee bad talked he-
fore the decision was rendered of appeal-
ing to uov.

. Justice Maddox holds that the mutnaliza- |
tion plan is contrary to the State and Federal
constitutions on two independent prounds —
first, that it violates the obligatians im-
posed by ccntract between the stockhnlder
end the companv at the time the stock
was issued in that it deprives him of his
right to vote fur all tho fiftyv-two directors,
and, second, that the right of the stock to
control the corporation to the exclusinn of
every other interest is a vestad richt of |
property and that to lessen or interfere
with that right would vinlate the prevision
of the Congtitution that life, literty and
property ehall rot Le taken without due
process of law.

{*nny. rays Justice Maddox, “are mem-

ers of the corporation, &re the equitable
owners of the corporate property, and the
right of a stockhaolder to vote ;mnn his
holdinge of stock is a property right, ‘one

Justice Maddox savs that it is proposed
under the new charter that tha stock-
holders shall hava the right to vote for and
to elect hut six-thirteenths in the number
of the diractars and that the percentage
may be still further diminished by a vole
of three-fifthe of the stock.

The right reserved in the old charter to
permit by a throe-fourths vota of the di-
rectors the polieyholders of $5.000 or over
to vote in parson for directors is held to be
inoperative for the reason that at the time
the charter was filed a | fe insurance com-
pany coull be organized only as a stock
company, and there was no power to in-
clude in the echartar any right to pol cyhol 1-
ers to vote in any event. This decision by
Justice Maddox, it was said, wouli have |
abeclute v no effect on the society's pel.cy |
of do:ng husiness “on the mutual plan," as |
it has advertirsad for many years.

Justice Maddox holds that the suggestion
Hyde and his cotrustee
of the Hyde stock, William H. Mclntyre,
that the assent of the majority of the stock |
is sufficient to bind the minority stock- |
holders even if no regular meeting was |
held for the purpose, is without merit.

In regard to the society's $80,000,000
surplus Justier Maddox says:

“It is unnecessary on this motion to ex- |
press any opinion as to the rights of either
the policyhodlers or the stockholders to the
surplus or any part thereof. Indeed, the |
policyholders are not before the court,
none having intervened, and this question
ghould await the tria) of the action, when,
{f found necessary, the Court may direct
that they be brought in. Suffice here
to ray t{al plaintiff and the intervening
defendant stockholders claim to be en-
titled to part and share in the surplus.
Whatever right, if any, the stockholder
may have to the rurplus grows out of his |
being the owner of shares of the capital
stock of the companv, and must await
final distribution, while here the policy- |
holder's right is dependent upon his policy
and its continnance and ‘must be deter-
mined by the terms of that instrument.'”

The internal differences between some of
the gentlemen most prominently concerned
with the management of the company,
Justice Maddox savs, have had no weight
with the Court on this motion. “The Court
has nothing to do,” he says, “with the rea-
gONS or purposes actuating either those
who have sought to bring about the con-
templated change of charter, or of those
who now seek to resatrain ita effectuation.
The intentions of all are presutned to be for
the good of those interested, and it is for
this Court only to consider and fearleasly
to determine the questions presented.”

Justice Maddox denied the motion of
Mr. Alexander's lawvers that certain per-
sonal references to President Alexander in
the Hyde papers be stricken our, “The
motion,” Justice Maddox concludes, “is
granted, but limited to the filing and effec-
tuation of such proposed amended charter,
for it appears that such contemplated
amendment has been :ldop(t\(l and executed
by the board of directors.

This means that the injunction will re-
strain the board of directors from pre-
senting the charter to the Attorney-General
for his approval and from filing it in the
State Superintendent of Insurance's office.
The amended charter is now in the hands
of the State Superintendent, whither it
was rushed by special messenger by the
Alexander people as soon as the Lord suit

Says Judge Parker.

('H1CcAGO, May 26.—Former Judge Alton B
Parker was the principal speaker at the
forenoon seefion of the Illinois State Bar
Association at the Chicago Beach Hotel
to-day. The subject of his address was
“The Lawyer in Public Affairs " After

| reading his address Mr. Parker was unani-

mouzly chosen a member of the association.
Speaking of Judges in politics, Judge
Parker =aid i
“They have, in general, heen devated, |
during their political careers, to the organi-
zation as well as to the principles of their
parties, They have, in fact, been the ad-
voeates of what one of the greatest of our
modemn leaders has defined as a ‘sturdy
partizanship.' This kas been distinctive
of that culminating judicial body of our
own history and of the world, the Supreme ‘
Court of the United States, |
“Every Chief Justice has come to that |
high distinction after passing through
the lanes, alleys, streets or highwayve of a
party. As a rule, they have gone through
many grades of political effnrt, hnmlﬁe
as well as hif{h. And in no instance has |
this system brought to the bench a manp
who could be callad, or thought of, o8 a
political Chief Justice. Al down through
the Federal courts, this same policy !
has been followed almost without excep-

| tion, every President having made it a part

of his policy in judicial, as in other offices,
to fill them with the adherents of his own
But the rame
general result;has been uniformly apparent,
the partizin quite uniformly disappearing
in the Judge.

“If this rule had not heen found to operate
also in elective State and local oourts,
it might have been attributed to appoint-
ment with a life tenure, but the truth is
that all through our system, even to the
smallest eourts, county or even police, the
same general trend has been apparent,

“In iay own somewhat extenaed judicial
experience [ have naturally come into close
relations with a large number of judges of
courts, of hothoriginaland appellate juris-
diction, and into personal contact with
many nore, but after all these years [ can
sayv that in no case have I ever known a
single Judge who, writing or concurring in
a majority opinion, or 9i§her by himself or |
in confection with his associates, diszent- |
ingina minority opinion, has been maoved |
by personal reasons, or by attachment to
a political party.”

Every Morning.

CINCINNATI, Obhio, May 26.—The Cincin-
nati Commercial Club to-night closed the
two days celebration of it twenty-fifth
anniversary with a banquet at the Queen
City Club.”
