HILbRETH GETS A LICENSE.

OFFICIALLY NOTIFIED nBY THE
JOCKEY CLUB STEWARDS.

Noted Trainer Wil Take Hold of B. E.
Smathers's Horses at Once—Hilde-
brand's Case St In the Balance—Maore
Heavy Betung, With Drake in Evidence

As announced in last Friday's Sun, 8. C.
Hildreth has roceived a trainer's license from
the stewards of the Jockey Club. He re-
ceived an ofMolal aotice to this effect from
Assistant Secretary Algernon Daingerfleld at
the Gravesend track yesterday and was
aarmly congratulated by his many friends.
Hildreth was practically warned away from
the Jockey Club’s tracks seven years ago
because of a quarrel with John E. Madden at
Morris Park, during which the men came to
blows. Hildreth has been racing and train-
ing horses of his own on the Western and
Bouthern tracks ever since with marked
BUCCENS,

Two years ago he was engaged to train for
E. E. Smathers, the former trotting horse-
man, who branched out as an owner of runners
by purchasing McChesney and Dick Bernard
as a nucleus for a stable. But when Hildreth
mada an application to the Jockey Club
rtewards for another license he was turned
down. Several times since then Hildreth
has tried to get back, with no success, so that
turfmen were beginning to believe that he
would remain under the ban forever when
the welcome news came in the nature of a
BUTPTIREe,

Smathers was one of the firat to congratu-
late Hilgreth, who will take immediate charge
of this big string of racers, which now num-
bers fifty-nine in all. Before leaving St.
Touis for this city Hildreth made arrange-
ments to ship two carloads of horses East,
thirty-two in all, the pick of the stable, in-
cluding some high class two-year-olds, John
Low, who has been training the 8mathers
horses in the East, will take hold of the West-
ern division in Hildreth's place. The Jockey
Club stewards decided to reinstate the trainer
at a meeting held at Belmont Park on May 23,
end for that reason Hildreth was advised to
come East at onoe. Whilethe Smathershorses
have not cut much of a figure so far this
season, this change in the management of
the stable will probably make it a strong
factor in local racing affairs.

The stewards of the Gravesend meeting
were still investigating yesterday the poor
ride of Jockey Hildebrand on H. P. Whitney's
Duenna in the first race, Friday, when the
filly was beaten a small margin by the heavily
backed Last Cherry. It is understood  that
no decision In the case will be arrived
at before to-morrow, and perhaps later.
It was said yesterday that the bookmakers’
sheets on the race had been examined by the
stewards with the {dea of finding out just
who profited by the success of Last Cherry.
It could not be etated authentically whether
Joe Yeager, who has a call on Hildebrand's
servioes, was among the number, but turf-
men sald that if it could be ehown that Yeager
really did bet on Last Cherry in his usual
lberal manner, there might be trouble in
gtore for the jockey. Hildebrand was ac-
cepting mounts as usual, yesterday, and still
maintained that his fnability to win with
Duenna, was due to the loss of a stirrup.
But it is believed that the stewards would
like to know why the boy did not make more
of an effort to ride the filly out with his hand
when he had a chance to win.

Yeager was winner to the extent of $6,000
after playing the first four races vesterday.
Then he bet $100 straight and $100 third on his
colt, Kingsmere, in the fifth race, at 30 to 1.
After that he put a stiff wager on The Souther-
ner in the last race and went down hard with
nearly all of the other heavy betters, in-
cluding John A. Drake, Mattle Corbett, Sol
Lichtensteln and others,. J.L. Holland, who
is not booking these days, took $25,000 out
of the ring on the victory of his horse, Kehai-
lan, in this race, the odds falling from 8to 1,
to fives. M. P. Waldman, one of the Mets,
also won a big bunch on the same horse.
Billy Dubois went down the line, placing
about 82,000 on Wizard, while Joe Murphy
the Western bookmaker, played the Veiled
lady and Johnny Colemgn took Duke of
Kendal at long odds.

There were 82 Mets (n the front line, in-
cluding Bill Cowen, who laid oft for a few
days, and three outsiders. In the back line
there were 71 layers, with 12 standees and
103 books In the fleld. The business wus
even better than on Handicap duy, the books
having all they couldattend to. The presence
of Drake and his friends at the track gave
rise to the rumor that Le had resumed his
hen_\'g play, especlally when Charles Head
SBmith, who bets for the Drake-Gates com-
bination, occasionally, wagered $3,000 on
Jim Newman in the Kensington Steeples;
$10,000 on Cairngorm in the Preakness Stakes,
and $10,000 on Hooray in the fifth race. Leo
Mayer and Henry Harris also lost heavy bets
on Jim Newman, while George and Fred
Johnson backed Bonfire, together with Bob
Rose and Tom Costigan. Morris Stiok
dropped $1,600 on Lawvator, while Candling,
the winner at 9 to 1, was supported by the

small fry only.

Cairngorm {)‘ut a crimp In the big books,
which, in addition to handling the Smith com-
ission, took solid beta from Albert Simons,
Henrg Hoffinan, Joe Hayman, Sim Delmel,
Frank Farrell Daye Johngon, Sydney Paget
and others. Harris and MBY" plunged on
Gilenecho in thia race, while Lichtenstein took
Von Tromp. The clubhouse commissioners,
Johnny Walters and Joe Harris {Jlaced thou-
tsgn(lu on Kiamesha and Coy Sald. respecs
ively.

There was a world of betting on Fred Bur-
lew’'s Hooray in the fifth race, the books ta-
king in moremoney on him than onany other
horse during the afternoon. Newton Ben-
nington bet $5,000 on the Plaudit colt, and Leo
Maﬁer. J. Grant Lyman, Wheelock and John
E. Madden also had their checks down for
large amounts. Joe Hayman, M. I.. Hay-
man, Fred Lowe, Frank Farrell, Ed Stutte
and others went wrong on Miss Point, while
Joe Ullman plcked Sandringham Belle to win
& bundle.

The play on Big Ben in the first race was
also extensive, the Westerners going to him
with confidence. Leo Mayer bet $2,000 on
him, while Dave Johnson and Alex Shields
went the limit. J. Price, a new nlunger from
the West, bet 83,000 on Bhot Gun., (eorge
Boles put $1,000 on this horse, with Henry
Harris wagering $1,000 straight and Lichien-
stein $1,000 a place. Wheelock lost 81,000 on
Wotan, who was also backed by Sim Deimel
for a similar amount. Toscan, the winner
went up in the betting, but was well playe
by the stable connections. )

Astronom burned uP some liberal wagers
made on him by David Gideon, Jesse lewi-
sohn and others by bolting to the center rail
when he had a strong lead on the far turn
in the second race. The handicappers and
gome Western speculators cleaned up with
Klingsor, the winner, while the defeat of
Jerry Wernberg cost Bennington, Lichten-
stein, Frank Farrell, Charley Cash, Drake
and the Sullivans a pretty penny. Johnny
Walters also had 85 on this colt, who was,
hmdc-null{]. backed by the Brooklyn lawyer
for whom he is named.

Before the first race was run it was raid
that one of the biggeat Tammany politicians
was 837,000 loser on the scason. His com-
missioners received ordera to bet heavily on
various selections during the day, with the
result that the man's losses were swelled to
$10,000 by the time he was ready to climb Into
his_automobile.

Riley Grannan, once a sensational plunger,
who has had his ups and downsa in recent
yenars, made his Airst appearance of the senson
at the track. Ho is a member of the Mots,
but he did not make application for n
gtool in the ring, neither did he place a single
wager during the afternoon. He merely
looked on, to “get his bearings,” he explained
to his friends.

J.ad, Kurtsman and other horses. Cook's
trainer, Bill Phllll{m. was_another arrival,
bringing with him Jockey Nicol, who created

has been riding recently at Jouisville. Nicol
will rest a few days, and wili then give New
Yorkers a chance to see how he compares
with the other jockeya in the East. C. J.
Fitzgarald says that Nicol will succeed here
from the start. H. Phillips, who I8 riding tor
J. E. Seagram in Canada, will also begin
riding here in a week or so, together with
his two brothers and Jockey Hennessy, who
ara nll under contract to Jack Phillips, still
another arrival at Gravesend.

Durnell has a dozen hoises
in his care, stabled at Brighton Beach.

The perfect
weather made the outing partipularly at-
tractive for automobile parties, there being
nearly 200 machines lined up inside of the
track gates before the flrst event was run,
The paddock and clubhouse were thronged
with practically all the noted turfmen, while
the grand stand was radiant with spring |
creations worn by several thousands of women.
It was estimated that more than 12,000 pald
a dollar each to go into the fleld enclosure.
which was uncomfortably crowded. About
10,000 pergons put up to see the races from
the grand stand, while there were 1,500 more
In the clubhouse double decked stand, & new
feature at this track.

The Preakness Stakes for three-year-olds,

N. Brown's Glen-
echo and “Diamond Jim" Brady's Water
Light. Hildebrand took Kiamesha to the

front in a mad rush for the rail, during which
Cairngorin_was knocked back on the lower
turn. In the run up the backstretch Kiame-
sha, Cairngorm, Bohemia and Von Tromp
were the vanguard, with the Keene colt shut
in. On the far turn Cairngorm was again
intepfered with, so that Willie Davis had to
go to the outside. Kiamesha led right up
to the last sixteenth, where Cairngorm came
with a gallant rush and won the race by a
head in 1:45 4-5. Kiamesha lasted long
enough to keep the place by a length from
Coy Maid, who got through on the rail and
was g aining rapidly at the end.
