The future of the territory along tho top
of the Palisades has long been a matter of
speculation to those interested in the j

development of Now York It is j

tho only stretch of country adjacent to
Manhattan that the commuter has not
descended upon and made his own With
tho exception of a few places scattered over
its twentyfive miles of length this region-
is as untouched as it was a century or more
ego Yet as a dwelling place for the city
worker it has natural advantages that
would make it matchless among suburbs

For a time it seemed as if tho Palisades
were to be put Into the stone crusher and
converted into road paving But thanks
to an aroused public opinion that van-
dalism was stopped by the creation of the
Interstate Palisades Park Commission-

In a vague way people know tht tho
river wall is now safe from destruction
but there are few who know the lines along
which the commission U working and
fewer still who appreciate the magnificent
public playground that will bo the ultimate
outcome

Beginning at the old Fort Leo ferry land-
ing on the Now Jersey shore and running
northward to Plermont the commission-
is purchasing the land that lies between
the shore of the Hudson River and the i

crest of the Palisades A driveway that Is
I o follow as far as is practicable tho sinuous
course of the precipices is to be laid out
along their torso There are to be five
approaches from tho top of tho Palisades
to the driveway In most instances these
approaches will run down through the
enfilading ravines that worn used as trails
end wagon ways in Colonial and Revolu-
tionary days by the lumbermen and farmers
of the Hackensack River Whore tho
ravines do not permit of a sufficiently
easy grade galleries are to lw hewn

In its present condition tho site of the
park is as wild as though it wore a strip
in the foothills of tho Rocky Mountains
From end to end It Is shaded by old trees
nnd tangled undergrowth and strown
with huge bouldcru that have fallen from
the overhanging tills It U tho wise in
tention of the commissioner to preserve
this primitive order of things They be-
lieve that it will bo a welcome relief to the
person brought up on the usual city made
park-

In keeping with this spirit is the com-
missioners further purpose of allowing
the public as much liberty in the use of tho
parkas Is consistent with its proper main-
tenance Campers and canoeists will be
permitted to use it na scores of them ore
using it this summer with no other re-
striction than that they secure a permit
from J Dupratt White the secretary of
tho commission and agree not to do any
damage It is also probable that privi
leges will be extended to boat and yacht
clubs In short the park will i o a free
mountain wilderness where the public
may indulge itself in all manner of outdoor
recreation
