It Was Beught by the Mercartile Trust
Co. of 8t. Louls at the Rate of S880.22
a Square Foot—Block of Fifty-twe
Lots on the East Side Changes Hands.

The principal transaction reported yes-
terday was the sale of the southeast corner
of Broadway and Wall street., belonging
tothe estate of B, D, Siiliman. 'l‘ho property
was bought by the Mercantile Trust Com-
pany of St. Louis, which, however, merely
actad as agent for a olhant. The prop-
erty consists of an old four-story building
on a eite less than half the size of an oridnary
city lot. It {s valued on the tax books
at $535,000, of which $5,000 is allowed for the
building. The site ocontains 1188° square
feet.

The purchase prioe, $700,000, was at the
rate of $580.22 a square foot. This estab-
lishes a new high record price for realty
in this city. The former record was $348.67
s square foot, which was paid in 1873 by
Anthony J. Drexel for a diminutive plot
at the southeast corner of Wall and Broad
streeta, now part of the side of the Drexel
Building.

A small parcel at the southwest corner of
wall and Broad streets brought $330.70
s square foot in 1882, when it was incor=-
porated in the plot on whioch the Wilkes
Building now stands. The only other in-
stance in which the square foot price is
known to have exceeded $300 was in the
sale of the northwest oorner of Broad way
and Thirty-fourth street, where the rate
was $324.95.

The Silliman oorner has been the subject
of much speculation as to how it will be

eventually reimproved. Ropettcd offers
were made for it by W. W, Smith some half

s dozen vears ago, when he was building
his skyecraper next door. The late Mr.
Silliman's idea of ita value was, however,
regarded as extravagant. He, it is said,
demanded $550,000. Officers of the Mer-
cantile Trust Company decline to say what
will be done with the property by the new
owner.
