Then she went
to the West Sixty-eighth street. police
station and reported the loss of eight dia-
mond rings, a turquoise ring, a cluster tur-
quoine rintg. two rings set with a sapphire
and two diamonds each of three carats, a
bird breastpin and a diamond bracelet,

Detoctives found Misy Cortelyoun out-
wide her apartmenta and took her to the
station. As she was turned over to the
matron khe hecame indignant,

“It I8 an outrage," she raid, “to place me
under arrest. 1 am a niece of Postmaster-
General Cortelyou and this proceeding is
an insult to an honorable family.”
