The volume of transactions today in
tho stock market wan only half that of
yesterday mind wnH the third smalloflt of the
year to dato for a full days buslness

of tho Stock Exchange The
previous occasloas when less amounts of
naleH were made wore both in the present
month Activity in the market was grent
nit in the last hour nearly onethird of the
total dealings taking place in this tlmo
Save for the greater dulness tho genernl
course of the market was the reverse of
that of yesterday that It prices slowly
rose throughout the day as yesterday they
slowly fell todays advances however
not being as large as yesterdays declines-
It Is needless to icily that both movement
wore almost wholly title to purely profes-

sional and room trading speculation and
that n minimum degree of significance
attached to them The notablo fact about
the market seems to be however that it
displays firmness and that the tendency of
prices during the lost two or three weeks
although at most slight has been in the
direction of a higher rather titan a lower
level The foreign were more or
less irregular and today being
depressed at qne time by stories that do
spite the pendenoy of pence negotiations
the Japanese forces in Manchuria were
advancing against their Russian antag-
onists but later on a steadier tone pro
vailed Money holds as eay or even
easier abroad than it does here gold con
tinuing to be laid down in England in large
quantities from South Africa and no great
pressure for funds arising in any quarter
The net result of all this of course is to
act as a depressing influence upon rates of
interest for the use of money with us For-
eign bankers are at the moment fairly heavy
lenders here upon sterling bills and while
these loans or most of them mature later
in the year and their repayment at that
time may then tend to impart strength to
the monoy market their current effect is
along the line of mitigating whatever slight
advance in rates might be brought about
by the relatively low state of our bank
reserves

The Atchison and Reading stocks were
particularly strong feature of the days
market the rise in Atchtson being due
it was said to tbe confidence expressed-
by the leading interests in the property
