WOMAN'S SKULL CRUSHED.

| of Joseph Peruto, a dealer in rags, was

found with her skull crushed yesterday
afternoon in her Qusband's shop in the
basement at 176 Mulberry street, She was
entirely undressed. The police had her
removed to St. Vincent's Hospital, where
it was said there was small chance for her
recovery.

People in the neighborhood of the shop

heard groans about 8:39, and as the
place was locked they notified the
police at the Mulberry street station, De-

tectives Casey and Kahn found the shop
open and Peruto, the husband, inside, He
was apparently wild with grief, and raced
about, tearing his hair. When he could
talk he sald ho believed that rome of his
workmen had assaulted his wife and fled
after robbing her of $610, which he said she
had about her. Her assailants, he said,
Frnhably stripped the woman in searching
or the money.

Subsequently the detectives found Frank
Rose, 17 years old, who said Peruto was
his stepfather. llis first statement cor-
roborated that of Peruto.

While being questioned the boy became
hysterical, and after a fit of violent weep-
ing suddenly declared that his mother had
been assaulted by her husband.

Then_he said that he and a workman
named Luigi Rose, but no relation, and his
mother were in the shop about 8 o'clock
when his stepfather entered and began
to quarrel with his mother. Peruto, accord-
ing to the boy, demanded money, but his
wife refused to give him any. en he
accused her of heing intimate with the
workmen, and, plcking up a two-foot length
of lron pipe, hit her on the head. Rose
eaid that he and the workman fled when
they saw Peruto pick up the iron pipe. He
didn’t see the assault, he said, but he heard
the blow struck and his mother’s scream.

Peruto, the husband, was then arrested,
His arms were spattered with blood, the
wlice say, and there was blood on hiashirt.
}fﬂ was locked up on a charge of felonious
assault. [His stepson was detained as a
witness,

From other witnesses the police learned
that the Perutos frequently quarreled about
money. It was said that Peruto dissipated
considerably and that his wife, who was
thrifty, always fought agalnst glving him
money when he wanted to go off for a good
titne.” The police, after hearing the eon's
story, believed that Peruto, after assault-
ing his wife, got her money and gecreted
it and etripped her himself to give colorto
his story about the workmen.

CAN BE REDEEMED,

Drs. Darlington and Doty Assure Him That
#17,000 for Ditching and Draining
Will Do Wonders in the Marshy Breed-
Ing Grounds Opposite Elizabethport.

Mayor Mc(lellan looked over the mos-
quito breeding grounds of Staten Island
yesterday. With him went President Dur-
lington of the Board of Health, Health
Officer Doty, Assistant Corporation Counsel
Hoyt and John H. O'Brien, the Mayor's

private secretary.
The party went around the {sland on
Dr. Doty's boat, the Governor Flower, and
examined the marshes opposite the New
Jersey shore, where it is proposed to try
the ditching and draining. It has been
found that the worst mosquitoes, those
with gray legs, known aa salt water mos-
quitoes, breed in pools of stagnant water

left by the tide.

Dr. Doty brought along a lot of bottles
containing water taken from the swamps,
and the Mayor and the others had the
pleasure of watching mosquitoes in various
stages of development, from gentle infancy
to bloodthirsty maturity.

The boat stopped for a while off the
worst mosquito coast, opposite Elizabeth-
port, where it is proposed to begin opera-
tions. The explorers escaped unscathed
because of the strong wind.

Some of the folks at the City Hall were
inclined to make fun of what they called
the mosquito hunting trip. The Mayor
rebuked the scoffers and explained that
his purpose was a serious one. )

Some weeks ago Dr. Darlington applied
to the Board of Estimate for $10,000 for
ditching and draining on Staten Island.
Comptroller Grout thought there was no
neoessity for spending so much money,
and the appropriation was cut to $1,000.
Sinoe then Dr. Darlington has so persist-
ently kept up his agitation for a crusade
against the skeeters that the Mayor at last
decided to find out for himself just what
was needed, especially as the New Jersey
authorities had declined to drain the Eliza-
beth marshes until this city did something
with the Staten Island skeeter farm opposite.
