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CRISIS ABOUT OVER.

German Note Gives Satisfaction in French
Government Circles.
Spectal Cable Despatch to THE Sux,

Parrs, June 28.—Qovernment circles
express satisfaction with the German
note, not o much because of ita contents
as that {t affords proofs that the Germans
really mean businees in Morocoo, whereas
it formerly appeared that they were merely
using Morooco as a pretext for interfering
in general politics.

Although the French and German notes
lack agreement, one demanding & deflnite
program and the other refusing, it must
be remembered that matters have already
progressed beyond notes, thanks to the
satisfactory conversations between Chanoel-
lor von Buelow and the French Ambassa~
dor at Berlin and Prime Minister Rouvier
and the German Ambassador here. It is
stated on good authority that the German
Ambassador and M. Rouvier have met
more frequently than announced. They
have already smoothed many of the asperi-
ties of the situation.

France no longer claims an acoord di-
rect, but an entente is probable. This is
an entirely different thing from an accord,
the latter necessitating a written docu-
ment, whereas an entente is merely verbal.
The fact appears to be that the main pointa
already bave been agreed upon. The
diplomatists are now seeking formulas to
express the agreement.

1t is stated that the heated feelings be-
tween the British, French and German
Ministers at Fez preclude much help com-
ing from them. It is probable that the
Sultan of Moroco ultimately will be made
the mouthpiece of the decisions mutually
agreed upon by Berlin and Paria.

STRONG TRIBUTE TO CLARKE.

Farewell Dinner in London to N ew Director
of Metropolitan Museum of Art.

LoNDpoN, June 28.—A remarkable tribute
was paid to Sir Caspar Purdon Clarke at a
farewell dinner given to him to-night pre-
vious to his departure for New York to
take up his duties as director of the Metro-
politan Museum of Art. It was partici-
pated in by 20¢ prominent men represent-
ing every branch of art and public life.

I should
be officially dean here in another six years,
and I do not want to become a pensioner.

The fourth time, impelled both
by ambition and superstition, I said yes.”

FEW YELLOW FEVER VICTIMS.
Only 6 Have Died Out of 9,702 Panama
Canal Employees.

WASHINGTON, June 28 —A statement was
jssued at the office of the Isthmus Canal
Commission to-day concerning the recent
outbreak of yellow fever. It is as follows:

“The official cable reports received daily
of cases of yellow fever occurring on the
Isthmus show that during the month of
May there were six deaths, of whom two
were employees and four were American
non-employees, or persons without em-
ployment who had found their own way
to the Isthmus; that during June, uptoand
including to-day, there ve been nine
deaths, of whom four were employees,
the others being French, Spanish and Italian
non-employees.

“It will therefore be seen that during
the past two months, with an active work-
ing foroe of 9,702, there have been but six
deaths from yellow fever. A comparison
with expe ience in Cuba will show that the
situation was very much worse there.”

Another death and three new cases were
poported to-day by cable.
