Mining Town of Mexico Under Water and
Murh Property In Destroyed

CITT OF MKXICO July little min-
ing town of Guanajuato in the State of
Guanajuato 100 miles north of this city
is still flooded as the result of cloudbursts
on Friday and Saturday and the loss of
life Is variously estimator at from 100 to
1000

The damage to property cannot be even
approximated because of the great amount-
of valuable mining machinery that has
been injured in the flooding of the gold
and silver mines which formed the prin-
cipal industry of the place

The village situated in a deep valley
0017 feet above sea level is inundated to
a depth ranging from three to twenty
feet The railroad from Guanajuato to
the terminus at Marfil Is partly washed out
and trains have been thrown Into the cations
along the track The street oar line between
Marfil and Guanajuato is so wrecked that
to it will practically involve its re-
building

Many dwellings have been washed away
and the only persons loft alive am those
who managed to fight their way through-
the rushing torrents in the streets to places
of safety on the few elevated points
town

The storm of whtoh this Is the dire out-
come commenced with a rain on Friday
The downpour heavy and there was
rear that tho Lnolla dam which forms the
reservoir for Guanajuato and is situated
In the mountains above the town might
burst After midnight there was a cloud-
burst and thn rain came down in almost
a solId sheet

A passenger train on tho Central Rail-
road was derailed north of Irapuato and
many lives were lost according to Presi-
dent Robinson of the road Strings of
