He was following
Jay and Chevrolet in tha first mile of the
heavyweight championship and was almost
smotherad by the dust raised as the two
leaders swung around the far turn ahead of
him. He said afterward that he had simply
been running blind and had shut off the power
Just before his mishap.

Ho had gone but part way around the turn
when he atruck the outside fence, which
has a # inch iron pipe reaenforcement about a
oot helow the top rail. Joe Holihan, a siz-
tean-venr-old hov, who lives at the corner
of Elliott and Elizabeth streets, \Williams-
bridge, had heen sitting on the fence within
alt feot of where Sartori struck. The big,
heavy Fiat went clean through the fence,
taking twonty feet of tha iron pipe along
as if it had been so much clothesline.  Holi-
han was atrick by the pipe, and according
to an aubilance surgeon both of his legs
were broken above the ankle and his skull
was fractured. He was taken to the Ford-
ham Hospital, The car had its front axle
and wheels broken and the iron pipe had
smashed the radiator and driven it back
toward the engine, but otherwise it seemed
all right.

When Sartori swung in toward the fence
ha had forced Roberts so close to the outer
barrier that the right rear woaeel of tha
Thomas Vanderbilt cup candidats had banged
tha fance a couple of times.
