The biggest Fourth of July celebration
ever held by Afro-Americana of the five
boroughs was marked by an attack on
Booker T. Washington by the orator of the
day, the Rev. Dr. Owen M. Waller, former
reotor of St. Luke's Episcopal Church of
Washington, D. C., and by a defense
by the Rev. 8. W. Timms, pasator of the
Holy Trinity Baptist Church of Brooklyn,
who declared that “the big hot air pipes
of the race are spending too much time
fn disoussing negroes that are trying to do
something, and are not doing anything
th Ives for the betterment of the race.

an't the learned doctors of the race,”
saift the Rev. Mr. Timms, “let the past
befdone with and suggest something for
the future. Let this day mark the end of
denunciation and the beginning of the
aocomplishment of something.”

The meeting was in the open air, at
Bergen street and Rochester avenue, and &
Jarge platformn had been erected, upon
which were prominent negro clergymen,
Jawyers and husiness men. The audience
joined in singing “America,” after which the
Rev. L. J. Brown introduced the first
speaker, F. F. Giles, who said:

“There are some people who say we should
not sing ‘America,’ but there are no people
who have more right to sing it than the
negroes, for we are Americang and in the
soil of America, from Bunker Hill to Florida,
the bones of negroes are bleaching, and the
blood of the negro has enriched the soil
and made it blessed. "

The Rev. Dr. Waller said: “We are Ameri-
cans to the very backbone, and were pio-
neers and founders of the republic. The
ne, landed in America before the Pil-

Fatbers, and he has a right to belong to
the Boociety of the Revolution and to the
Colonia) societies. We don't appreciate our
Amerioanism, but let others get in front of
us. The negro is first of all an American,
it matters not what he may look like.

“Much has been heard of ;mident Roose-
velt breaking bread with a distinguished
colored citizen, but if you know the history
of your race you will be reminded that
George Washington wrote commending a
young negro woman, Phillis W'neatfey.
Gpon her Leautiful poetry, and Thomas
Jefferson entertainad at his estate the great
astronomer, Benjamin Banneker, whose first
aimanac was adopted by the Academy of
Franoe. So we have no reason to hide our
face or to apologize when we appear in
publio.

“As an educator, executor, a builder and
teacher, Dr. Booker T. Washington has
my unstinted regard. Tuskegee, with all
of its grandeur, will live as a monument
to Dr. Washington long after he is dead.
But on the question of the subtle, brutal
constitutions and Jim Crow cars of the
Bouth, I part ways with Dr. Washington.
Hi ideas on these (‘umtlom would handi-
cap children, and he is laying plans for the
degradation of my daughterand my daugh-
ter's daughter, and the race should con-
demn any man who would not condemn
the Jim Crow cars of the South.

“We are oitizens net of a monarchy
but of a republio, and each citizen is a
sovereign und exercises the prerogativesof a
rovereign, yet Dr. Washington would take
away our [iberty and equality. 1 do not
want Dr. Washington as a national leader,
made so by white men, nor to teach me
politics or to teach my boys to think light
of citizenship, or of the manhood God has
put into me. We are not followers of fads
and follies, but are true Americans, and as
Americans we will in time compel all to
recognize our equality before the law.”

PLANNED TC BRAND A PRIEST,

Mana Wanted Revenge on Father Cerrutl
for His Preaching.

CARBONDALE, Pa., July 4.—Testimony at
the hearing of Sam Rita, who was arrested
on suspicion of being in a Mafla plot to
kill Father Cerruti, an Italian priest who
preached against the organization, indi«
cated to-day that it was not the intention
of the Mafla to murder Father Cerruti,
but to brand him, and the meeting in the
cave which the police raided was for the

urpose of instructing men how to do the

randing. They were told to slash the vio-
tim on each cheek with a razor so as to mark
him for all time as an enemy of the society.
Detectives secreted outside of the cave
heard all the details of the plot. The men
who were deputed to do the slashing had
wooden razors and were instructed how
to do the work by making use of a dummy
vietim. The hearinf developed the fact
that Rita was the chief of the gang and he
was committed without bail.

ARBITRAYTION MIXUP.

Strike of Laborers in Marble Yards Tangles
the Bullders.

A general strike of marble mill bands for
a new agreement, which started a month
ago and is still in progress, has involved
gome of the marble trades which are work-
ing under the arbitration agreement of the
Building Trades Employers’ Association.
The mill hands are employed at the yards.
They are not regarded as skilled laborera
by the employers' association, which
therefore does not recognire them in the
arbitration agreement.

Some of the other trades‘hold that this
refusal to recognize the mill hands is a
violation of the arbitration agreement, as
the other trades suffer in consequence.
There also is a mixup of the trades, by
which individual members of one of the
trades working under the arbitration agree-
ment are involved in the strike.

It was decided yesterday to lay the ques-
tion before the general arbitration board
of the employers and the unions this week.

ALLEGES UNION CONSPIRACY.

Discharged Palnter Takes Criminal and
Civil  Actlon.

PITTSBURG, July 4.—Seven warrants for
conspiracy have been issued against men
connected here with the Brotherhood of
Painters, Paperhangers and Decorators of
America, and hearings will be held before
Allderman Groetzinger to-morrow after-
noon. Frank E. Smith, fourth vice-presi-
dent of the brotherhood, and five workmen
have been sued by C. A. Rosenberger of
the Painters' Protective and Beneficial
Association, a rival organization.

Rosenberger allegea that he was dis-
charged from working on the county build-
ings here at the instance of 8Smith and the
others.

Mall Wagon Drivers te Confer.

General Organizer Moynihan of the Inter-
national Brotherhood of Teamsters re-
ported yesterday that a oonference has
been arranged for Thursday or Friday
between the representatives of the mail
wagon drivers and a representative of
Contractor Wolcott. He said that an
amiocable settlement would be reached,
that there had been no danger of a strike
at any time and there was no necessity for
a atrike. There are twenty-two separate
unjons in this city affiiliated with the Inters
national Brotherhood of Teamsters, of
which the Mail Wagon Drivers' Union is
one,

Painters Trying to Agree.

The Amalgamated Painters’ Society and
the New York locals of the Brotherhood
of Painters, it was reported by the repre.
sentatives of both organizations yesterday,
are taking a vote on the adoption of a plan
of amalgamation drawn up hy a énim, com-
mittee. The plan will only affect this oity,
where the brotherhood men and the mem-
bers of the Amalgamated Painters' Society
have heen at war for years.

SAVE BANK AND DEVLIN, T00.

HIS CREDITORS MAY TAKE OVER
THE KANSAN'S AFFAIRS.

They Belleve That He Has Asseta of
#7,000,000 snd Liabilities of Only
$32,000,000—A Forced Sale Might
Leave Him Broke, but Would Pay Debts.

Topeka; Kan.; July 4. —Efforts are being
made to-day among the banking oreditors
of C. J. Devlin here and in Kansas City,
Chicago and St. Louis to finance the Devlin
Holding Company, which intends to take
aver all of his affairs. If this is done it is
predioted that the First National Bank of
Topeka will not only pay all obligations,
in full at an early date, but that a large
fortune will remain for Devlin.

That Devlin's assets, if properly handled,
will aggregate nearly $7,000,000 as against
liabilities, almost exclusively to banks, of
$2,000,000, {8 the firm belief of those most
interested. ‘If the various properties are
disposed of at foroed sale, it is believed,
the oreditors will all get their money, but
nothing will be saved to Devlin from his
fortune. The amount which must be
raised immediately is placed variously
at from $250,000 to $1,000,000, with the
former amount generally accepted as the
oorrect sum.

James T. Hadley, temporary receiver of
the bank, said this morning that no state-
ment of the bank's oondition would be
made until the Comptroller of the Curréency
gave it out. The feeling of alarm here haa
subsided, and the closing of the banks to-
day because of the holiday, it is kelieved,
has put an end to the amall runs on the
other banks.

There is no stringency in financial affairs
here because of the failure, this being due
to the fact that more than half of the de-
posits of $1,300,000 were by the State, county
and oity, and $75,000 b‘y‘ the Knlgi:u and
Ladies of Security, a fraternal organization.

While there bas been talk of poesible
prosecution growing out of the fallure,
there ia no definite statement made as yet.
The basis of talk is the law which prevents
the lending of more than $30,000 to one per-
son. Devlin or companies under his con-
%rolkhave borrowed over $1,000,000 from tke

ank.

KaN8a8 C1Ty, Mo., July ¢.—A Kansas City
bank last night received an m?l from
Baltimore indicating that C. J. vlin,
the millionaire roal operator and principle
stookholder in the First Nationa] Bank of
Topeka, closed yesterday, owea $710,000 to
a trust company of that city.

It is known that Devlin and his corpora-
tions owe the First National of Topeka
$1,100,000, other banks in Topeka something
like $500,000, Kansas City banks nearl
$1,000,000, St. Louis banks ,000, and Chi-
cago banks about the same amount.

POLICE SHIELDS NOT PASSES.

Only Real Plain Clothes Men Ride Free in
Plain Clethes.

A number of policemen are grumbling.
Up to Monday they could ride on the ele-
vated or subway lines on their shields.
Now they hava to pay unless they are in
uniform.

On Monday all the plain clothea men in
the different precincts were summoned to
Police Headquartera. To each was handed
a card showing that he ia a member of the
department, ey were told that here-
after when they rfrh on the subway or ele-
vated lines they would have to present the
card with their shields and they would be
allowed to ride free. Otherwise they would
have to pady fares.

The card each sleuth got will be made
out monthly. The yellow shields worn by
captains, desk mergeants and detective
sergeants are still good. The plain cop
cannot understand why he shouldn't have
the same privilege in plain clothes.

AUTO BOAT LOSES RUDDER.

E. R. Thomas Sails the Dixie on a Reefl
— Argo Wins in Fast Time,

FE. R. Thomas's new auto boat Dixie and
a new boat named Argo, bullt and raced by
Charles L. Beabury, met in a race arranged
by the Indian Harbor Yacht Club yesterday
afternoon. The two boats, which are very
near the same size, atarted together to go
twice around a 14 mile course. The Dixle
was ahead at the atart, but on the first round
the Argo beat her in actual time by 27 seconds,
Then, for some unexplalned reason, Mr.
Thomas steered the Dixie straight for the
Hen and Chickens reef. He had been given
a chart of the course just hefora the race
started, and this chart showed all obstnic-
tlons. If he had wanted to wreck his hoat
he could not have tried harder, and it waa
lucky that he got off with only the loas of the
rudder. The Dixie had to bha towed in, and
thera will ba another job for the buildera.

On the first round of the course, which
waa from off the clubhouse at Indlan Harbor
to the bell buoy off Lloyd's Point and back,
the times of the two hoats were: Dixie, 35:20;
Argo, 34:53. For this 14 miles the Argo had
been traveling at the rate of 2¢.08 miles an
hour and the Dixia at the rate of 23,78 miles
an hour.

On the second round of the course the Argo
did still better. She made thesfourteen nauti-
cal miles at the rate of 24.57 nautical miles an
hour, her time for the fourteen miles being
34 minutes 11 seconds, For the whole course
her time was 1| hour ® minutes ¢ seconds.

JAY WINS THOMAS TROPHY.

CHICAGOAN DEFEATS NEW
YORKER IN INTERCLUB RACE. -

National Circuit Championship Event at
Merris Park Autodrome a Walkover
for Westerner Owing to Others’ Inabil-
ity to Compete—New Mile Record.

Clipping three and two-fifths seconds off
the world's track record, winning the Dr.
Thomas Interclub trophy away from the
Automobile Club of America, and taking
the National Circuit Championship event
was the sum of Webb Jay's work vesterday
at the Morris Park Autodrome, The second
and concluding day of the American Auto-
mobile Assoclation's meet was not marred
by any accldents and the events were wit-
nheased by ¢,000 spectators, many of whom
went to the course in touring cars.

The chief interest was in the Chicago versus
New York conteat for the trophy donated by
Dr. Harald E. Thomas of Chicago, for races
between cars representing the Chicago Auto-
mobile Club aad the Automobile Club of
America, It was first contested for at the
Harlem track, Chicago, on Decoration Day,
when the A. (', A, emerged victorious. The
Chicago club at once chellengetl and Jay
was victorious in the first heat, which was
run on Monday, Christie being stopped by
a punctured tire when he was leading.

Chevrolet was to have been Jay's opponent
in the second heat but could not start owing
to a disabled car, so Jay agreed, upon the

| solicitation of the A, C. A., to let Christle

take Chevrolet's place, After two false
starts, both Jay's fault, the pair were sent
away on their four lap Journey, Christie
having five yards the better of his opponent,
Christie's car ran beautifully, and he led Jay
by 150 yards at the end of the first lap, which
he made in 1 minute 16 séconds, a new course
record, Christie added 200 yards more to hls
ndvnmnfa in the second lap, covering the laat
mile of it in 50 1-5 seconds, At the end of
the third lap Christie was just a quarter
of a mile ahead of the Chicago man. Oneof
Christie's tires was punotured in the last
mile, but he won in spite of this hy{'noa rlrdg_

While Jay was waiting for Christle to re-

lace the punctured tiro he made a time

rial against the world’s -one mile track

record of 52 1-5 seconds, made recently at the
Autodrome by Louis Chevrolet in Major
Miller's 90 horse-power Fiat. Jay circled
around a few times and then signaled he
would begin his effort. He kept fairly close
to the pole around the turn, but ran wide as
he approached the curve in front of the club-
house. His time for the mile had been 46 4-5
seconds, a cut of 8 2-5 seconda of the old
record, and it seemed as if every automoblle
horn on the grounds was tooted in applause
when he slackened up the next time around
to ack how fast he had traveled

The third and deciding heat of the Chicago-
New York race waa to have been at ten miles
but was changed to %\'o at Christie's request
as his tires were in bad condition. Jay had
the pole this time and the start was an even
one. Jay led jnto the first turn by ten yards
and kept his advantage until the pair straight-
ened out in the backstretch. ere Christie
gor his double ended car going and passed

y hefore half a mile ha n covered.
Christia was 100 yards in the lead at the be-
ginning of the second hr. b?t Jay gained
about ten yards before the third lap was
started, Jay gained fift i'lrdn in the third
lap and was trailing Christie as they entered
the clubhouse turn for the last time. About
the middle of the turn Christie akidded badly
swinging far out from the pole. Jay seiz
the opportunity and jumped past his opponent.
to the inside of the track. e galned rapidly
on Christie until he cro the line and de-
feated him by 400 yards. After the raco
Christie explained his slowdown in the last
lap by saying that the clutch of the rear
wheel engine had been burned out, probahly
because of oil droppinginto it, and he had been
