BIG AFRICAN IN JUNGLE MOOD.

DOES TREE TRICKS ON CLOTHES-
POLES, MUTTERS SPANISH.

Captures a Pollceman and Tears His Clothes
to Ribbons, Strips Himself Naked and
Fighta Gorillawise-—Police Clubs Win
However and Bellevue Gets Him,

Word of strange doings in the back yards
near Forty-second street and Eleventh
avenue got about soon after midnight
yesterday. Some said that it was a man,
and some called it a monkey, and some
of the excited neighbors made it out to be
a whole troop of apes. The thing was
skipping from fence to fence, the neigh-
bors said; it was climbing clothespoles,
running out on clotheslines, hurling iteelf
against windows and breaking the peace
and dignity of TForty-second street,

Policeman Allen got a position in a back
window on Forty-second street and watched,
Presently thero was a sound of chattering
in a strange language, and over a fence
rolled a big black figure. Without a break
it shinned up a clothespole and sat at
the top singing. It poised itself for a
moment and swung eight feet through
the air to another pole. This brought the
figure into the light, and Allen saw that it
was a negro, big as a house and coal black,

It was either a climbing drunk or plain
lunacy. Allen called for reserves. Three
men waited on Eleventh avenue while
three charged. The negro took flight.
Swinging from pole to pole, he escaped
into Fleventh avenue and bumped into
the waiting squad of three. The fight
which followed was lively but short—two
black fists against three clubs. They put
him down and oui. got the handcuffs on
him and heaved him into the wagon.

At the West Forty-seventh street station
it was a questior whether he was insane or
drunk. He had come to by that time and
was muttering and singing in a tongue
which the police managed to classify as
Spanish. The sergeant booked him as
Anthony Reid, because that did just as
well as any other name, and, proceeding on
the drunk theory, the police heaved him
into a cell and locked him up. For a time
he shook the bars and sang at the top of his
voice. Gradually he calmed down. They
thought that he had gone to sleep with the
rest of the drunks.

At 7 o'clock yesterday morning Patrol-
man Goetzger prepared to take the over-
night arrests to court. He called the name
of Anthony Reid, and Doorman Dorsch
started for the negro's cell to call him out.
No one seemed to remember that the negro

d been violent the night before. Any-
way, these crazy drunks of the midnight
hours are usually whimpering, aching
babies by court time.

Dorsch peered through the cell door.
There was no one in sight. He called.
No one answered. He unlocked the door
and stepped inside. The place seemed to
be empty. Dorsch went cold all over.
There had been an escape and he was re-

sponsible. And just then he heard hard
breathing behind him. He wheeled, and
went cold again.

Tight in the corner, his shape hardly
distinguishable against the black bars, was
the negro prisoner, stark naked. He was a
whale of a man, with a barrel chest and
arms like an ape's. He made no move;
he just stood watching the doorman as a
cat watches a mouse. Dorach started to
gidle toward the door. The negro made
just one jump of it and was on the police-
man. Dorsch let out a yell as he went
down. It came near being his last noise,
for the negro got a thumb and finger on his
throat and pressed tight.

Dorsch thinks that they lay that way
for a full minuta. Three times he atarted
to fight. FEach time the negro put another
pound into that grip, and Dorsch, upagainst
a man of three times hia own strength, re-
laxed and lay quiet, waiting for an opening.

Suddenly the maniac began talking to
himself in Spanish. He loose ed his grip
on the doorman's throat and dumped him
like a wheat sack on the cell bench. Dorsch
did not make
this time. All his attention was on the ce
door, which swung ajar. If some one
would only come in by accident!

“THE OPPRESSIORS ARE LOSTY

Booker T. Washington Says a Goed Werd
in Montelair for the Chinese.

MoxNTcLAIR, N. J, July 4.—Booker T.
Washington addressed about 3,500 persons
on the high school grounds to-day. More

han one thousand were oolored people,
some of whom came from Orange, Newark
and other neighboring cities. Crowds
lined Bloomfield avenue, the main thorough-
fare of the town, to see the parade. Only
one fire company failed to appear and that
was Washington Hose No. 8, which is in
the Fourth ward. Its apparatus waas in line

but none of the members would acco ny
William Mulligan, the driver. Citizens
applauded the men along the line, showing
that popular opinion was not with those who
failed to turm out.,

Mr. Warhington spoke of the progress of
the negro, saying no one will doubt that
the negro in America ie rendering a service
to the commercinl world that is many
times greater than he ever rendered in the
days of his bondage.

“Russia," Mr. Washington said, “is drink-
ing to the dregs the cup of sorrow because
of her failure to learn that her people oould
better serye her in a state of freedom. I
believe that our own country has a lesson
to learn and to put into practise regarding
the Chinese whe wish to come into the
United States. I belisve that we will soon
iearn that it will pay {rom every point of
value to give these people a fair chance.
I am glad to see that some such impression
is gaining ground, but I wish it had hap-
{;ened before that Chinese boycott had
»een spoken of or before our comscienoe
had felt the valu e of the Chinese dollars.

“The white man of this country has a
tremendous responsibility and a tremendous
opportunity; to him every door is“?an.
Such strength should never be u to
crush, but to uplift. There is no slavery
more hurtful than that of hatred, whether
{t be of one section for another, or of one
race for another, for, as is shown in history,
in the end the oppressed become free and
their oppressors are lost.”
