Among the false and fraudulent repre-
contations and promises which the. Post-
master-General found Mr. Lewis had made
in the promotion of his scheme were those
yelative to the amount of ocapital stock
which Mr. Lewiz had subsoribed and
wonld sulworibe, representations relative
ts the independent, strong, capable men
whe would compose the board of directors,
representations and promises that all funds
of the bank would be loaned by a ocom-
mittee composed of fifteen directors of the
principal banks in 8t. Louis, and that the
fund= would not be loaned to himself or
other directors.

The Postmaster-Genera! found that in
bis early articles in the Woman'e Mazn-
e in his other advertising
lterature about the bank Mr. Lewis
jepresented that he would subscribe to
the capital stock a dollar for every dollar
cubscribed by all others, so that he would
own half of the capital stock, and
that later he represented that he had
pledged his entire fortune, every dollar
he had, and his publishing business in this
tanking enterprise, and that his subscrip-
tions would exceed a million dollars. These
representations were found to be false and
made with intent to deceive.

The inspectors found that Mr.” lewis
bad not cooperatad tothe extent of a single
dollar of his ow. money,although the bank
had been in oprration seven months, and
bad a paid up capital etock of $2,000.000.
The inspectors found that Mr. Lewis had
made an admission to that effect to Bank
Fxaminers Cook and Nichols on April 3, 1905.

[he inspectors and their office force in
St Louis made a careful checking of the
subscription books, finding that on March
15, 1805, Mr. Lewis had received and held
as payient for shares of stock in the bank
$2 250 013,61, and had accounted tolthe bank
in an amount not exceeding $2,204,003.05.

This showed that every cent of the
2 000,000 capital stock which had been paid
in was paid out of subseripton money re-
civedd by Mr. Lewis from the publie, and
that none of his money had been invested
This was found to be
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the fact, although Mr. Lewis had stated in
writi g to the inspectors that $485,750 of the
$00000 paid in at the original incorpora-
tion of the bank were his personal funds.

Subsequently, at tie hearing before the

\ssistant  Attorney-General, Mr. lewis
sdmitted that that money was received
I him from the people and was not his
Although asked to do so at the
learing. Mr. lewis failed to produce any
e idenee whatever that any of hir personal
{nd= had gone into this enterprise or that
he evar intended to subseribe, or was in a
fnancial condition to subscribe for the
lirge amonunt of stock which he represented
te wortld take,
Mirch 15 Lewis had loaned from the
Vank ~ tunds to himself and his enterprises
94 60442 the paid in capital stock of the
Lank then being half a million. On March 29,
when & 000,000 capital stock had been paid
in, a statement furnished by Mr. Lewis
ut the hearing showed that he had loaned
1o bim=elf and his enterprises $907,538,83.

The  University Heights Realty and
Development Company, which had  bor-
rewed from the bank $348,163.20 and the
ftock of which to the extent of 1,277 shares
Mr lewis sold to the bank, has aseets
consisting for the most part of land pur-
chased for $200,000 as= a epeculation in
suburban property, and upon which Mr.
lewis stated about $150,000 had been ex-
tended in improvements. Its liabilities
are shown to he $674,700.53.

It appears further that Lewis endeavored
to ohtiain proxies from all stockholders ap-
pointing himself to vote the stock, which
proxies should remain in force for three
Years at least, and in case revocation was
dexired in that time Mr. Lewls was to bave
opportunity to purchase the stock.

On April 8, 1905, the cashier of the bank
told the inspectors that 4,381 shares of the
increased capital stock had been issued
#nd in every instance the shareholder bad
tligned o proxy to the above effect.

It appears that it is the intention of the
bank to increase its stock to $5,000,000 and
remittances are being asked for on that
&eeount,

It is understood that the funds of the
bank which have not been borrowed by
Lewis and his enterprises, amounting to
fibout two-thirds of the total amount re-
mitted, are deposited in banks and will be
availlable toward reimbursement of the
Ktockholders, who number upward of 65,000,

Frederick W, Qermann; the twenty-four
year-old son of Charles P, Germann, a
wealthy retired oitizen of 80 Norman ave-
nue, Brooklyn, was arrested yesterday on
on a charge of blackmail, made by hia father-
in-law, Dr.William C. Hallock of 485 East Fif-
teenth street, Flatbush, who alleged that
(ermann had sent him threatening letters
demanding $760.

While Germann and a daughter of Dr.
Hallock were at college, four years ago,
they were secretly married, Germann says.
They agreed not to let their secret become
known until Germann was able to sup-
port his wife in the manner to which she
was acocustomed.

Germann obtained a position as chemist
in a large Manhattan drug house. Laust
spring the Hallook faimnily learned of their
daughter’'s marriage and took immediats
steps to have it annulled on the ground that
the girl was under 17 when married.

Then Germann wrote letters to his wife
asking herto joinhim. Shegave the letters
to her parents and told them that she ocon-
sidered her marriage a girlish prank and had
no intention of ever living with him.

Not obtaining replies to his letters,
Germann began to write threatening letters
to his father-in-law. The latter paid no
attention to the letters, but did not destroy
them.

A month ago, it isalleged, Germann began
to demand $750 from Dr. Hallook under
threats. Dr. Hallock received the last
letter on Saturday. He got together all the
letters and took them to Magistrate O'Reilly,
who issued a warrant,

Germann was released on bail last night.
He wlll be arraigned to-day.

When Mrs. Hallock, the mother of the
girl, was seen last night she would neither
deny nor confirm that her daughter was
married to Germann,

STEPS ON DROWNED MAN'S RODY,

Princeton Student Loses Life Bathing at
Brighten Beach.

Henry Clifford Cromwell, a broker at 71
Broadway, stepped on a human body as
he was wading into the ocean near the
Parkway Baths, Brighton Beach, at 7
o'clock last night. Cromwell brought the
body to shore.

The police learned a few minutes later
that Joseph B. McCormick, a Princeton
student, from Schuyikill, Pa., was searching
for hix friend, Edwin D. Hein, who had
come from Princeton with him in the after-
noon to spend a day at the seashore.

McCormick identified the body as that
of Hein. He couldn't explain how his
friend happened to be drowned. They
had been in bathing together, he said,
and suddenly Hein disappeared. McCor-

mick thought for a while that he had gone

to the bathhouse, but when he searched
for Hein there and didn't find him he be-
came alarmed.

Hein was 22 years old, and his home was
in Schuylkill Haven. The body was taken

BATTERY-WEST FARMS TRAINS

THE SUBWAY THROUGH ROUTE
OPENED THIS MORNING,

All Express Trains to Run to the Battery
~-Battery Station a Loop With a
Sharp Curve One Side Platform
—HBowling Green an Isiand Statlion.

All subway express trains and some locals
will run to the Battery station to-day and
make stops at Bowling Ureen, The first
Battery-Bronx through train left West
Farma at 12:01 o'clock this morning bound
for the Battery.

In the motorman's place was Supt, Merritt
of the Interborough company and riding in
the first car with him were Trainmaster
Hayes and D. M. Morrison, the motor in-
structor of the company. Fifteen passen-
gers got aboard at the start, but at each
stop more hoarded the train.

Repeaters, who are riding on the sub-
way for the fun of it, will be able to mix
with the crowd and, returning to the cars
they have just left, can go uptown on the
same fare. However, experience at other
stations has shown that repeaters are so
gcarce that it is not worth while watching
for them.

The Bowling (irevn station is an “island®
like those at the other express stations.
There are no side platforms at the Brooklyn
Bridge and.Saventy-second street and, as
both express and local trains will run on the
same track below the Bridge, there is no need
of two islands, as at the Grand Central
station. The Bowling Green station is the
longest in the subway systemn-—460 feet.

The Battery station, which is built on a
curve, is 400 feet long. This curve is so

FLAMES NEAR BIG HOTELS.

FIRE EARLY THIS MORNING AT
27 AND 29 EAST 44TH STREET.

Man Drops from a Window on 8 Fenoe
and Dies Soon Afterward -Guests
at Delmonico's and Sherry's Alarmed
—~Woman Is Swung to Hafety.

The two four story brownstone houses
at 27 and 20 East Forty-fourth street were
gutted by fire this morning and one of the
occupants jumped from the top story of
29 and was Injured so bLadly that he died
before he reached the Presbyterian Hospital
He was Arthur C. Neely, a wealthy young
man, who lived in hachelor apartments on
the top floor.

Neely was the only person who lost his
life as far as koown at an early hour this
morning. It was said at 8 o'clock that all
the other tenants were accounted for.
Several of them jumped out of rear windows
to escape from the flames,

The fire started in the rear of the two
buildings and went rapidly to the roof
through the dumbwaiter shafta in the rear.
The flames shot out of the roaf as if there
bad been a furnace beneath. The fire was
discovered at 2:80 o'clock.

Roundsman Meehan and Policeman
Hawkins were the fimst policemen on the
gcene and it was Meehan who turned in the
alarm from the box at the corner. When
the first fire apparatus arrived the
whole roof of both houses was aflame.

Before the firemen arrived Mr. Neely
appeared at the fourth story window with
the flames close hehind him.

He climbed up on the window sill and the
two policemen shouted to him not to jump.
Just as they cried out to him flames shot
from the window and Neely dropped. He
fell on a picket fenoe and was bruised and
bleeding when he was picked up.

The sparks and burning embers
from the two Forty-fourth street buildings
floated over the houses on Madison avenue
between Forty-fourth and Forty-fifth
streets and the tenants had to desert their
houses. The firemen took possession of
them and fought the fire from the rear,
where it was burning most flercely.

The ground floor of the two buildings
that were gutted is occupied by Dr. Carlos
MacDonald, the alienist. He only has his
office there. Robert H. Cory leases the rest
of the two buildings and rents bachelor
apartments. Cory couldn't tell how the
fire started, but it spread so quickly that
the tenants had not time to gather up their
belongings.

The residents of some of the houses on
Forty-fifth street, in the rear of the two
burning buildings, deserted their homes.
Many were 6o afrald that the fire would'
spread from the rear to the rear of the
houses on the south side of Forty-fifth
street that they hurried out of their houses
wearing only bathrobes. )

Mr. Neely was a widower and the brother
of F. Tennyson Neely, the publisher, The
brothers occupied the same apartments.
Tennyson Neely tried to lead his brother
out the hallway through the smoke, but in
groping around to find his way he lost his
brother.

Arthur Neely became bewildered then
and rushed back to the window from which
he jumped.

Mra. Frazer was lifted out of the window
and her husband swung her like a pendu-
lum over the one stery extensgion inthe rear
of the adjoining house at 25.

A8 Mrs, Frazer swung over the extension
the sheet rope L roke and she dropped on
the extension roof. She wasn't hure, and
Frazr soon joined hir, getting to the roof
in the same way in which his wife did.

The fire was directly across the way from
St. Bartholomew's P. E. Church and a block
away from the Hotel Manhattan. On the
Fifth*avenue corners of Forty-fourth street
are Sherry's and Delmonico's.

The clanging of the engines and the
rattle of the other fire apparatus awoke
the persons living in all three hostelries.

Nearly every one in the Manhattan was
awakened, for an engine stood puffing at
the Madison avenue side of the hotel. Many
of the guests left their rooins.

AERONAUT CANFIELD HURT.
Feet Caught In Faves of a House and He
Fell Fifty Feet.

-William (‘an-
fleld, who with his woman partner made
a balloon ascent and parachute jump in
Lynn last evening, was seriously injured
in trying to land.

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LIVE 72 HOURS UNDER WATER.

Fresh Alr Agaln Pumped to Six Survivors
In Sunken French Submarine Boat.

When the hatch had been got about a
yard out of the water the crane broke. A
second attempt failed to raise the boat.

RUSSIA GETS THE REBEL SHIP

MUTINEERS GONE, RUMANIA
TURNS OVER THE POTEMKIN.

Matuschenks, Leader of the Revolt, Goes
to Bucharest ~-Everything on the ship
In Disorder-—-OfMcers' Cablns Looted
--Two Eunglneers Commanded Ship.

Speclal Cable Despatehes o TRR SUN,

KusTENDJE, Rumania, July 9.--The Rus-
sian battleships Sinope and Tchesma,
with Admiral Kruger aboard the latter,
arrived here to-day. The Admiral an-
nounced that he had come to arrange for
the transfer of the battleship Kniaz Potem-
kin Tavritchesky, which was abandoned
here by her mutinous crew, and the transfer
was effected this afternoon,

Several of the mutineers assert that they
surrendered the vessel to the Rumanian
Government because other Russian warships
did not join in the mutiny. All the sailors
are convinced there will be a great change
before long in the conditions in Russia that
will be satisfactory to the revolutionists.

Everything on board the Kniaz Potemkin
is In the wildest disorder. The officers’
cabins have heen pillaged of everything
worth taking. There are bloodstains
everywhere. During the last few days the
vessel was commanded by two engineers, ;
An officer was compelled to navigate the
ship with a revolver at his head.

After the King of Rumania ordered the
transfer of the vessel Admiral Kruger
boarded her with a priest and religious
services were held. An hour later the Ru-
manian officers formally handed her over
to the Russian commander. .

All her soilors wished to surrender ex
cept Matuschenks, the ringleader of the
mutiny, who resisted for some time. He
wished to blow up the ship. BSeveral of-
ficers were found on board. They were
in a pitiable condition. They declare that
Matuschenks killed ten officers.

The cash on board amounted to 23,000
rubles. This was shared by 650 sailors.

All the papers and books belonging to
the ship were destroyed. Matuschenks has
gone to Bucharest.

LoNpoN, dJuly 10.—A despatch to the
Daily Mail from Constanza says that when
the surrender of the Kniaz Potemkin was
completed to the Rumanian officers the crew
of torpedo boat 267, which had accom-
panied the mutinous battleship on all her
voyages, asserted, to the astonishment
of the Rumanians, that they were loyal to
the Czar, having only feigned to join the -
mutiny because of the terrorism of the crew
of the Knias Potemkin. |

The Rumanians, fearing treachery, gave
the crew half an hour in which to decide
whether they also wished to surrender,
saying that otherwise they must leave the
harbor immediately. In the latter case they
were warned that they would rot be sup=
plied with coal, nor would the Russian
gunboat in the harbor be allowed to supply
it. The crew, after a consultation, decided
to return to Russia and surrender there.
The boat aocordingly sailed at 6 P, M., de-_
claring it was going to Sebastopol.

PILLAGING BY PEASANTS.

Landowners Appeal te the Russlan Gove
ernment for Military Guards.
Speclat Cable Despatch to THE SUN,

1.oNpoN, July 10.—The Odessa corre-
spondent of the Standard says that Sunday
was quiet there. Patrols are maintained
at night.

Alarming reports have been received from
various places in the governments of Kher-
son, Poltava, Ekaterinoslaff and Taurida.
Seventeen extensive farmsteads within
thirty miles of Odessa have been burned
and pillaged in the last ten days. The
peasantry demand half the owners’ lands.

On Sunday peasants met the owner of
6,000 acres, about forty-five miles
from Odessa. He had obtained a company
of infantry from the nearest small garrison
to expel the invaders, but the goldiers
fraternized with the peasants. The land-
owner then came to Odessa to obtain a
company of military, but the Governor
refused to let him have the soldiers, saying
they would probable follow the example
of the troops already on the estate.

A woman who owned a neighboring estate
offered the peasants a third of her crops;
but the offer was refused and she was shot
dead. On the following day half the crops
were looted.

Within the last’ few days nearly forty
applications from landowners for mili-
tary assistance have reached Odessa. The
garrison chiefs in other southern ocenters
get similar appeals. Owing to the paucity
of readily available troops the distriot
Governors are asking for machine guns and
for discretionary power in their employ-
ment against the peasantry.

The Daily Mail's St. Petersburg eorre-
spondent says ‘events in Odessa and the
Japanese landing in the lsland of Sakhalin
have caused peace to make considerable
progress at Peterhof, where the Czar is
now staying. Moreover, it is stated that
the Japanese demands are not unacceptable.

1t is reported in Government circles
that the Japanese will waive the question
of ‘indemnity and will merely demand
payment of all the expenses of the war by

Ruseia taking over all the loans raised by

Japan for war purposes. The oocupation

of Sakhalin has made little impression on

the public here, it having been long ex-
pected.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the
Telegrap h is pessimistic regarding the out-
look for peace. He says he is unable to
affirm categorically that Gen. Linievitch
and the commander of each Manchurian
army are literally bombarding the Czar
with reports showing that victory is about
to smile on them, and beseeching at least
six months more in which to fight. The
Czar and his advisers have implicit con-
fidence in the Generals.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the
Times rays that the Japanese occupation
of Sakhalin was an event that had been
long expected, but it none the less craates
the deepest and most painful impression.
It is doubtful whether any disaster that
Russia has suffered, internally or externally.
since the war began so patently brings home
to the nation the utter hopelessness of the
struggle and the incapacity of the present
Government to assure the safety of the
interests of the empire.
