market. There was a strong opening this
morning led by the United States Steel
stocks and Union Pacifie, but the activity
was not long sustained, The market be-
camoe very stupid in the afternoon, and
stocks closed generally at moderate re-
cessions from their opening prices. Union
Pacific lost all of its gain and closed un-
changed. The Steel stocks did better,
the common closing at a net advance of
1 per cent, and the prefcrred at a gain of
3 per cent. The strength of high priced
stocks like Northweatern, Illinols Central,
New York Central, Northern Pacific and
Lackwanna attracted some little attention.

A week ago to-day the market developed
a somewhat pronounced reactionary ten-
dency in the afternoon, and on the follow-
ing day prices broke sharply; there was
only a slight falling back of prices this
afternoon, probabfy because a much
smaller bull account had been carried over
the week's end by the in and out class of
traders. In a dull market, as a general thing,
the complaint is heard that the seller of
stocks has to make concessions in order to
find his buyer. That was not the case yeater-
day. A broker had 1,000s8hares of Illinois Cen-
tral tosell to-day, and asked for a cuotation.
He received word that it was quoted 169 bid
and 170 asked. He sent the stock in to be
sold at 170, hoping to get off a few hundred
shares in the course of the day, and was
gurprised to get a report a few min- tes
later that the entire lot had been taken at
170. There was a pretty constant market
to-day for stocks, notwithstanding the
prevailing languor. The buying of Union
Pacificin the first hour was fairly aggressive
but subsided after midday. There was a
forenoon flurry in Amalgamated Copper
on weakly supported rumors of an increase
of the dividend at the meeting reguarly
scheduled for this week, but the specula-

tive imagination was very backward,

| protably because of the weather.

Wheat and earn options declined rather

| sharply to-day on reports of more favor-

able weather, and cotton futures had an-
other wild upturn. The stock market
was apparently oblivious to these con-
tradictory influenc2s. The momentum of
the bull specilation in cotton seems for the
presont  to be irresistible. The extent
and fore» of this sgpeculation may be in-
ferred from the fact that some of the larger
Wall Street wire houses are doing two and
three times as much business in ootton
as they are doing in stocks.
where the public is trading. The bull
leadiers in eotton expect a revision of the
Government's last monthly report, which
will show a much smaller acreage than has
been indicated up to this time. That,
at least, is the impression which they seek
to create in the minds of their followers.
It is asserted that the last cotton report
was oolored for the bears, in which case the
jugglers of the Government's cotton statis-
tica must have been on the wrong side
of the cotton market. In January of this
year, when cotton was selling between 6
and 7 cents, there was a movement
in the South to burn the surplus from last
year's crop, and in several localities cotton
was actually burned in the streets. Wall
Street commentators declared this de-
struction to be an economic sin and wrote
and spoks vigorously on the folly of it.
Very little cotton was burned; the South
adopted the more subtle and wholly legiti-
mate expediont of holding its surplus back.
Now, six months later, it is said that there
is not going to be enough cotton this year
to go around. Southern planters are said
actually to be pledging their stored ocotton
for money with which to speculate in
futures.

Advices from the steel and iron trade
continue to improve.
