Other Penalties Handed to Ray and T.
Donohue-—-Lewisohn Loses 810,000
on Hermin,but Gets 1t Back on Ballotta
—Twe Noted Riders Under Suspicion,

¢, R. Wilson, a steeplechase jockey, haa
been ruied off the turg by order of the stewards
of the National Steeplechase und Hunt Associ-
ation, who met at August Belmont's office on
Wednesday. Wllson was acoused of pulling
the horse Cardigan in a steeplechase event
at the Buffalo track recently, and his case
was referred to the governing body of this
branch of the turf. The evidence against
the jockey was sald to.be conclusive, so
that no other ruling was possible, The
stewards ulso reached a decislon in the cases
of Jockeys Ray and Rodrock, who indulged in
a fat fight last Saturday at Brighton after
Hylas had been defeated. Upon investi-
gation it was found that Ray was the ag-
gressor, and he was not only fined $200, but
was also warned that a repetition of his con-
duot would be more severely dealt with,
Rodrock was let off with a reprimand, Tim
Donohue, another steaplechase jockey, was
indefinitely wsuspended because, it is waid,
he loaned his badge te a friend.

Why was it that the “wise fish® dld not
bet on The Houtherner yesterday, after he
had won & great race on Tuesday?! Hun-
dreds of persons at the traok wanted an answer
to this queetion when they saw the price
soaring from 6 to 6 to 6 t0 2, and even 8 to 1,
while the educated money went on Chimney
Sweep in lumps.
