The strength of the dull market in the
early part of the week was so Impresaive
to those who were in doubt as to the trend
of prices that yesterday's demonstration
was all that was needed to convince many
that this s really a bull market. Many
followers of the market profess to form their
opinions of the course of prices from statis-
tical Information as to the orops, the metal
markets, rallway  earnings, the money
market and foreign trade, but in reality
their opinions are molded for them by the
r.ooord of speculation on the ticker tape.
The heavy selling of Unlon mno and the
Bteel stocks early in the month made a
great many commission houses very cautious
about putting their customers into the
market. They thought it was better to walt.
Bome urged the selling of stocks, But the
strength of the market thin week, especially
In the same stocks which led the reaction
several weeks ago, has made the commission
houses bullish, and they are looking for
considerably higher prices during the next
two months,

While some people are wondering whether
this is a bull market, stocks are making new
record prioes,

The Weatern crowd has come into the mar-
ket again and has been a large buyer of
Illiniols Central, Reading
and the Steel stocks, The Western specu-
lators who sold stocks before going north
some days ago are all back and all bullish.
One thing that makes them bullish is the way
the market took the astocks they poured
into it early in the month and the difficulty
they have in getting them back. Some
commentatora think we would have a health-
ler market without some of the plung-
ing speculation that comes from the West,
but it {s not to be denied that the big Western
operators help to make a broad imarket.
The big speoulation in Wall Street began
with the coming of the new-rich Westerners,
who were bubbling over with optimiam
on the ocountry's future and who wanted
a big game to play. It is a noteworthy fact
that these Western speculators are scldom
found on the bear side of the market.. When
they oan't bull stocks they usually keep
out of them. Even their oritics admit that
they have done a great deal to attract publio
interest in securities.

“The country must be very prosperous.”
says the New street philosopher, “for in
the past gix months it has spent $30,000,000
on a plaything—the automobile.”

The market crept forward for three days
and then leaped on the fourth. This is the
sort of market that gives the most anxiety
to those who have sold atocks short. While
the market creeps up on moderate trans-
actions, with salight offerings of long stock,
those who have made short contracts have
no opportunity to cover except st a losé.
After several daye of a creeping market
they get nervous and begin to cover. When
this covering of short stock is coincident
with general buying, as was the case yester-
day, the market advances very sharply,
and it sametimes looka stronger to the super-
ficial observer than it really is. The bear
party, which belleves that the price level
{s too high, will continue to feel for the top
as the market advances. These experimental
operations are sometimes very costly, but
the rapidity with which money i{s made on
a deolining market so attracts the profes-
slonal bear speculator that he Is willing to
take successive be-tinn in his efforts to find
the top.

After the publication of the Steel earnings
in April the Bteel stocks declined about 14
points. Many of the traders, who believe
that the BSteel stocks should always react
after the publication of good earnings, sold
these issues when the sepond quarter's earn-
ings came out this week They have been
unable to cover their sales at a profit. On the
day the report was issued the preferred stock
closedat 1015 and the common at 33%. . Yeater-
day the preferred closed at 103% and the com-
mon at 383, thehighest prices at which these
stocks have sold in three months. The action
of the common stpck, which led the market in
aotivity, was partioularly impressive. Anhour
before the close, after one of the traders had
offered 34% for 5,000 shares, it advanced
sharply to %, and at'this figure and 334 nearly
40,000 shares came out in the hour, nearly
half the transactions being at the top figure.

\ Lackawanna sold at 4043 after 1,000 shares
had sold at 400.

The Oould noch were .ctlve and strong
yvesterday after many days of sluggishness.
Missour! Pacific advanced 2 points, crossing
par, on- transactions of mere than 20,000
shares., Wabash preferred advenced 2% to
413%. The other Gould fssues advanced on
moderate transactions..'A reason for the
buying of these stocks at this time might
be, found in the aggressive preparations
the Gould people are making for the build-
ing of the Western Pacific. S8ome of the
principal'rallway contractors in the tountry
are now in New York awaiting the opening
on Tuesday next of the bids for the buiking
of the mountain sections of the Western
Paoific. These bids cover 6§84 miles of road
in California, Nevada and Utah, or about
two-thirde of the entire road. e most
important seotion for which bids have been
submitted is that through the mountains
from Oroville, Cal., to the Nevada Btate line.
The other two sections are from Olkund
Cal., to Oroville, and from Deeth, Nev.,
Salt Lake, .
