Some of the shrewdest operators In the
Street, who have been disappointed by the
market's failure to respond to bullish atimu-
tation, have from time to time unloaded
long stocks, only to see the market recover
the moment the pressure was over. The fact
that there is no extended bull account in |
commission houses to get.frightened every f
time the market shows signs of reacting |
makes the techincal position stronger.

The bear crowd' is waiting patiently for |
some bad news to break the market. Those
who have taken'a bearish position for a big
turn say that the bulls.have nothing to be
very proud of.

All sorts of sohemes are invented to hood-
wink brokers. The other day several cotton
houses received inquiries from a man who
appeared to be a cetton manufacturer of re-
sponsibility.
