SARATOGA, Aug. 14.~The lack of merit In
the racing here to-day,K was caused by the
ingratitude of the Borsemen, who, in place of
doing thelr part to help the management keep
the sport at A high standard, allowed a card,
nottoostrong originally, to be totally wrecked
by withdrawals. Of the six races run, one
had two starters, another three, and two
events, the fourth and sixth, just four atarters
each, Had the track been bad or any of the
races a gift for some particular horse, one
might excuse the wholesale dodging, but there
was no chance to complain on this score.

The fifth race was for maiden two-yur-olds.
all to carry 110 pounds, This sort of a race
should bring thirty or forty entries. The
card called for seven, of which three went to
the post. In the sixth race, which was for
non-winners of $1,000 this year, twenty were
down as starters, and the offcial scratch
board carried the names of sixteen of the
twenty, Later many of those who are now
dodging will be complaining of a lack of op-
portunity to éarn expenses,

In the steeplechase, which was for hunters,
punctual and Red, White and Blue were the
only starters. No one wanted the $50 third
money and yet there are a soore or more
horees on the ground qualified for the race
who are not worth the $50, which went back
into the treasury of the assoclation. As for
the two who did run, It is a question if elther
or both are worth the purse they competed
for. One of the stewards of the National
Hunt and Steeplechase Association, In speak-
ing of the race, sald that he feared many
more similar showings might result in the
doing away of races for hunters. He ap-
preciates fully what might be gained by the
amateur end of this class of sport, and knows
the sort of interest it brings, but when oppor-
tunities are dellberately ignored by those
who should be stanchest in thelr support,
he says, “why go on?”

When the present management took hold
of the track there were some ugly scars to
be effaced. Very rich prizes were hung
up without any chance of gaining the rich
dividends that come the way of some of the
tracks in the vicinity of New York. It was

CORONA WINS IN OLOSEST RACE
OF THE ORUISE.:

Kiwassa’'s Time Allowance Maces Her
Within & Minute of Big Sehooner for
Commedore Bourne’s Cup—80-Footer
Cars Mia Beats Sieops in Newport Run.

Newport, R. 1., Aug, 14.--]t was a yacht
race to stir the bjood of the moat phlegmatic
to-day. The wind was steady and fresh from
the east., There was quitée a lttle move-
ment to the water, the aky was clear and
forty-four yachts of the New York Yacht
Club squadron started to race from New
London to this port. For twenty-nine miles
they had to beat, but for the rest of the journey
they had the wind abeam and all made quick
time. Only one yacht had a mishap—that
was the Katrina, Boon after she started
she lost her howsprit and went to Greenport
to get & new spar. Some of the amaller boats
gave up the race early because the weather
was & little too strong for those on board.

The schooners sailed in one class for a prize
offered by Commodore Bdurne, and this
resulted in the closest race of the cruise so
far. The Corona won, but she did so by
a very small margin, as the Kiwassa got
about an hour’s time on acoount of difference
In size. The Corona won by less than a
minute. In the aloop class the Cara Mia, &
30 footer owned by Btuyvesant Wainwright,
was the successful boat, but as all the 80
footers have been protested by C. Lane
Poor 'of the Mira bécause they do not carry
a boat, the Cara Mis may not get the prize.
It she is disqualified it will go to the Mineola.

The three runs so far have tested the
yachts on all points of salling. On the first
day it was a run with spinnakers, on the
second it was a reach for most of the journey,
and on the third it was windward work. It
|s strange that each day the 30 footers have
beaten the larger boats. The Dahinda
won the first day, the Minx the second, and
the Cara Mia the third, The winds each day
have been fresh, and it was expeoted that the
larger boats would easily distance the smaller
ones. This was expected to be the large
boats' day. It was thought that the fresh
wind and lumpy sea would be too much for
the little fellows, but they made fine weather
of it and a really remarkable showing.

The class racing was exceedingly good.
The Sybarita had a sail-over, but it was In-
teresting to watch how her work compared
with that of the 70-footers, and in the end
she beat the Mineola by only 1 minute 8
seconds.

‘These two boats
reached very closely to Race Roock and then
after a few short tacks made a long board
across Block Island Sound and then stood
along the Block Island shore. The Mineola
held the lead all the way from Race Rock
and she won the race by 1 minute §7 seconds,
The Weetamoe sailed a course by herself,
short tacking along the shore,and she was
beaten by 24 minutes 41 seoconds.
