A& the result of a professional jumping
match at Salford, England, a couple of weeks
ago two new world's record were established.
The contestants were Charles Matthews of
Pendleton and James Wynford of Manchester
and there were three styles of jumping—
standing, hop and jump with weights; stand-
ing, two hops and jump with weights, and
three standing jumps, without weights.
