INVESTIGATION.

Octagan Coit's Mialiap Indlested by Betting
—Kelly, Ridot of Ruth's Rattier in
the Steeplechase ,Suspended—Cendition
of Jockey CUallahan nm Improved.

BARATOGA, Aug. 17, ~There wm two races
on to-day's card that called for official In-
vestigation. 'I'he stewards have takken hold
with a vim, and there I8 no question that
they will bring out all that I8 t6 be found.
First of the day's troubles caine with the
running of the opening rade, On ;él)publlo

form it looked as if the race was a poft spot
for 8ydney Paget's Woodsaw, and the very
best of judges were willing to take 7 to 10
against the chancea of the son of Octagon.
The more money that was bet, the higher
went the price agalnst the eolti in fact, be-
fore post time some of tha Ilyon Were offer-
ing better odds that he would not be firat
or second than, they had ‘againgt him to win
in, the early betting. . .

This was so astonishing that hundreds
decided to give' the race special: attention.
They wanted to see what caused the |iberality

| in certain qaarters. As the fleld went on its

way, Woodsalw was so far behind the others
that it can be said he was left at the post.
Baird had the mount, That a horse should
be left at the post is of course one of the hap-
penings of racing, but the fatt.that this case
was in a mensure foretold was too much for
the officials and they very promptly ordered
an ‘investigation. 'Mr.‘ Pagét, the owner of
the colt, was plainly .disglsted, and while
he made no open complaint it was plain to see
that he meant to have the race sifted. No

race run this year has brought do. much dis-
satisfavtion, some evem aeserting that last
night around the hetel cértaln would-be
wise Individuals were about offéring to bet
that the colt would not win, and at. A figure
that was beyond all readop. Ralrd's work
of late has not been of the best. He will have
a chance to explain' his part of the affair, and
it may be that he will be able to cledr himself.

In the steeplechase W. Kelly's handling of
Ruth's Rattler was so far short of being
energetic that the stewards at once ordered
an investigation, and after getting the ex-
planations they needed suspended Kelly
and referred the case to the National Hunt
and Steeplechase Assoclation, who will make
a final disposition ‘of the case. ' All credit
must be given for the promptnees with which’
the officials handled - the two casés. There
has been a lot of talk that those in charge
were inclined to let things pass rather than
stir up talk that might be Interpreted as
scandal, but this (8 a mistaken idea. We
are to have clean racing, no matter who is
affected.

The one bright spot Ih the day's develop-
ments was the finish in the Derby between
Cairngorm, the odds-on favorite, and Glen-
echo, from the stable of 8. 8. Brown, Before
Capt. Brown left for his home jn Pittsburg
the other day his trainer, Bob Tucker, told
him that his colt was too closeé to being a pony
to put up stake weight and beat Cairngorm,
but he added: “I will beat the others, sure,
and you can bet all the money- that you can
gather that we will get that $2,000 second
money. The result showed his calculations
to be correct to the letter. FKifty yards from
the finish Gl enecho bad his head in front,
and it really looked for a stride or two as if
he was going to beat thé favorite, but in the
final jumps the weng\t told, just as his trainer
had antic ated and Calrngorm won out by
