The
feature race was a quarter mile N. C. A. cir-
cuit championship, in which the winners
recaived points in the eeason’s champlon-
ship table in addition to the regular money
prizes. This event went to Iver Lawson
after & hard struggle with Fenn, Kramer
being shut out in his semi-final heat. The
New York Athletic Club team managed to
gather in the lion’s share of the amateur
prizes, even though Fred Emst did not
compete.

Tho Interest this year was in the workings
of the new rule and comparing the old boats
with the new onge. The result fjas been
very satisfactory to the supporters of the
new rule, but those yachtsmen who have
boats built under the old rule are finding
fault because their boats are practically
legislated out of racing. 'T'his seems rather
hard on owners of old boats, but it oannot be
helped.

The new rule compels a yachtsmen &ho

If he elects to
build a freak his boat will have to pay such a
penalty under the measurement rule that it
will have little chance of winning exce pt
under conditions that are peouliarly favor-
able to the freak type of boat. If a man
wants a racing machine pure and simple
there is no reason in the world why he should
not, with others who are simllarly inclined,

Charles Lane Poor, who hes cauised trouble
many timea by his protests, has protested
against any prizes belng awarded to the
30-footers on the ground that they did not
carry boats and were not in crulsing trim.
It was expected that this point would be
ralsed before the cruise began and W, Butler
Duncan, Jr., who owna the 30-footer Dahinda
went to the regatta committee on behalf o
the owners of the 30-footers and asked for &
riling.
