FOLK FROM FAR .4.\D| hEAR EN-
JOY THE SIGHTS.

Kheep Dogs Get an Ovation for Their Act
~-Many Crack Competitors In the Dog
show-—~Two Harness Raoces Give Vae
ricty to the Program—Day’s Winners,

r New City, Rockland county, New York,
opened a three days falr yesterday under
the ausploes of the Rockland County 1n-
dustrial Association, It was the twenty-
wixth annual ufMair of ite kind, and undoubt-
edly this year's attempt must be writien as
a distinct success, The weather was grand
and the crowd big and enthusiastio over what
it saw, leople came In every concelvable
conveyance, traln, auto, gig, carryall, coupé,
buckboard, and any old thing fit to ride on
whenls,

Besides a trotting race and dog show,
which were the maln features, there were
exhibits of live stock, ducks, geese, hens,
turkeys and every food stuff and vegetable
that ever graw on a farm. Hard by on the
crest of a hillock the Twenty-third Regiment
of Brooklyn was encamped, and with f{te
music, drills and sham battles gave varioty
to the occasion,

The trotting race brought out a fleld of
twelve entries. The local followers of the
sulky struck a snag In Ogden Bmith, a black
horse by Island Wilkes and owned by H.
Willlams of New York oity. The animal,
without the semblance of a break, won three
stralght heats. His best time was 32:26%,
but on a good traok any day he oan clip &
big margin off these figures. Each time
his driver had lots to spare.

A novel and Interesting feature of the
falr was the sheep dog trials, which oon-
sisted of an exhibition of hauling and driving
sheap as might be seen on the Beotch hills
or on the Western prairies. For the purpose
of carrylng out the act two orack sheep dogs,
two shapherds and half a dozen hardy hog-
geta were brought from the farm of Major
Gouverneur M. Carnochan, in the nelghbor-
hood. The dogs, one gray and one red,
were dead ringers for Bob 85>n of Battle and
Red Wull, and they acted in keeping with
their mythloal prototypes. The red one
was named Cairnsmulr Jack, and the cog-
nomen of the gray dog of the hills was Calrns-
mulr Laddie,

Three sheep were alloited to each dog,
and Red Wull was first out, being set at the
job of hauling. This consisted of bringing
the sheep a distance of about 300 yards from
a shed and penning them in front of the grand
stand. After that he was to drive them
around the track over two artificial bridges
and through three brush hurdles and pen
them again, Red Wull did well for & while
after the sheep left the shed, but they balked
at the crowd. The dog faltered and oould
not work them on to the track. However,
soeing that he was unable to steer his charges
to the destination, the dog turned them and
drove them through the bridges and hurdles,
landing them in the pen in six minutes,

Then came the gray dog for a stirring
exhibition, When the sheep left the shed he
got them on the run, and with a series of en-
circling movements and all the time barking,
and with his eyes sparkling, he drove them
stralght across the grounds and on to the track,
A pin could Bave been heard drop as the dog
worked the sheep to the pen. At a signal
from the shepherd he brought them out for
the “drive.” With the same rare Instinot
the gray dog sent the huggets trotting before
him back across the ground, around the
track, through the bridges and hurdles,
keeping up the same barking and buok jump-
Ing antics. Straight as the barrel of a rifle
be piloted the sheep to the pen, and a rousing
cheer which woke the echoes of the surround-
ing hills broke out. His time was 3 minutes
and 80 seconds.

The dog show proper was the most success-
ful department of the fair, with 140 classes,
which inoluded hounds, beagles, setters,
pointers, terriers, bulldogs, collies, sheep
dogs, omnleh S8t.
