The ocar's propeller
was keen o stop; the airship wavered in
the air and several times it ‘almost turned
turtle. Hamilton was seen climbing in
the rigging, and it dawned upon the t'wu-
ands below that he was in trouble. That
the car was heyond the aeronaut's control
was plainly indicated by the manner in
which the cigar shaped gas bag fl>undered,
4nd that the balloon had not capeized was
due entirely to the fact that there was no
ﬁ:(fim gyrating in the air a number of
time#, then shooting upward until a height
of 2,000 feet was reached, the airship began
to-descend. The people below watched
ite uncontrolled course with misgivings.
Slowly it drifted down toward the east
and ovet the Cedar Lawn Cemetery. At
the height of one hundred feet ‘a carrent of
air caught it and drove it against the
Buckley - Hotel. Bounding - off. it. landed
ia s large tree and was completely wrecked,

Hamilton fell exhausted from the car
pefore it reached the tree and was badly

He was taken in Dr. Pruden's
atomobile to his hotel. He sald later
that-after reaching a height of 1,000 feet
is motor refused to work. He tried
vaigly to fix it, risking a fall several times,
and finally decided to descend.

He pulled the atring that opened the
palloon's gas valve, but the string broke.
The car kept ascending, so he climbed into
the rigging and punctured a hole in the bag
toallow the gas to escape. The hole caused
the bag to tear,and to prevent the gas from
esaaping too fast Hamilton had to cling
to the rigging and hold the flaps of the
tear togother

A"ROUTE TO THE GULF. *

Has Just Bought the Road Which Runs
' . From Eldorudp, Ark., to Winnfield, La,
~—May Reaoli the Atliantic by Way of
the Atlantic and Birmingham Ballway.

Important plans for the extension of
the Rock Island and Frisco railroad systems
with thelr 13,000 miles of road to the Gui
of Mexico and the Atlantic Ocean were
partly disclosed yesterday. The rale of
the Arkansas Southern Railway through
the Mississippi ' Valley Trust Company
of St, Louis to the Rock Island Company
has just been effected and the entire stock
and bond iseue, $1,202,000 of each, trans-
ferred to the Rock Island. The road
extends from Eldorado, Ark, south to
Winnfleld, La., about 100 miles, passing
through & valuable timber section. It
will be connected on the north with .the
Rock Island lines, and from the southern
terminus a branch will be constructed
to Alexandria. -

The acquisition of this new road will
bring the Rook Island within eesy striking
distance of New Orleans. There are at
present several railroads between Alex-
andria and ‘New Orleans over which the
Rock Island might secure trackage arrange-
ments, In connection with the Rook
Island’'s acquisition of this railroed it is
interesting to note that a railroad already
exjsts from the point at which the Arkanses
Southern will connect with the present Rock
Island lines to Winnfleld and has projected
extensions to Alexandria and to Natohes,
Tenn. This road is known as the Louisiana
and Arkansas, and B. F. Yoakum, chairman
of the executive committee of the Frisco
System, is one of the voting trustees.

The rumor that the Frisco system, whose
eastern terminus is now Birmingham, Ala.,
is to reach the Atlantio by way of the At-
lantic and Birmingham Railway was re-
vived again yesterdai' by the election of
H. M. Atkinson as president of the Atlantio
and Birmingham. Mr. Atkinson has been
olosely associated with T. Jefferson Coolidge,
Jr., who, together with B. F. Yoakum, took
a large quantity of the bonds which were
issued to pay for an important extension of
the Atlantic and Birmingham.

WESTERN PACIFIC PLANS

Outlined in the Annual Report of the Den~
ver and Rio Grande.

The annual report of the Denver and Rio
Grande Railroad for the year ended June
80 contains two features of general interest,
one a detailed deecription of the Western
Pacific Railroad, the Gould project for
reaching the Pacific Ocean, and the other
an account of the return of the railroad to
normal conditions after the violent disorders
which prevailed in Colorado a year ago.

President Jeffery in speaking of the
Western Pacific Railway says that the
Denver and Rio Grande and the Rio Grande
Western will hold in their treasuries $50,000,~
000 of the total capitalization of the Western
Pacific, which is $75,000,000. Hesays that
the Western Pacific, which will be more than
900 miles in length, and upon which work
has just commenced, will be completed
within three years,

The president adds that while the Cen-
tral Pacific Railroad was still an independ-
ent line the Rio Grande svstem felt no
necessity of building to the Pacific Coast.
But when the Central Pacific was acquired
by Union Pacific interests, the change in
control led to such : nexpected restric-
tions on the interchange of traffic that the
Gould lines found it necessary, he says,
to build a transcontinental line of their
own. They were further induced to do
this by the increase of commerce with tha
Philippines, China and Japan and the
great interests on the Pacific Coast. Mr.
Jeffery recalls the well known fact that
the Denver and Rio Grande tees the
interest of the Western Pacific bonds, and
deacribes a close traffic arrangement
between the two roads. He says that the
two roads will constitute a through line
and will be laid with 85 pound rails,

OUTPUT OF GOLD 'AND SILVER.

Produotion of Gold in This Country in 1904
$80,723,200; of Siiver, 838,618,938,
WasHINGTON, Sept. 9.—The final estimate

of the production of precious metals in
the United States in 1904, made public to-
day by the Director of the Mint, gives an
increased output of gold over the calendar
year of $7,181,500 and of silver of 8,488,000 fine
ounces. The total produotion of gold last
year is placed at 8,004,086 fine ounces, valued
at $80,728,200, and the silver output is esti-
mated at 57,786,100 fine ounces, of 'a com-
mercial value of 833,615,088 and of & coin-
age value of $114,239,138. "

The largest gain in gold production was
in California, which yielded about $3,000,000
more than in the previous year, and a larger
amount than in any year the '60s.
This gain came ochiefly from dredge
operations, and a further gain is expected
during the current year and for some years
to oome,- The California State
Bureau estimates the possible output o
the dredges at $7,000,000 per year for thirty

years. ol 5
Colorado shows an increase of nearly
$2,000,000 in gold and 1,300,000 ounces of
silver, Alaska a gain of $700,000 gold, Mon-
tana a gain of 2,000,000, Utah a gain of
1,300,000 and Idaho a gain of 1,300,000 ounces
of silver.

PIERCED BY THREE BULLETS.

Sub-Contractor at the Marine Barraoks,

~ Washington, Shot by an Inspeoter.

WASHINGTON, Bept.9.—Emest Gichger, a
sub-contractor at the Marine Barracks, was
shot late this afternoon by Jélin F. Beach,
an inspector working under the general
contractors, and was mortally wounded.

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NEW €ITY COLLEGE BUILDINGS

Academic Department to Move In on Fris
dny: Othors Next February.

Next Friday will see the openihg of the
first of the flve new buildings erected for
the College of the City . of New York on
Washington Heights. This building will;
by a vote of the board of trustees of the
oollege, be called the Townsend Harris
Bullding, in honor of the man who had
moat to do with the founding of the college.
It will be used entirely by the academio
department. . .

This academio department, which is the
outgrowth of the old sub-freshman olass,
now represents what was the course of
study in the Free Academy—the parent
of the College of the City of New York.
The academio claskes are but preparatory
to the collegiate department, and under
present conditions the requirements for
admission to the collegiate department
are in mathematics and modern languages
far in ddvance of what 'is demanded by
the majority of the larger colleges.

The first steps toward the erection of
a city oollege were taken in July, 1848,
when tha Board of Education adopted
the resolution of Mr. Townsend Harris
for the appointment of a committee to
report on the subject of a free academy.
In May, 1847, the act establishing the
institution was passed. In 1848 was ereoted
the old building for the Free Academy
of the City of New York. The discipline
and oourses of study were based on those
of the Weat Point Military Academy. Seth
Low, ex-president of Columbia University,
has styled thb alumnti of the Free Academy
“the West Pointers of olvil life.”

In 1866 the original title of the New York
Free Academy was changed by the Legisla-
ture to the College of the City of New 1 ork.
By 1875, however, the college had outgrown
the building once sufficient for the Free
Academy, Additions were made to the
old building. 'I'hen distant huildings not
fitted for college purposes were used.
Finally came the appeal for new buildings
suited to the uses of the college. After
many battles and more delays the city
authorities finally gave their assent, and
on Sept. 29, 1903, Mayor Low laid the
cornerstone of the new building.

The collegiate classes will remain in
the old: buildings until the completion of
the other mew structures on Washington
Heights. President Finley said yesterday
that within two weeks there would be 1,500
students of the academic classes reciting
on Washington Heights, In~’ describing
the raﬁid growth of the college Dr. Finley
remarked:

“The college now stands on the same
footing with the other large colleges. The
requirements in mathematics and modern
languages for admission to the freshman
class are greater than what is demanded
at Princeton, The people of the city of
New York do not fully realize that they
have as the pinnacle of their public school
system an institution which is the equal of
Columbia or Princeton.”

The Townsend Harris Building, which
faces Amsterdam avenue, between 138th
and 130th streets, contains fifty-five recita-
tion and lecture rooms, and an assembly
hall with a seating capacity of 650.

The gymnasinm, which contains a swim-
ming pool 30 by 100 feet, will be opened by
the end of the month, It is expected that
the other buildings, the main building for
the collegiate classes, the mechanical arts
building and the assembly hall will be
ready for occupancy by Feb, 1, 1908.

THE 'COLLEGE OF ST. ANGELA.

A New Bullding Containing Classrooms
and a Gymnasium to Be Bullt.

The College of Bt." Angela, which was
establishet last year by the Urbiline nuns
at New Rochelle, will reopen on Sept. 27.
Iast year only a freshman class was
formed, and’ fourteen young women en-
terad. This year they hecomne sophotores,
and another freshman class will enter.

The college will mark its second year
by the erection of a new building, contain-
ing eight classrooms, laboratories and a
large gymnasium. In his design for the
new oollege bhuilding the architect has
adopted a st?'le which is in harmony with
the main building, the well known * le,”
and in no way detracts from its dignity
and beauty. A

The new building measures 50 by 100 feet,
with a porch and porte-cochére extending
20 feet from the south front. The floor
of . the gvmnasium, exclusive of a stage
20 feet deep, and the locker-rooms, will
be 80 by 70 feet, with a clear hieght below
the rafters of 20 feet. The exterior walls
will be built of stone and gray pressed
brick and the roof of red tiles.
