the English play could he acclaimed by the
most twngulno as a masterpiece but taken
together they may mark an epoch which

Tho distrust of dialogue and this means
In the roughest and most general sense of-
t Ho tomi tho distrust of tho literary clement
in the tlramix hart a very real basis hi mod-
ern practical conditions

The theater of today Is structurally a
different thing from tho theater that gave
form and character to the majestic Eliza-
bethan tradition even tho tradition of
Wycherey and Congrove The elder stage
yn H platform In the center of an amphi
Ihinterj and though It wan abundantly
furniclwd at need with what we now call
proportion and sot pieces anything like
detailed pictorial was impossible
The nctnrs stood forth In Intimate contact
with the midlsnce and depended for their
effects mainly upon the lines they spoke
and the mlmiqtie with which they Illus-
trated them The drama was literary and
poetic in Its methods because it could not
be anything else

The modem stage to gain its own pecu
liar effects lion been set back behind the
amphitheater and framed like a picture
by the proscenium arch Thus removed
the theatric effect of what the actors say
has become secondary In a recent
Interview Sir Charles Wyndham pointedly
explained why actor and manager dis-
trust the spoken word An audience pees
far more than It hears he said so that
now as In the infancy of the drama the
chief resource of the actor is pantomime
He made game very politely of the Im-

portance his authors attached to a correct
reading of their lines The same course
of reasoning explains also the prominence
In our drama of those geometric arrange
mentejof a which we call situations
and the effectiveness of staccato climaxes

both of which were little cultivated by
tho masters of tho elder stage They are
obvious to the dullest and most Indolent

yeWhen Sir Charles implied however
that the literary element Is alien to the
modem drama a bushel that hides ita
proper wont further than his
facts carry him Now as always the
finest the most varied and stimulating
the most permanent effects depend upon
tho literary clement linen master of the
modern dramatic form as he Is would be a
negligible quantity without his dialogue
w trenchant and illuminating In spite
of its austere simplicity What would
Hudermannbo without
nunn without his poetry Ilnero Jones
Barrio and their fellows without tho flexible
aptness the lifelike effervescence and
animation of what their characters utter
One and all It is true these command the
full gamut of modem dramatic art but
those who think the public Incapable of
retelling and delighting in brilliant con-
versation independent of plot situation
