Vietory of Mr. Ford's Schoener a Pepular
One-—-Steaim Yachts te Meet Today,

NEWronT, R. 1., S8ept. 14.—Vloce-Commodore
Henry Walters's cups were raced for to-day,
and the Katrina, a schooner owned by Janies
