James B. Brady's Oi=eau, the three-year-
old son of Ornus- Kitty Gunn,served to {llus-
trate the greatness of Sysonby when he
won the 8econd 8pecial, one mile and a half,
8t Gravesend yesterday afternoon. Oiseau
rasly defeated the five-year-old First
Mason and the six-year-old Caughnawara,
the weights being at five pounds below the
scale. At po time was Oiceau, who was
made a 4 to 5 favorite, extended, and he won
80 impreseively by a dczen lengths in 2:831-3
that his owner and trainer were jubilant.
Yet it must be recalled that Oiseau has been |
just as easily trimmed by Syeonby, who |
beat him upon one occasion at this distance
In 2:35. Oiseau left the barrier with a great
turn of speei, taking a lea1 of half a dozen
