Russia's Improved Positlon in Eu-
rope.

The half a million' soldiers under
General LINIEVITCH still remain in
Manchuria; nor will they begin to move
westward until ratifications of the Porta-
mouth treaty shall have been inter-
changed. The knowledge, however, that
g0 huge an army may presently be
transported to the line of the Vistula
or the mouth of the Danube compels
Europe once more to recognize that
Russia is a great military Power. The
result of such recognition is that Rus-
sla's good will i8 now courted alike

i by intelligent Englishmen and by far

sighted Germans, and the same reward
for a friendly understanding is dangled
before Russian eyes in London and in
Berlin--the long postponed fulfilment of
the dream of mastery of the Bosporus,
So that the question for the Czar's ad-
visers to decide is simply: Which offer
is it for his interest to take?

The respective motives of the German
and British aspirants for Russia's friend-
The def-
inite renouncement by the St. Peters-
burg Government of the object aimed
at for at least ten years—the acquire-
ment of an ice-free port on the Pacific
and the transfer of Russia's expansive
energies to another quarter of the globe—
would .leave Japan's influence at Pekin
without a counterpoise, and wouid
render inevitable the frustration of
Germany's far reaching purpose of
using Kiaochou ag a base for the grad-
ual absorption of the rich and populous
province of Shantung., There alone,
up to the time when Rusgia was ten
in Manchuria, the Emperor WILLIAM
believed himself to have found an easily
worked and an exceptionally fruitful
field for German exploitation. Heknows
that if Russia could be persuaded to
keep her eyes fixed upon the Pacific
the German program of extension in
Shantung might be undisturbed for
many years. For Japan will need a
long period of peace thoroughly to as-
similate Corea, and unless directly
threatened in that quarter would be
unlikely for several decades to impose
fresh burdens on her limited fiscal
resourees.

Equally patent is England's reason
for wishing that Russian statesmen
may be reconciled to the new situation
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It mav be anid that Germany
alio offer to facilitate Russin'a
quest of Conatantinople in considera-
tion of the Czar'a protmise (o promote
the fulilment of the German program
in Shantung. A« a matter of fact,
Germany would find {t impossible (o
make gond her offer againat the will of
Ciront Britain. Of course, the German
army coull ba ued to amother the re-
sietance of the Halkan principalities to
Russia's ingeation of southeastern Ku«
rope, but it would he powerless to give
the Czar, against the opposition of the
British navy, command of the Bosporus,
the Sea of Marmora and the Dardanelles,

In a word, England alone 12 able to
assure to Rusqia the prize for which
she has hungered through so
generations.  For this reason, and be-
cause the friendliness of London and
Paris financiers is of incomparably
more value than is that of their Berlin
compeers, we opine that, of the two
proposals for Russia’s favor, the British
bid will be accepted.

this military telegraph system is filling.
In two months the adjusted toll on ofti-
cial business for the several branches
of Government, civil and military, has
been charged up at fRomewhat more than
$20,000, In the same period the military
telegraphers have handled commercial
business which has yielded in tolls more
than £32,000. Such a volume of business
must make this Government service not
only self-supporting as a permanent way,
but in civil methods of accounting would
show a considerable surplus applicable
as a sinking fund toward covering the
initial outlay of installation. That the
service rendered by the military opera-
tors is at least as good as that performed
by the commercial lines is shown by this
item in General GREELY'S report of his
recent inspection of the lines, that in the
aerial service across Norton Sound uking
the wireless system invented in the Sig-
nal Corps not a single error has been
made in fifteen months in business
amounting to many thousands of mes-
Bages.

Ever since the Signal Corps emerged
from its association with meteorological
duties, just fifteen years ago, this de-
partment of military communication
has been a pioneer in telegraphy, and it
has always stood reudy to extend its
facilities to commercial business, All
through the wilder West the lines of the
military telegraph had been strung
through deserts and over mountain
passes long before settlement around
frontier posts in the Indian country had
developed to such dimensions as to en-
courage commercial telegraph companies
to extend their service thereto, When
the Spanish war left us in ownership of
an enormous and interrupted domain off
the Asiatic foreshore the Signal Corps
was prompt to take possession, to string
its wires through regions most imper-
fectly pacified, to sink its cables from
island to island, always ready to send
Morse. It contributed to the produc-
tion of the peace of the Philippines, it
has played no mean part in the estab-
lishment of the civil government of the
islands. Its business is so great that it
owns and operates its own cable ship,
the Burnsice. Its equipment is on a
scale that compares not with discredit
with the large telegraph emterprises of
civil life; it is entirely in a great and
laudable class of its own in comparison
with the bureaus of military communi-
cation of other armies,

Yellow Fever Situation in Panama.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 5.—The report of the
vellow fever situation in Panama since
September 15, which has just been received
at the offices of the Isthmian Canal Com-
mission, shows that there were but two
ceses of the disease during that period.
One was an Italian non-employee and the
other an American employee, who died.
No cases have been reported since Septem-
Ler 20, During the entire month of Septem-
Ler there were nine cases, seven of which
were among foreign non-employees,
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
