Reports of Murder and Tortare Come

From Sonora, Mcxieo.

En Paso, Texas, Oct, 6.—Mining men
from Nogales, Ariz., confirm reports of
a fresh outbreak among the supposedly
“paci fied” Yaqui Indians of Sonora, Mexico,
Not less than fifty men have been murdered
within the past week, these men gay, while
scores have been tortured and mutilated,
but vermitted to escare with their lives,

The tales told are of indescribable cruelty,
El Corre» de Sonora, one of the most con-
servative and reilable Spanizsh publica-
tions in the State of Sonora, declares con-
ditions are insufferable, and boldly eriti-

Mr, Willlams's body was recoverad ahout
forty-five minutes after the accident and
was taken to undertaking rooms in Gran-
villa,

CHILD'S SUSPICIOUS DEATH.

Police Guard Foster Father, Sald to RBo a
Drug Victim.

CRICAGO, Oct, 6.~—TIrene Klatow, 10 years
old, died under suspicious circumstances
yesterday at the home of Dr. Oliver E,
Hart, her foster father, in Rogers Park,
Police sent to investigate the girl's death
found Dr, Hart lying unconscious in a room
adjoining the child's bedroom,

According to the police, the girl had been
attacked and then poison bhad been ad-
ministered. When Mrs, Hart,who had been
uptown, entered the house, the police say,
she found the girl 11 ing &cross the bed in
her rooin, and the disordered condition of
the room indicated that a struggle had
taken place. The rugs were disarranged,
the bedclothing was in disorder, the girl's
hair was tangled and matted and some of
it had been torn from her head, strands
being found on the floor, the police assert.
The child was clothed only in a nightdress.

Mrs, Hart told the police that when she
was leaving home the girl told her she waa
going to bed to sleep off a headache,

At the inquest this afternoon Mrs. Cath-
arine Otto, a neighbor of Dr. Hart, testified
that she had noticgd that the doctor had
great fondnees for children. He appeared
odd to her, she said, and she prevented her
little girl, a child of thirteen, from going
there when the physician gave parties to
the litt le ones.

Mrs. Vera Hart, the seventeen-year-old
wife of the physician, said that she had been
married to her husband in August, 1904.
She never knew him to be addicted to the
use of drugs, and deaied that his father had
ever told her his son was a morphin user,
At 8 P, M. the inquest was adjourned until
next Tuesday afternoon.

Dr. Hart's father, A. B. Hart, said in St.
Louis to-day that his son is a victim of
morphin,

To-night Dr. Hart is guarded by police-
men in his homs. He raves almost con-
stantly, and denies killing the child.

And Now the Postmaster at Cornish, I. T.,
Wil Lose Kis Job.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 6.—W. J, Cloudus,
postmaster at Cornish, I. T,, which claims
a population of 300, will lose his job for
transferring the post oftice twixt darkness
and dawn and establishing it where he
thought the town ought to be. After con-
sidering voluminous correspondence on tho
subject, Acting Postmaster-General Hitch-
cock decided that Cloudus sheould be dis-
missed from the office, and a change will
be made at once.
