RUSH TO VISIT WARSHIPS.

On the side line, applauding her husband
was Mrs. Summersgill, who had qnly been
married three months, When informed at
the hoapital that her husband was dead
she became unconscious and is in a serious
condition,

WATER SCANT ON ELLIS ISLAND,

Supply Cut Of While Main Was Changed
—All Right Now.

Ellis Island went shy of water yesterday
and had to commission the ferryboat ply-
ing between the island and Manhattan to
carry over a supply from the Battery.

The island gets its water from the Jersey
City mains. A new 86-inch main is being
laid on the Jersey side, and yesterday was
the day set for connecting it with the old
Ellis Island main at Communipaw avenue
and Whiton street. The water supply
people in Jersey City notifled the immi-
grant station on Saturday that the water
would be turned off Sunday morning.

Boilers, bathtubs, dishpans and ,all other
available receptacles on the island were
filled, but the supply was exhausted early
in the afternoon, and then the ferryboat's
tanks were drawn .upon. The boat made
one trip to Manhattan for water, Her tanks
carry only 2,000 or s.ooonﬁallons. and that is
scarcely a drop com, with the amount
of water which Ellis Island uses in a day.

The water was turned on again at 015
o'clock last night. It was said that there
had been no suffering on the island through
lack of water,

“We have discovered entirely new de-
velopments and expect to have results from
them in a short time. It now looks as
though Graham was entirely removed from
the case.”

(Giraham Is an old Scotch farmer, strongly
built, smooth of face and gray of hair. He
has lived on his farm'for many years, Mra,
Ingerick was his housekeeper four years
ago, and when eghe left him he threatened
her husband with a shotgun. She went
back to him on August 15 and lived with
him about a month. He was angry when she
left him to go to keep house for the Onleys.

Graham showed little feeling when he
was told to get into the automobile and come
to Middletown as u witness. He did not
pretend ignorance of the fact that the mur-
der had been committed, for the whole
countryside knows of it. For the first mile
he did not say a word. Then he remarked
to an officer: “I heard that Mrs., Ingerick
was dead.”

“That's wrong,” said the policeman,
“She is alive and going to get well.” Graham
turned his head away,

When the police searched his house after
locking him up they found a pair of over-
alls spattered with blood. Graham says
the blood came from a chicken which he
killed on Friday morning. Two blood
spots were found in his bed.

If he has told the police anything about
these they have not seen fit to repeat it.
He says, and his farm hands back him up}
that he was about his own farm at 2 o'clock
on the afternoon of the murder, slaughter«
ing a cow.

The police expect further information
from Mrs. Ingeriock to-morrow. She is
atill in the Thrall Hospital and the doctors
there said to-night that she was stronger
and had a chance to recover, Her injuries
are extremely dangerous; however, the
fracture of the skull being very large.

Another arrest was made to-night on the
strength of a story told by Mrs, Mary Ter-
williger, a Salvation Army lassie. She told
Chief Brinkerhoff that while selling War
Crys on Baturday night she went into
Herman Warzenegger's saloon at East
avenue and Fulton street, this city, and
there was big Dan Davis, who is a neighbor
of the Onleys and was the discoverer of
Alice Ingerick’s body. S8he asked big Dan
gomething about the murder and Helen
Davis started to reply.

“Keep your mouth shut? eaid big Dan
to his wife. Then he said to Mrs. Ter-
williger: *“Say, I'll buy a drink; 1've got
the prioce," he added, pulling out a roll of
money as big—the Salvation Army lassie
says—as his wrist.

The inoident so alarmed Mra., Terwilliger
that she notifled the police and big Dan
was arrested at 8 o'clook to-night on Fulton
street. His wife was also brought to Police
Headquarters and both underwent the
rural third degree. Little Dan Davis was
examined by the police to-day, but is under-
stood to have been released,

At midnight Davis was st{ll in Chief
Brinkerhoff's office, It i3 said that he will
be arraigned in the police court to-morrow
morning.

There is no longer any suspicion of Mar-
tin Ingerick, who s at his houss on Way-
wanda avenue with his son and daughters.
He was at Wurtzboro when the murder
oocourred, living with his sister, When he
heard of the crime and learned that he was
sought by the polioe he walked to Middle-
town to see why he was wanted. He is
bitter toward Graham; whom he has not
seen in mearly four years,

“When I went with my son Sam to Gra-
ham's four years ago to move my wife
and her goods away,” Ingerick said to-day;
“Grabam threatened to hit Sam; and [
stepped between them. Graham pointed
a shotgun at me and pulled both triggers;
but he had forgotten to load the gun. I ¢
threw him to the floor and choked him,
Afterward he sent me a letter saying he
would kill me if he ever came across me,
but I pald no attention to it.”

Lulu Ingerick; the fourteen-year-old
daughter, who llved with the mother at '
Graham's for some months, said that Gra-
ham was frequently drunk and was brutal !
when he was drunk, {

“He never abused me,” ghe said, "hulr,l
he seemed to hate Alice, who used to sasg !
him. Sometimes he would threaten my |
mother, but he never dared to strike her, |
He would take out his spite on the catss'
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
