Viee-President Granniss Justifies Them—
MoCurdy, Sr., a Witness.

Robert Olyphant, chairman of the Mu-
tual’s committee on supplies and expendi-
tures was the first witness examined. Mr.
Hughes, counsel for the committee, ques-
tioned him in regard to the three payments
aggrégating $75,000, made to him by the
Mutual and charged to the legal expense
acoount. Mr. Olyphant himself as chair-
man of the committee on supplies signed
the vouchers for the payments.

All Mr. Olyphant knew about the disposi-
tion of this money was that it was used
for oonfidential legal services. As he un-

. derstood the situation every large corpora-
tion had to maintain what they called
the oonfidential legal fund. He didn't
know how long the payments had been made
Yy the Mutual to this fund, but they had
‘been running ever since he became a mem-
ber of the committee on supplies and ex-
penditures. The matter was never brought
before the full board of trustees.

He didn’t know just why the Mutual
needed confidential legal services, but he
supposed that there were a good many
cases in which lawyers appeared on behalf
of the Mutual and did not wish to have their
names made public. His part in the pay-

' ments of these sums, he said, was purely
mechanical, as the bills came up to him from
the law department duly approved by one

;of the executive officers. He was tald
. merely that the money was to be spent in
protecting the policyholders’ interests and
he didn't take the trouble to get a receipt
or voucher for it.

Mr. Hughes couldn’t understand why the
money was paid to Mr. Olyphant and not
to the general solicitor direct. It wasn't
apparent to him how the payment of the
money to the general solicitor would effect

' the confidential character of the legal
services for which it was to be used. Mr.
Olyphant couldn’'t enlighten Mir. Hughes
on this matter,

OLYPHANT DID A8 HE WAS TOLD,

Hughes
replied that he had questioned the chair-
man of that commiltee and he testified
that he relied chiefly upon the authorization
of Dr. Gillette in regard to payments for
legal services.

“Now,” said Mr. Hughes, “we have Dr,
Gillette and we want to know what he
relies upon.”

The witness replied that he relied upon
the recommendations of Mr. Short. Dr.
Gillette testified that he pernona.llg paid
$15,000 of the $40,000 contribution by the
Mutual to the last Republican national
campaign committee. He didn't know who
paid the other $25,000, nor could he give
any information in regard to the payment
of $35,000 in 1900 and $15,000 in 1896 other
than the grounds on which the payments
were justified. In regard to the 1004 pay-
ment Dr. Gillette raid:

*We were menaced by the 8t. Louis plat-
form. No matter whether it was Bryan
or Parker, we thought it was our duty to
scotch it. We thought it was our duty, on
behalf of our interests and the interests of
our polioyholders, to protect them.”

Dr. Gillette said that he consulted, not
only with President McCurdy, but also with
Vice-President Granniss and several mem-
bers of the finance committee, ineludin
Mr. Olyphant, in regard to the 1804 contri-
bution. Mr. ﬂughos questioned Mr. Gillette
in regard to the payments made by the
Mutual to Mr. Olyphant on account of legal
ex and asked him whether it was a
fact that he didn't want to know exactly
what was done with this money. Dr. Gil-
lette objected to Mr. Hughes's expressing
it that way.

“Well,” said Mr. Hughes, “to sum it all
up, oconfidential payments were made con-
fidentially through the absence of any
speoia ] account?”

“Well,” raid the witness, “that is the ap-
pearance that can be put upon it, but they
were confldential matters treated in a con-
fidential way.”

STATIONERY BILLS WERE HIGH.

Dr. Gillette testifled that Superintendent
of Supplies A. C. Fields had not actually
discharged his duties for two or three years,
on account of ill health, and that his duties
have been performed by W. L. Lawrence,
who has a stationery store in tho basement
of the Mutual building. The Mutual's
bill for stationery and printing . in 1904
amounted to $601,101.21, which wasa greatly
in excess of the Equitable’'s bill or that of
the New York Life for the same year. The
witness admitted that Lawrence had been
supplying the Mutual with the bulk of its
stationery for possibly ten years. Con-
tracts for the work are let on a competitive
basis, but the supply department, of which
Mr. Lawrence is the acting head at present,
receives the estimates and awards the work.

Mr. Hughes questioned the witness in
regard to an item of $72,861 in the company's
report for 1008, which was charged to the
luncheon account, Ths witness explained
that the company furnished a luncheon for
all its employees.

A report which Mr. Hughes read into the
evidence showed that the actual running
expenses of the Mutual 'ast year amounted
to more than $7,000,000. The witness said
that the increased legal expenses of the com-
pany for the last few years was due to the in-
crease in the company’s business. Mr.
Hughes called Dr. Gillatte’s attention to the
fact that there was a considerable decrease
in the legal expenses of 1002 as compared
with the expenses of 1801, although there had
been a large increase in the businees. Dr.
Gillette could not explain that, Mr, Hughes
showed that the expense of the Mutual
had increased from 1002 at the rate of about
$1,000,000 a year, and he asked Dr. Gillette
what he had done as an officer of the com-
pandy to rcduce its oxpenses, Dr. Gillette
said that he had passed upon bills which he
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thought were correct and investigated
those which he thought were improper.
He had done nothinF to decrease salaries,
That was left entirely to a sub-committee
of the finance committee composed of G,
F. Baker, A. D. Juilliard and (i, G, Haven.
CROWD TO HEAR PRESIDENT M'CURDY.
