It is true that all self-respecting
people are shocked by the first volley, They
are filled with disgust that the feir name of
Queens should be mede to figure before the
world in a connection so disgraceful. What

The time is ripening when the screen must
be drawn, but in the meantime the beiter
element of voters are being prepared for
what (8 to come.

Sufilcient unto the day is the denuncia-
tion heaped upon Cassidy by the city press,
which, being unprejudicial, is immune from
any suspicion of extravagant amplification
in the presentation of the facts.

Quite naturally Mr. Cassidy was realdy
with an interview when this exposé of his
wrongdoing went the rounds of the city
press.  The interview consisted, as might
well be expected of a doleful whine about
Lis political enemies seeling to discredit
and dislodge him.
