At 10 o'clock in the morning a man about
40 vears old, and of fairly neat appearance,
though none too well dressed, called at
Binclair Tousey's office and told substan-
tially this story:

“I have important testimony to give in
the Todd cuse, of know it is a late date for
me to offer it, but 1 hoped that the case
might be solved withant myv appearance.
I dread the publicity and notoriety, not so
much on my own account as on account of
my father. He is Dr. Richard Coutant of
Tarrytown, one of John D. Rockefeller's
physicians,

“I am Richard Bayard Coutant and live
at 671 North Broad street, Philadelphia. 1
am employed as a chemist by John Wyeth
& Co., manufacturing druggists, of Phila-
delphia. On the night of October 27, the
night of Mrs. Todd's death, I started the
evening by sitting in a saloon with a friend.
He was suffering from a felon on his finger
and went home at 7:30 or thereabouts, A
while later 1 went for a walk in Fairmount
Park. 1 strolled aimlessly around for some
time and then sat down on a bench near
the cut through which the Reading trains
run. !

“In the course of my life T have heen
employed as a locomotive fireman, and I
have always been keenly interested in rail-
roading. On that account 1 sat there
gmoking and watching the trains,

a noise as of a carriage
other side of a cut, about 75 to 100 feet
away. 1 could not =ee the carriage, for

An American Plantst YWho Shows Comse
mendable Progress In Her Chosen Art.

Mme. Olga Samaroff is the professional
title of an American woman who is the wife
of a Russian, She is a planist and she
made her deébut here early in the year
in an orchestral concert at Carnegie Hall,
She was not by any means successful
at that time, her performance being cold
in tone and feeble in general style. Yes-
terday afternoon she gave a recital in Men-
delssohn Hall and showed such marked
improvement that she must to-day receive
warm encouragement,

Her programme was formidable, in-
cluding as it did such numbers as the pre-
lude, choral and fugue of (ésar Franck,
the Bralims capriccio, opus 76, No. 2, and
the same master's variations on a theme
by Paganini, Chopin's B minor sonata
and three other numbers by this composer.
I'hroughout her recital Mme. Samaroff
showed a great gain in facility ﬂmi cer-
tainty of finger work, in breadth and rich-
ness of tone, in dynanic range and in variety
of tone color,

Her reading of the Franck composition
was excellent and her perfomance of the
difficult variations of thhllln a creditable
technical achievemnent, It is clear that
this plaver is a growing artist who may
he expected to interest music lovers and
whose future will be worth watching,
