SULTAN MAY HAVE T FIGHT,

HOLY WAR A8 AN OUTCOME OF
NAVAL DEMONSTRATION.

As Leader of All Mohammedans en the
Globe He May Be Compelled to Resist
Allled Fileots—Followers Fxpeoted go
Foroes Him Not to Yield te Kurope.

Special Cable Deapatch to THE SUN,

LONDON, Nov. 18. -The Powers are now
fully committed to the coercion of Turkey
and the execution of a policy that promises
to create a situation of the firat importance
to the world at large. An internatiomal
fleet of about twenty warships will assem-
ble in Greek waters in a few days and a so-
called demonstration will take place either
at the entrance to the Dardanelles or at
some Turkish port in Asia Minor. The
object i& to compal the Sultan to accept a
scheme of financial reforms in practically
the whole of European Turkey.

The scheme provides for the collection of

taxes by local authorities such as the village |

headmen, the whole to he under the super-
vision of a representative of the Powers.
A similar plan was submitted to the Sultan
by a private syndicate a year ago, under
the guise of a loan which was to be guaran-
teed by the taxes thus collected, and ample
funds were offered by London and Berlin
capitalists, but the offer was rejected,
chiefly because of the opposition of the
Ottoman Bank.

The plan would have been acceptable to
the Macedonians themselves and would be
most profitable to the Turkish treasury,
as was proved by teste more than ten years
ago. The bulk of the taxes are now stolen
by Turkish authoritiea appointed by the
Constantinople Governiment.

The Powers engazed in the present co-
ercive policy expect the Sultan to yield to
pressure, if not immediately, then certainly
after the hombardment of some spot on
the Turkish coast,

to the opposite coneclusion. The Sujtan
regards the present demands as a direct
infringement of his sovereignty in effect
notice to quit Europe. He will never yield;
inceed he cannot do so, it is said, His
position has been altered fundamentally
since he was coerced by Europe after the
Russo-Turkish War and more recently com-
pelled to relinquish Crete. He has since
of his thirty years
ambition. Thanks chiefly to the Armenian
massacres, which were allowed to go un-
punished hy Europe, and his victory over
the Greeks he has gained control over all
Islam and has been recognized as the Calipha
of Mohammedans in the entire globe.

It In to Be Constructedin 18 Years at a Cost
of $250,000,000 The Plan Contems
plates a Straightening of the Line and
a Shorter Rowte Across the Isthmus,

WABHINGTON, Nov. I8 After long con-
sideration the board of consulting en-
gineera of the Isthmian Canal Commission,
composed of men eminent at home and
abroad in the engineering fleld, to-day
concluded its labors with a decision in
favor of the constrietion of a sea level
canal across the Isthmus of Panama.
While no-official statement of the action of
the board is forthcoming, those compos-
ing it having nothing more to say than
that the board's conclusions had been
reached, but had not heen formulated for
presentation to President Roosevelt, it is
said that the vote on the straight proposal
for a sea level canal stood 9 to 4.

Some of the American members favor
a lock and dam canal, on tht ground that
the saving in time of construction made
this project more desirable, but it has been
evident ever since the return of the board
consulting  engineers  from

with the fact that the permanent advan-
tages of a wsea level canal greatly out-
weigh the advantage in time which would
come from the construction of a logk and
dam waterway.

It is understood that the plan adopted
by the commigsion, and which will be recom-
mended to President Roosevelt for ap-
proval, provides for a sea level canal, to
be constructed in fifteen years, at an esti-
mated cost of $250,000000. The depth is
said to have bheen fixed at 45 feet, with a
width of 180 feet on the bottom. Tt will
be necessary to construct a set of two locks
at the Pacific end of the canal for the pur-
pose of controlling the heavy tides which
oceur there, and a dam will be required
also at Bahia for the purpose of controlling
the Chagres River,

The new plan contemplates also
straightening of the line of the canal, and
this will mean that the entrance on the
Atlantic side will be two miles to the west
of the present entrance, which is close to
the city of Colon, wiile the exit at the Pacific
end will ba to the east and further away
from the city of Panama than the exit
under the plan upon which the canal was
being dug up to the recent suspension of
work.

The new entrance will he on a straight
line from Toro point light to the mouth of
Minde River, and thence to the present
Pahia dam. This will moke a considerable
cut off, but it will require the abandonment
of several miles of the present somewhat
winding completed excavation inward from
Colou. Under this new scheme, however,
the advantage of making a shorter trip
across the Isthmus will not only be gained,
but considerable additional advantage will
come from the utitization of part of the
Minde River,

One of the greatest objections unrged
against the sea level canal was the great
problem presented of the disposition of
the immense amount of material that would
have to be excavated in making such a

¢t and it is admitted that to overcome

thisx problem will require much ingenuity |

and considerable eTort

The f{nal alternative proposition upon
which the board voted i« said to have con-
templated a lock and dam canal on a thirty
foot level. This provides for the comple-
in twelve vears at a cost
There
were to be three sets of locks, each capable
of accommodating a vessel 1,000 feet long.

The members of the board of consulting
engineers have been holding frequent meet -
ings since their return from the [sthmus
in September. At that time the statement
was made in a Washington despateh to
Tur SUN that the majority of the board
was in favor of a sea level canal.  Within
the past several days the board has heen
voting on a number of alternative propo-
sitions presented to it, most of which con-
templated the construction of a lock and
dam canal, the differences between these
plans being in the levels suggested and the
character, number, location and =ize of
the locks. The opinion was expressed
to-day that the board of consulting engzi-
neers would not be able to formulate its
conclugions and the data and explanation
upon which such conclusions were based
until some time in January.

The President has the right to approve
or disapprove of the board's recommenda-
tions, but it is hardly likely that he will
adopt the latter course in the face of the

opinion of a majority of the board in favor |

of a sea level canal, particularly if the sea
level project was adopted by such a heavy
vote as is said to have heen given,

VENICE'S NEW CAMPANILE.

01d Foundations Used Partly to Withstand
the Welght of  the Structure.

LoNDON, Nov, 18 -The work of relaving
the fou ndations of the camypanile at Venice,
which was begun in April, 190%, has been
completed practically, and the rebuilding
of the famous tower itself will probably be
atarted in January.
The old foundations, which architects
and antiquarians believe were those of the

ancient defence tower and were never
intended to carry a tower of such
height as the campanile, were mar-

vellously preserved, and after a warm dis-
cussion it was decided to reutilize them.
As no modern architect could think of
rearing the campaniie on such a restricted
base it was resolved to enlarge it 8o as to
distribute the pressure on a wide area,

dug around the old foundations and 3,078
newly cut spiles of larchwood, averaging
thirteen feet lonz were driven home almost
to the point of absolute resistance. They
are caloulated to have a carrying power
of a totul of 20,000 tons.

YALE FLAYS
TIGER TEAM.

Princeton Beaten in Annual
Football Game by a
Score of 23 to 4.

CLEAN AND SQUARE BATTLE.

Tooker's Goal From the Fleld
Frevents a Whitewash, ;

First Time This Season Any Peints Have
Been Made Against the Blue—Briliiant
Work at Times and Game Resistance
by 0ld Nassau, baot 0ld Elf's Superd
Team Play and Skilful Metheds Prove
Sterner Stuff—Yale's Determined Dew
fence When Hard Pressed Hurls the
Jerseymen Back—Hutehinson Makes
a Seventy Yard Run for Yale—Viotors
Faster Than Their Rivals and Plie Up
Points In Second Half — B0 000 Look on.

New HaveN, Nov. 18,—In a strenuous;
exciting, sportsmanlike game of football
to-day Yale's superb eleven defeated the
plucky Princeton Tigers by a score of 23 to ¢
in the presence of a vast crowd of 30,000
spectators. The victory was one sided,
yet the game never lacked interest and was
one of the best exhibitions of America's
| greatest sport that ever has been provided
i by two rival universities. For fair, square
| and manly tactics the struggle never had
| an equal, for there was an entire absence
| of bad blood. There was no hot-headed
slugging, and there was the utmost’ good-
fellowship, which wound up in a fitting
| mannrer when thousands of happy Yale
{ men, headed by their blaring band, stopred
| in their mad career around the fleld after
 the victory to cheer the loyal followers of
| Old Nassau.

I Fnemies of foothall, if any were present,
| must have fell that their arguments against
i the game had been in vain; and had certain
! high authorities in the conduct of inter-

i collegiate sport been witnesses of this
meritoriour  contest  they undoubitedly
would have wavered in their feelings of

antagonism.
It was Yale's magnificent team work that
carried the day. With swift and concerted
l attack the blue champions ploughed through
| the Princeton defence time after tima; yet
in the face of these odds the Tigers never
| conceded their defeat until the last minute
! of time had expired. Then, overwhelmed
| by four touchdowns, from which three goals
were kicked, Princeton still rejoiced in the
| fact that with only a few minutes to play
| Tooker, the star right end, had drope-
| kicked a magnificent geal from the 48 yard
| line, which saved the Orange and Black
from a whitewash, and made the first score
of the season on Yale.

Thig goal from the field was a brilliant
feature of the game. It was the result of
| head work on the part of Quarterback Ten-
ney, who wisely made a fair catch of a punt
| on the 43 yard line, from which point Tooker,
i after due deliberation, sent the ball whirling
over the crossbar with wonderful accuracy.
i It was a play that will go down in football
history as the equal of Poe's famous goal
in 1800, and also Dewitt's star play year
before last. It saved Princeton from worse
defeat, although the Tigers earned uniim-
ited praise for their exhibition of the proper
spirit to the very last.

I'he first half was the fastest ever played
by two big elevens. Including time taken
out, it was rattled off inside of forty-five
minutes, and Yale by the cleanest and hard-
est kind of football scored a touchdown,
| which was made by Forbes and from which
Hutchinson kicked a goal. With this slight
| advantagze, Yalein the second half redoubled
| herefforts, and though the Tigers fought for
every inch of territory, the New Haven
men wore their rivals down and outplayed
them in all departments of the game. Therns
were times, however, when Princeton
played brilliantly. The attack made much
headway against Yale's defence, and once
[ or twice it looked a8 if the Jerseymen might

score. But on' those occasions Yale rose
in her might and smote the Tigers hip
and thigh, to the dismay of the hordes of
rooters, who continued to cheer until the
battle was at an end.

Princeton employed numerous substi-
| tutes in the wecond half, and all of them
went at the Yale men with grim determina-
tion and a never-say-die spirit that won for
them everlasting fame. But try as thay
I would they were up against sterner stufl
in a well drilled, carefully trained and
scientifically coached combiration of play-
ers invincible as to strength and skill,

While there were many penalties on both
sides for holding and offside play, there
was not a disagreeable feature. Not a blow
was struck, nor was a single punch aimed
at an opponent, while there were noso-called
brutal tackles and no attempts to violate
the rules against fair play. Possibly the
| cleanness of the gamne may have been due
| to the warnings of Umpire Wrenn before
, the teams lined up, for that official plainly
informed the men that he would tolerate
nothing in the w4y of roughness in the
slightest degree.  But, judging from a
way the players deported themselves, the
,umpire's instructions were not necessary,

although Wrenn must receive praise for
| doing his share in the enforcement of the

| The punting on both sides was Lelow the

Yale's play was fuster than Princeton's,
and also was more powerful. Yale's da-
