The human eve is
a splendid example of an exquisite
piece of mechanism from Nature's
own workshop.  You can usc any
musical instrument as a machine, if
you wish, ‘There are many persons
who play By hand and vet play
mechanicallv.  But when the Or-
chestrelle is played intelligently, it
is very far from mechanical in its
cffects; on the contrary, it is
responsive to individual thought and
taste to a remarkable degree.  There
is no instrument that you can not
abuse it you will.  You can use it
like a tov, and then again you can
use it in a serious way and obtain
real musical and artistic enjoyment
from it.
