But the real trouble came
when Belasco discovered, he says, that
Klaw & Erlanger, as the syndicate agents,
were getting secret rebates on the money
that Belasco had to pn{ for his theatres.
These rebates form a large part of the
syndicate's revenue.

Belasco demanded his share of these
rebates, and on refusal brought his suit
alleging that Klaw & Erlanger had entered
into partneruhjp with him, thus entitling
him to a share of the rebates and demanding
an m-mumingl.

Brooks retaliated with a demand for an
accounting from Belasco of all the receipts
of the Warfield play, and after much cross

§ CONCERT BY THE LONGY CLUB.

CHAMBER MUSIO PLAYED BY
IWIND INSTRUMENTS.

Boston Artists eard to Advantage st
Mendelssohn Hall—Bessie Abott Sings
Agaln With the Symphony Orchestra
—The Flonzaley Quartet PFerforms.

When the Longy Club is at home, it is
the firat and second flute, the two oboes,
the two bassoons and two of the horns
of the Boston Symphony Orchestra. When
it dissociates itself from that august body
its mission is the performance of wind
{nstrument chambsr music, of which not
a great deal is heard In this opera stricken
town. The Longy Club gave a conoert
here on March 8, 1904, and established a
reocord for technical skill and artistio taste,
It came to town again yesterday and was
heard last evening in Mendelssohn Hall,

The programme consisted of Beethoven's
quintet, opus 18, for plano, oboe, clarinet,
horn and bassoon; Gabriel Faure's noc-
turne in E flat for flute, two oboes, two
olarinets, two horns and two bassoons;
Lefebvre's intermezzo scherzando for flute,
oboe, two olarinets, horn and bassoon;
two movements of Mozart's B flat concerto
for oboe, and Raff's sinfonietta for two
flutes, two clarinets, two oboes, two bas-
soons and two horns.

Of oourse the oconstant obstacle in the
way of enjoying & whole evening of wind
{nstrument musio i8 the tendency of the
tonal ocolor to become monotonous. This
was avoided last night by the skill with
which the programme was made. The
oontrast afforded in the first number by

French composers represented on the liat,
as well as the amazing resources of tinting
possessed by Mr. Longy and revealed in his
oboe solo, made up a color scheme to which
there could be no objection.

The Beethoven composition rformed
by the Longy Club is not one of the mlghty
master's great works, Not everything
written by Beethoven was {important,
and this composition is one of those which
we are aocustomed to treat with respect
simply because of the famous name signed
to it. The name uired its value after
this musio was conceived.

Beethoven himself was not satisfied
with it in its original form and rewrote it
as & string quartet, numbered opus 75.
It was worth hearing, however, for the
works of a great man, even when unim-
portant in themselves, are never without
an historical interest. It was capitally
