Whe Growth of National Self-Respect
in China.

Since the termination of the Far Fast-
ern oontest, in which the Japanese
proved themselves superior to their
Russian opponents in respect of mastery
of the scientific, sanitary and humane
methods of modern warfare, a desire to
follow Japan's example has taken deep
root among intelligent Chinese, and with
it a determination no longer to permit
their country to be treated by the West
as a barbarian and feeble Power.

The first recent syvmptom of an awak-
ening of patriotism and national self-
yespect in China was the organized boy-
cott of American products, which was
{ntended to secure, and has secured, from
our Federal Government a promise that
hereafter our Exclusion act shall be ap-
plied to laborers only, and shall not sub-
ject merchants, students, travellers and
even diplomatists to indignities. Upon
what grounds, the Chinese have begun
to ask, except that Japan is strong and
China weak, is a sharp line of deinarca-
tion drawn by the United States between
the Japanese and ourselves as regards
the privilege of residing and working in |
the Ameriean republic?

Nor is this the only discrimination of
which the Chinese, aroused to a sense of
what is due their country, deem them-
selves justified in complaining. InJapan
the Western Powers no longer arrogate
the right of maintaining at treaty ports
the régime of ex-territoriality, but recog-
nize that the jurisdiction of Japanese
tribunals extends over foreigners as well
as natiyes. From this point of view no
digtincetion is now drawn between Japan
and the most enlightened nation on
earth; whereas China, which imparted
to Japan all the civilization which that
country ever possessed before the over-
throw of the Shogunate, is hersell treated
by Western Powers as a half civilized
land, whose courts are incapable, it is
assumed, of administering impartial jus-
tice.

Trade Relations With Germany., -

The Court of Appeals of this State has
just reversed a conviction under Section
280 of the Penal Code. The section makes
it a misdemeanor to sell, pay for or furnish
cigars, cigarettes or tobacco in any form ]
to any child actually or appurently under |
sixtesn years of age.

It appearad from the facts of the case as
admitted that the boy was 12 years of age,
had never smoked in his life, and procured
cigars from the defendant for another pur-

poss, It furthef appeared that he resided
with hisgnother, who kept a boarding honse,
and that he had on repeated occasions, as
in the present instance, obtained the cigars
on behalf of varions boarders, The board-
ers supplied hing with the money to pay for
cigars, and the boy informed the defend-
ant that they were for a certain boarder.

Judge O'Brien, writing the unanimons
opinion of the Court of Appeals, reverses
tha conviction for the fullowing reasons:

It cannot be possible that this statute makes It
& crimlnal offence for & person to haud (0 & boy
suUCh a sealed package of ¢lgars when the boy 18
s$eUL Lo procire them Ly lils parents or other per-
sun. The defendant tu fact and I law sold the
clgars not to the boy Lut to Samels, the boy aet-
Lig tierely as bis ageat. ‘The construction placed
upoin thiy statute by the Court below, If carnled
QUL to It logleal sequence, would lovolve concli-
slons guite gbsurd sud rldieulous. 1t is, | assume,
a fact that |u hotels, restaurants and clubs in the
larger vities boys of this age are employed as wall
ers, aud If 4 Loy, haviug been eent by 8 guest to
procure for hilm & package of clgars, performs the
ervand, the person dellvering them to him In &
scaled packago Is guilty of a misdemeanor.

Clearly the Legislature could not have (ntended
any such results when enacting this statute. The
piurpose was to prohibit dealers fromn selling the
boysclgars, clgarettesortobacco for thelr own use,
It was to protect young boys agalnse thelr own
vices. T'ie habit of uslng clgarettes by young
Lovs Lad become so common and so harmful In lts
effects that ft was thought that the dealer ghould
be piunished foralding and enconraging the practice,
Bt thegrausaction tn guestion, as disclosed by the
evidence, would sesm to be entirely Innocent. T'be
Loy's mother had sent Lim on this errand for the
accommodation of oue of her boarders, He slmply
obeyed N8 parcnt, telllng the dealer just wbat
the errand wius and the purpose for wiich he desired
thie clgars,

Of course, one should not overlook the
statement of Judge O'Brien that “we are
not deuling with a case where the agency
was colorable only and so understood by |
both partie<.” From this statement thes !
inference is strong that the Court of Ap-
peals would deal with a different sort of
agency in a different manner,

To 14 Eptror or Tug SuN-—Sire The
Russian revolutionary movement {s running
the course that is always (o Le expected
where violence (s relied on as a means of
soclal reform.  Reaction is Lound svoner or
later to ensne, aud In & degree iu proportion
to the extreme of the present course,  What
that s cannot be very well estimated with-
out full and accurate knowledge of the cir-
cumstances prevailing all over Russia and
an exact {dea of the relations between the
agrariun and urban sections of the revolu-
tionists. One thing {8 very apparent, that
however well organized the risings aud
strikes may have been, either through want
of means or improvidence the commissarfat |
of the revolution is defective or has been |
neglected, and this must always he the cuse
a8 the mechanical part of civillzation hae-
comes more developed.

The movements in Russia could not have |
assumed the magnitude they have had the
social systery and the mechanical develop-
ments been us advanced as, say, in Germany:;
nor could they have lasted so long.  For the
same reason the Russian Government at the
outset |s less uble to cope with the situution
thun would be the German under similar
conditions, but when the revolutionary vio-

lence that hus been going on for so long a
time has exhausted itself after destroyving its
own means of subsistence, the turn of gov-
not necessarily that of the Czar,

the channel of evolut'on from which, but for

The question is whether the direction given
by what 18 ocaurring in Russia to the evolu-
tion that must follow will be guite the same
as it might have been had the revolutionary
leaders been more patient and  exercised
more restraint over themselves and their
followers.

The recently reported sending of gold aut
of Russig may miean that this point has been
reached, but it cannot be determinet] until
it {8 known whether that gold is part of the
private illllwrml treasiure sent out to pro-
vide for the future, or is bank money being
transferred abroad for safe Keeping until the
storm has blown over. But whichever |t is,
it is a sign that the possibility of a4 complete
upturning of evervthing in Russia is being
faced by those in a position to know what is

oing on, and with much to lose it the possi-
ﬁlllt\' is realized.

What concerus Russia's neighbors, and in
fact the rest of the world, in the event of the
revolution gaining the upper hand, is whether
it will take on & conservative or more radical
direction. A great deal depends upon that.
A correspondent in London, whose name
well known in connection with financia
affairs, wrote me in a letter recsived two
davs ago “I should not be surprised, how-
ever, if the course of events in Russia should
turn out to be the main infuence in putting
an end to a state of affairs which is cruel to
mankind, artificial beyond anvthing the
world hasever witnegsed before, and saturated
with the spirit of the brigand.”

SALVATION ARMY PLANS

Wil Feed 25,000 on Christmas Day ‘To
Open New Settlement,

The Salvation Army plans to feed 2540
poor people In New York city alone @«
Christmas day, and throughout the country
500,000, In the morning baskets containing
chickens, apples, potatoes, soup, and oeca-
sionally tickets for clothes will be distribe
uted, In the evening 5,000 will sit down
at the tables in the Grand Central Palace

Throughout the city the army is main-
taining fifty-five industrial institutions;
where they find employment for hundreds
of men and women. Here waste material

| is made over into some degree of useful

ness, and is cold from the stores connected
with the institutions at low prices. 0One
instance was cited of a newly married
couple who etarted in housekeeping on $25
by purchasing their goods at these stores

Soon after New Year's the Army will
open a new settlement honse at Cherry
and Oliver streets. The building is a five
story brick structure. The basement 13
given over to a laundry, where the women
can come and do their own warhing or
that of other people. On the ground floor
i« a hall where the women can congregalte
and talk and listen to the ringing. Tha
second floor Is one giant sewing room,
provided with machines and all necessary
articles. On the floor above is a nursery
where the women can leave their children
in competent hands while they are washing,
sewing or gossiping.

The top floor is divided into hall bed-
rooms where girls can secure ludgings for
15 cents a night or #1 a week. A matron
will be in charge. The whole idea of the
building is that women can come there and
do work which it would be impossible for
them to do elsewhere.

The building cost $580,000, and now Com-
mander Booth of the Salvation Army is
“looking around New York for some gentle-
men who want to pay for it.”
