CHOATE POINTS OUT THAT THE
CONSTITUTION FORBIDS.

Thereby Upsetting the Plans of Kenater

Overflow Wtate Lands In Behalf of
Private Efcetrie and Lumber Companies

Joseph H. Choate has rubmitted an
opinion, on behalf of the Association for
the Protection of the Adirondacks, in re-
lation to the attempt to dam certain Adiron-
dack rivers and overflow parts of the State
forest preserve for private power supplying
purposes, This opinion has been filed
with the River Improvement Commission,
which has been holding hearings in the
matter, Senator Malby and Assemblyman
Merritt, both of 8t, Lawrence county, ap-
pearing as attorneys for the power in-
tereats, Mr, Choate sayg:

“My opinion is asked aa to the right of
the River Improvement (‘ormmission, with
the approval of the Legislature, to order
improvements upon any river or water
course  which shall necesearily involve
the permanent flooding and consequent
destruction of timber upon the lands of the
Rtate, constituting the forest preserve,
and I am of the opinion that no such right
exista in the River Improvement Com-
mission and the Legislature combined,
but that the exercise of the same by them
under the act creating the commission is
effectually and absolutely prohibited by
the seventh section, Article VII, of the Con-
stitution of the State of New York as re-
vised In 1864,

At the time of the Constitutional Conven-
tion Mr. Choate declared that if it had
accomplished nothing else the sectiin safe-
guarding the forest preserve was worth
while.
