RUMORS OF FRICTION AMONG
HARVARD FOOTBALL MEN.

Opposition to Reld Said to FHave Cropped
Out Anew—Ten Yard Rule Not Wholly
a Fallure -Fitz-0'Brien Fight Scored
by an Eyewitness -Jeff Is Through.

Btill another story has been started in Bos-
ton relative to the football eituation at Har-
vard, This time the popularity of Head
Coach Reid and the supposed jealousy of his
rivala 18 involved, Itissald that when Reld
was appointed a member of the rules com-
ndttee, to succeed Wrenn, resigned, there was
po much feeling over the matter among the
opponents of the coach that the wires were
poon working to nullify his power, For this
roason, It I8 stated, that a special committes
to consider football reforms was appointed at
Harvard with the idea of taking from Reid
the abgolute authority to vote for or against
the proposed ehanges to be considered by the
rules comniitten,  This poliey, it is declared,
has cuused nternal dissensions to crop out
more openly then ever before, with the addi=
tional result that the Harvard committee
cunnot arrive ot o definite conclusion as to the
mstractions to be handed to Reid hefore he
gllends the rales committee conference,

When Harvard made such a gallant flght
aeningt Yale on the gridiron last month it
was generally believed that 1ewd would be
suprome 1 football affairs at  Cambridge
for some titne to come.  But &o far Reid's
hands have been securely tled by the red
tapo which has caused so muoh trouble for
thoe Critnson.  If there is truth at the bot-
tom of this story, it would appear that Har-
vard cannot be expected to engage in the
conscientious task of reforming the game
until the clique which {s said to have thrown
g0 many obstacles in the path of the head
conch has been suppressed. It seems a plty
that Harvard cannot manage her football
affairs without so much friction especially
at a time when the game needs harmonious
support from the big universities, which are
looked upon as nutional leaders in presery-
ing its welfare,

While there has been some adverse eriticlsm
of the proposed ten yvard rule, because of
{ts allegod fatlure in the game played at
Wichita, Kan., on Christmas Day, the fact
remaing that this particular game was ab-
golutely free from injury or brutality and
there was a refreshing lack of delays. As
the demands of the crusaders against footbhall
incinde the elimination of rough play econdu-
cive to injury, it would seem that the ten
yard rule if it accomplishes nothing else is a
move in thig dircetion,  The Wichita game,

however, was not a true test, according to |

the warm advocates of the rule, who declare
that the teams were very evenly matched
and that the plaving time was too short to
get a positive result tor either eleven Thosa
who watched the play carefully said after-
ward that the was undoubtedly faster
and more open than the average contest
under the tive vard ruale and that from a
gpectator's point of view the proposed rule
could ba easily pronounced a suceoess,

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FUSION IN COLLEGE FOOTBALL.

NEW YORK UNIVERSITY CONFER-
ENCE DECIDES FOR PEACE.

Long Session at Murray Hill Hotel Ends
After Appointing & Rules Commitiee
of Seven Members to Amalgamate
With the Older Body at Philadelphia.

The big conference of colleges and uni-
versities argued all day yesterday (n the
Murray Hill Hotel on the subject of football
and brought (ts deliberations to a peaceful
and satlsfactory conclusion by appointing
a rules committee of seven members which
|8 to proceed to-day to Philadelphia to offer
amalgamation to the present intercollegiate
rulss committee, which is to hold a confer-
ence In the Quaker City on the revision of the
regulations under which football {8 to be
played next season.

The committee chogen by yesterday's con-
ference was selocted so as to inclide ons man
from each of the sections into which the dele-
gates were grouped, There were sixty dele-
gates present, arranged as follows: New
England, New York State, Middle States
other than New York, Middle West, Ohio
State, West, South, The delegates appolinted,
with an alternate in each case, were: New
England, E. K. Hall, Dartmouth, '02, of
Boston: alternate, Dr. Paul . Phillips, Am-
herst. New York State, Lieut. Charles D.
Daly, Harvard and West Point; alternate,
. (. Huntington, Colgate. Middle States,
other than New York, Dr. G. A. Babbitt,
Haverford: alternate, . H. Dodge, Rutgers.
Middle West, Dr. H, L. Willlarus, Minnesota;
alternate, H, W. Donovan, New York city.
Ohlo, Prof. C. W, Bavage, Oberlin; alternate,
Prof. Stone, Mlaml University. West, Frof.
John T. Lees, Nebraska; alternate, John B.
Eberly, Colorado. South, F. K. Curtis, Unl-
versity of Texas; alternate, Commandant
W. B. Burtt, Kentucky State University.

Daly I8
well known as a quarterback both at Harvard
and West Point. He now is statloned at
Willets Point. Dr, Williams has had a longer
football experience than either of the two
mentioned. He played four years at Yale
and since that time has been In charge at
the University of Minnesota. He {3 a direc-
tor of physical education in the Western in-

committeamen was more or less haphuazard, |
but in each case the man named had had at |

least a playing acquaintance of a short period

The decision of the conference to thus hold
out the olive branch to the real rules coni-
mittee came rather as a surprise A\t the
first meeting of the New York University
conference, the expression of opinion wns
firet to abolish the game of foothall and when
this had been defeated, many of the members
vx;-rva.—nnl not only strong opposition, bt
almost hatred toward the members
rules committee, From the opinions at that
titme, it looked as If the last thing that the
conference would be lkely to do would be

to endeavor to cooperate wWith the much-
attacked body of legislators of the gridiron
game. The sawitchover from the desire to
abolish the game clear about to making

stroug efforts for its salvation was certainly
a4 move not to ba expected, It s expected
that the reception at Philadelphia will be
favorable. This is founded on good author-
ity

I'he conference yesterday was dominated
from first to last by the sensible gulding
hand of West Point. As on the occasion of
the Arst conference, there were sorme bolder
spirits, who were apparently unharrassed
by the needs and stern duties of the situa-
tion, who purposed dashing in s Quixoti
way at the windmills of public opinion. Capt
Palmer E. Pierce of West Point soon made
his presence felt, and when he presented
the programme as outlined for his action by
the council of the Ariny Atletie Association,
it was felt that the whole affuir would re-
golve itself into a strugkle to carry or defeat
these points, In few detalls alone were there
changes. The five man cottnittee favored
by West Point and talked for by Capt. Pierce
was altered to include two more delegates
This was not desired by West Point and was
not thought to be a wise move. The change,
however, went through after a vote,
and as the spirit of the convention it
submitted to by all concerned. ‘The rules
cominittee, it was understood, would have
given a heartier welcome to a five man coni-
