It was learned vesterday on good au-
thority that these are the chief recommen-
dations which the Armstrong investiga-
ting committee believes ought to be made
to the Legislature:

1. That policyholders have an effective
voloe in the government of the cornpanies.

2, That there be full publicity to the
polioyholders in rogard to the manage-
ment of the companies' affalrs.

3. at a uniform system of audits and
acoounts be prescribed by the State In-
surance Department,

4. That policies be limited to certain
standard forms,

6. That policies be safeguarded furtier
than at present against forfeiture.

8. That deferred dividend policies be
either prohibited or greatly restricted.

7. That the companies be obliged to make
an equitable distribution of the surplus to
policyholders at stated periods,

8. That the companies make a greater
proportion of their investments in real
estate bonds and mortgages,

9. That the control of subsidiary com-
panies be prohibited.

10. That investment in corporate bonds
be regulated so as to prevent speculation
and losses in attempts to float doubtful
enterprises.

11. That deposits with or loans to moneyed
corporations be suitably restricted.

12, That the discretion of the directors
be subject to judicial and administrative
review,

These are; of course, only the general
lines along which the committee's report
will be drawn. The filling in of the details
and the working out of the recommenda-
tions into practical form will be a matter of
several weeks work, and one, too, which
the committee may not he abla to carry
through without making changes in its
original plans.

The opinion was expressed yesterday
by insurance men who heard of the com-
mittee's conclusions that they were radical
indeed. The investments of the life in-
surance companies in banks and trust
oompanies was one of the most impo rtant
subjects which came before the Armstrong

{ committee in the course of its publioc hear-
ings. Through its intimate relations with
the trust company the insurance company
has been able to keep at ite disposal the
yellow dog funds.

Through the trust companies, too, the life
insurance institutions were able to make
fictitious sales and loans for the purpose
of “window dressing" at the close of the
year. Large sums of money have been
kept on deposit in the trust companies by
the insurance companies at low rates of
interest, and in nearly every one of the
gubsidiary institutions of the large insurance
oompanies the officers and directors of
the latter heve been stockholders.

With the exception of the officers and
trustees of the New York Life, which dis-
posed of ita holdings in rubsidiary com-
panies several years ago, all the insurance
witnesses before the Armstrong coninittee
maintained that trust company stocks were
the most profitable investments the life
institutions had.

If a bill were passed prohibiting the con-
trol by a life insurance company of any
subsidiary compan{ there would have to
be an adjustment of the stock interests in
at least the Mercantile Trust Company
and the United States Mortgage and 1lrust
Company. The Equitable lafe owns a
majority of the stock in the Mercantile
'frust and the Mutual Life a majority of
the United States Mortgage and Trust

“Happily, this organization has seen fit
to reorganize iteelf within itself, and while
my experience in the life {nsurance husinees
has been limited to a directorship of four
years duration in this company, I thor-
oughly recognize the aroused public senti-
ment regarding this vital question, and
deeply feeling the duty imposed upon me
I am determined to do all in my power
in cooperation with the other officers to
strengthen and upbuild this great organiza-
tion."

The Provident Life is one of the smaller
of the old line companies. At the be-
ginning of 1905 its total assets were $8,037,000.

TO BLAME.

Chamber of Commerce Hears From fis
Insurance ' Committee.

The insurance committee of the Chamber
of Commerce made a report yesterday on
the recent disclosures before the Armstrong
{nsuranca committee. The report says that
the fundamental cause of the maladminis-
tration of the companies has evidently been
“the lost ideal and the forgotten ethical
conception of the sacred trust involved in
the administration of life insurance funds.*®

The report says further that there has
been a spirit of extravagance and apparent
disregard of the fiduciary oharactm"’}:; the
companies’ funds. The committee believes
that legislative action should be taken to fix
the forms of policies “so that in all cases
the deferred dividends shall accrue to the
{nsured and an accounting of them be made
at stated intervals.®

“The investigation,” says the report, “haa
revealed a spirit of sordid commercialism
which has become rife in our rapidly grow-
ing country, entering into many of our
activities and has clouded the judgment
of those who have been the custodians of
large and important trusts, causing them
to depart from the well trodden paths of
rectitude and high honor which has here-
tofore characterized our merchanta and
bankers. The very atmosphere of our
commercial life has become impregnated
with an undue desire for wealth and power.

This resolution was passed:

Reaolved, That the Chamber, in the inter-
ests of pure commerclal life, enters ita solemn
protest against tha practices which have
resulted in thua tarnishing the good name
of our financial institutions and of bringing
reproach upon our commercial community,

The tax books will be opened on Monday
next, and the annval process of swearing
off will begin on that day, The amount of
personal property held for assessment last
year was $600,671,026, but for the reasons
stated the Tax Commissioners do not think
that the total this year will be so large.
They are, however, making efforts to in-
crease the revenueffrom this source, They
have sent out 95,000 notices, us against
85,000 last vear. Some of the Commis-
sioners were inchined to ralse the assess-
ments of gome of the very rich residents
of the city. For instance, it was thought
that the assessment at $2,000,000 of John
D. Rockefeller's personalty was too small,
but it was finally decided not to adopt this
course, It waa thought that any wholesale
raising of the assessments of the wealthy
taxpayers would cause more of them to
remove their legal residence.

An extremely large increase of revenue
is looked for from the taxation on real
estate, Real estate assessments were in-
creasedd more than $173,000,000 last year,
and this vear it is expected that the increase
will be over $250,000,000 because of the
great volume of building operations. Presi-
dent O'Donnel said last night that in one
distriot alone in Brooklyn more than a
thousand new houses had been put up,
and that there had been similar activity in
The Bronx and Queens.

FELECTIVE DUMAWITHOUT POWER

The Scheme for an Upper House Gives the
Bureancrats Control.

ST. PETERSBURG, via Eydtkuhnen Jan.
4. It is hecoming evident that the con-
stitution of the upper chamber of the Duma
will be completed hefore the elactions for
members of the popular chamber can be
held.

A conference of members of the Counecil
of the Empire, under Count Solsky, head
of the Reform Commission, which drafted
the scheme for the upper house, fixed its
membership at only one hundrad. Of these
fiftv will be appointed from the members
of the existing Council of the Empire.

Of the fifty elected members, twelve will
be chosen by the nobility and thirty-eight
by other classes. The powers of the upper
under the Constitution, will not
be made public pending the election of
members of the popular house, but it assur-

| edly will have the greatest authority for a |

conservative revision of the proposals of
the popular chamber.

The knowledge that this senior asssem-
bly, whose members will come mostly from
the ranks of the old bureaucracy, can practi-
cally annul the work of the newly granted
Duma is one of the grounds for expecting
that the popularly elected house may de-

| clare itself a constituent assembly and pro-
| ceed to

draft a svstem of government
without regard to the non-eincted cham-
ber,

In view of the persistence of the rail-
way strikes, it is foreseen that members
from a distance may not be able to reach
St. Petersburg in time for the opening of
the Duma, which is expected to be held in
the middle of March at the latest, but the
Government has given assurances that
when 150 members are assembled in the
capital they can proceed with their delibera-
tions as the Duma. The total membership
of the house will be 532,
