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MAY CLEAR FOOTBALL TANGLE

TIWO RULES COMMITTEES MELT
IN THIS CITY TO-DAY.

Harvard With the New Body of Leglislators
and Yale for Amalgamation— Objection
to Preponderance of Yale Graduates
on the Two Commitices Crops Gut,

With meetings of both rules committees
due to be held in this city to-day the football
sitnation is considerably tangled, but not so
much so that the different ends of the string
cannot be woven into one when the legis-
latora discuss affairs face to face, Harvard
has decided to forsake the old committee and

| sond a delegate 1o the new committee, There-

fore Reld of Harvard will not attend the meet-
ingoftheold committecat thetlotel Notherland
to-nlght,  Reid will bring the recommenda-
tions of the Harvard graduates' committee,
which when sifted down are much the same
as had been recommended in a general way
by football enthusiasts before,  Though they
are the ofMicial views of Harvard on needed
changes, President Eliot does not approve of
them. “The rules are hopeless ™ he says.
“The suggestions of the graduates' committee
are utterly inadequate ™

Another phase of the situatlon is the fact
that Yale i in favor of amalgamation with
the new committee, Walter Camp rays Yale
will vote in favor of amalgamation at to-
night's meeting, as {t would seem that if
amalgamation is brought about there will be
only one committee, and the effect will be
just the same as if Harvard had not broken
away from the old committee, Some college
men are wondering why Harvard did not
wait to see whether amalgamation would be
accomplished before cutting loose and not
giving the old commlittee a direct slap. Har-
vard hopes other colleges will forsake the old
for the new. Doea this mean that Harvard
wants to wipe out the old committee entirely
or that amalgamation will suit her? One
repopt =ays that “Harvard is not now con-
cerned in any amalgamation, bid is with the
new committee.”

The Harvard athletic committee has passed
a resolution that intercollegiate football will
be continued if the changes in the rules are
satisfactory to the committee, It seems,
however, that the action of the athletic com-*
mitteeis not final 1t depends “on whether
the new intercollegiate conference reviaes the
rules in accord with the ideas of the Harvard
committee.” 1t is hinted that other colleges,
at least Yale, will have to follow Har-
vard if they wish to play with Harvard; that
8, in the matter of taking up with the new
committee, It is believed that Yale would
survive a split with Harvard, but as to that
Yale is in favor of amalgamation.  Mr. Camp
personally expressed himsell a week ago,
arriving at that state of mind without any
Crimson pressure being brought to bear

Once amalgamation is a fact accomplished
there may be trouble in deciding on an actual
working plan.
