PRESIDENT'S RELATION
T0 RATE QUEISTION,

TELLS

Says His Message Giave Energy to the Propo-
sitton and Vitalized Every One Who
Had Anything to Do With It—No Dis-

. cordant Note In Yesterday's Debate,

Wasninaron, Feb, 3,~When the House
of Representatives adjourned at 5:25 o'clock
this afternoon, twenty-four hours had bheen
spent In what the rules of that body describe
as general debate on the railroad rate
regulation bill. Mr. Hepburn (Rep., 1a)),
in charge of the bill, said that requests
had been made for about rixteen hours
more time, but he hoped that, in accordance
with the suggestion he made ut the opening,
general debato would be closed with ad-
journment Tuesday afternoon, Should
that be the case it is more than probable
that the bill will bs passed Wednesday,
as it is evident that efforts to amend it will
be futile. All the speakers to-day favorved
the bill,

William R. Hearst of New York, who
with William J, Bryan and David B. Hill
was vesterday charged with responsibility
for the agitation for rate control, occupied
Yils geat on the floor to-day for e first time
during the debate,

The first speaker to-day was Mr. Clay-
ton (Dam., Ala.),who supported the pend-
ing bill. He said the bill was in accordance
with the organic law of the land and was
sustained by precedents, both national
und State.

“I believe,” Mr, Clayton said, “that every
line, every word of this bill makes for the
betternrent of the great common people of
our common country.” [Applause.|

Mr. Henry (Dem. Tex.) referred to Mr.
McCall's assertion that the pending bill
tended to socialism and anarchy, attribu-
ting authorship of the principle of the bill to
Mr. Bryan.

“If it be socialism and anarchy," he in-
wisted, “it is nothing new in this country,
and the people will follow Mr, Bryan's ban-

per to victory,whether it be socialism and |

anarchy or not." [Applause.]

Mr. Esch (Rep.,

Messrs. hennedy (Rep., Ohio) and Crum-
packer (Rep., Ind) were heard in support
of the bill, the former insisting that rail-
roads were properly subject to regulation
because they were public agéncies, not
private property, and the latter expressing
a doubt of the ability of Congress to dele-

With his advanead Tank he
will doubtless be given command of one of
the big divisions, but which one has not
been announced.

dent Grant. He was graduated from the
Milita Academy at West Point in the
class of 1871. He served in the army for
ten years, reaching the grade of first lieu-
tenant in the Fourth Cavalry, and then, in
1881, he resigned from the army. At the
outbreak of the Spanish war he returned
to the army as a Brigadier-General of Volune
teers. He served in that capacity in the
Philippines during the insurrection, In
1001 was made a Brigadier-General of
the Regular army. He commanded the
Department of Texas for a long time and
was then sent to New York as commander
of the Department of the East.

It was announced algo to-day that Major-
Gen. A. W. Greely, who was advanced to

that rank on the promotion of Gen. Bates
to be Lieutenant-General and Chief of

Staff, witl be sent to command the South-
western division, with headquarters at
Oklahoma City. Gen. Greely has for years
been Chief Signal Officer of the army. He
will, however, remain at Oklahoma City
for only a few months, and will then be
sent to 9. Louis to command the Northern
division, succeeding Major-Gen. Corbin,
who will retire next September.

METZ HEARS FROM CITY BANK

In Answer to a Letter He Sent to the Secre-
tary of the Treasury,

Comptroller Metz, who ia still seeking
to find if there is not some way of collecting
taxes from the National City Bank on the
old Custom House property, wrote to the
Secrdtary of the Treasury aeking for defi-
nite information as to whether or not the
title had passed to the bank.

Apparently the fact that the Comptroller
had written to the Treasury Department
has come to the knowledge of the bank’s
officials. At any rate Mr. Metz has re-
ceived from Frank A. Vanderlip, the vice-
president of the bank, a letter stating that
the title has not yet been vested in the
bank. ) L

Anrwering criticisms of the price at
which the rrnpeny was sold hy the Gov-
ernment, Mr. Vanderlip pointed out that
the place war bought in open competition
and that the bid made by the National City
Bank was $200,000 more than the next
highest offer. He added that the bank
could not acquire title to the property until
it could take physical possession, for the
reason that the national bainking law pre-
vented a bank from investing in real estate
except for premises to be used for the busi-
ness of the bank, and that anyway, even
if the city could tax the property, the city
would be no painer, because the value
would have to be deducted from the tax-
able capital of the bank.

McVay Colleets Back Salary.
