At yesterday's meeting of the comniittee
it was decided that the terms were un-
doubtedly too high. President Alexander
E. Orr refused to make known just what
were the figures of the compromise the com-
mittee resolved upon, but it was learned
that the committee thought it would be
a fair deal to both the city and the com-
pany to cut in two the terms originally
proposed.

At the regular weekly meeting of the
commission Albert B. Boardman, counsel,
referring to the hearing at Albany on
Tuesdaoy before the Legislative commit-
tees on railroads, denied that he had on
behalf of the commission opposed the
Elsberg bill, which permits the city to
contract separately for the construction
and operation of future subways. Mr,
Boardman said that all he had objected to
in the bill was limiting the period of oper-
ating contracts to twenty years. That short
term, he said, might not- attract private
capital.

omptroller Metz said he was in favor of
the city going ahead with new subways at
once, without waiting for new laws.
admitted that the present
capacity of the city would not allow the
building of the subways at once with the
city's money, but ha suggested that it would
be feasible 'to go ahead and construct the
proposed routes one by one.
