FOURS A WORSE BARGAIN FOR
CITY THAN 3 1-28 AT PAR.
Reasons Given: Too Many Bonds for Di-
gestion, Prospects of Too Many More,
Extravagant Municipal  Ownership
Schemes and Improvident Tax Laws,

Bida for the firat 4 per cent. bonds offered
by the City of New York in a quarter of a
century wera opened by Comptroller Metz
yesterday afternoon. ‘The bids were dir-
appointing to the Comptroller. There were
not as many of them, nor were the premiums
88 high ax he had expected,

The sale was of $20,000,000 fifty year bonds,
They brought an average price of $108,052,
as against the $1.11 looked for by the Comp-
troller. 7This means that the city must
pay nearly 370 per cent. interest on its
loan. The total subscription was $66,480,050,
as against an oversubscription of five or
six times the issue frequently experienced
in the past. The highest bid for an amount
exceeding $30 was 100.28, and from that
point the bids ranged down to 100.1562.

The largest allotment went to a syndicate
headed by J. & W. Seligman & Col, which
obtained $12,877,970 at prices ranging from
107.85 to 108.00, and to R. 8. Day & Co. whose
awards were $4,750,000 at from 107.79 to
109.28. An allotment of $30 went to the
Association of the Bar of the City of New
York at 112.08. In all ninety-four bids were
received.

The last issue of city bonds was at 33
per cent., but it carne o near being a failure
that Mr. Metz decided to increase thein-
terest to 4 per cent. This last previous
sale was made on November 23, 1905, when
$12,500,000 3'; per cent. honds were eold
at par and interest, a basis of 3.4807 per
cent. that the city pays in interest. ‘There
were but eighteen legal bids and most of
the issue went to a syndicate headed by
Harvey Fisk & Sons and Farson, Leach &

Co. on their bid of par and interest. The
Columbia Trust Company took $725,000
on bids ranging from 100125 to 100.058.

The average price for this issue was 100.000,
dangerously close to the par limit set bythe

charter.

Within the past decade the city has sold
bonds as low as on an interest hasis of 2.80
per cent. Some of the issues have been
8 per cent. bonds, and until recently all the
issues have been heavily oversuhscribed,
Rut since November, 1002, when 3'5 per
centz, went at 108, 182, thera has been a

radual and steady decline in the praminms,

n that period nearly $150.000,00 of bonds
have been issued and =sold.

In financial circles, after the sale, the
Agh rate of interest necessary for the city
tn pay was generally attributed to the many
recent issues and to the probahility that
many more bonds will he sold f wrmimicipally
eoustructed and operated rapid transit
routes, for gas plants and for improvement
of the water supply. A prominent banker
made this statement

“The city of New York iz entering on a
career of municipal ownership agitation
which is bound, in tha end, to work great
detriment. During the last half century
the corporation of the city of New Yor
has been able to sell bonds at a_very good
rata because of the conservatism which
permeated every phase of the city govern-
ment. Real estate vahies wers on a low
hasis and taxes were, iti proportion to the
real values of property. =mall.  OFf recent
years assessnents have been increased
enormously, and the tax rate is ANso climb-
ing to a very high figure. Laws have been
passed at Albanyv. like the mortgage tax
law. and others, which have hurt the credit
of tha city of New York. and it is now time
for head= of the city government to look
eirefully after it= financial matters, so as
ta prevent any further inroads into the
credit of the city.”

“T indorse that statement heartily,” raid

JUSTICE CHARGES COLLUSION.

McAvoy Says Tenderioin Sleuths Threw
Down Disorderly House Case.

Presiding Justice McAvoy of the Court
of Special Bessions took oocasion yester-
day to rap the police for what he termed
collusion hetwean policemen and disorderly
house keepers. Jennie Smith, a woman
who had been arrested on December 22 in
a house in West Twenty-seventh street,
was being tried, when Detectives Bondreau
and Hilsiker of the Tenderloin police station
failed to identify the defendant as the
woman whom they had arrested ‘and ar-
raigned before Magistrate Mayo in the
Jefferson Market Court. ~

Justice McAvoy pounded the desk angrily
and said.

“I consider this an outrage. There is
collurion somewhere in this case. There ia
no use of this Court sitting down here if
policemen come downtown and fail to
identify prisoners. It is making this Court
ridiculous. It is outrageous that you should
come here and throw down a case, This
trial has gone far enough; the defendant is
discharged.”

IN DIFFERENTIAL DEADLOCK.

New York-Chicago Lines Fall to Agree on
Rearbitration.

CHICAGO, Feb. 15.—After being in dead-
lock for more than seven hours the east-
bound lines of the Central Passenger As#o-
ciation adjourned to-night until to-morrow
without heing able to agree over the ques-
tion of differentials on traffio between Chi-
cago and New York and Boaton. When
the meeting reconvenes to-morrow the
question will be in almost the exact atatus

that it was when it first came before the |

association Wednesday.

The inability of the lines to reach an
agreement is said to be due to the differenc e
of opinion of three of them. These are
believed to be the Grand Trunk, Michigan
(C'entral and the Erie.

The Grand Trunk came to the meeting
with the avowed intention of forcing a re-
arbitration of the entire question of differ-
entials, From the time the truce was
patched up last August in which the dif-
ferentials were allowed several lines the

Grand Trunk hae hean dissatisfied. It
maintained that the difference was not

equitable and that it would demand arbi-
tration as soon as possible. ]

The Michigan Central, while not a differ-
ential line on business between Chicago
and New York, received an advantage on
business originating beyond Chicago. This
did not =uit the Grand Trunk and was one
of the rearons why a rearbitration of the
queetion was demanded. .

The attitude of the Erie is not ralf-evident
to one not thoroughly familiar with the
inner details of the question. ‘The Erie is
unwilling to submit to another arbitration
for fear it might be declared a “standard
line," giving the other differential roads
a decided advantage. It also declares that
any line having a terminal on Manhattan
Irland should not be entitled to a differ-
ential. .

When the question came up the various
lines were unable to agree as to when the
rearbitration should take place, although
they were all willing that it should come
about. The Grand Trunk was insistent
that it should be immediately, while others
wanted to wait until the {e&r contem-
plated in the truce of last August should
expire. .

After fighting for several hours over this
point it was finally decided to allow the
arhitrators to settle the time any new ar-
rangement should go into effect.

A\t adjournment to-night it was stated
that the Girand Trunk and the Michigan
Central were not far apart in their conten-
tions, but that the attitude of the Erie was
still in doubt.

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NICARAGUA'S PRISONER.

Albers Will Put in a Claim for 830,000
Damages.

be taken from the jury room to jail. | was
sentenced to three years and a half in prison.
After I had been there from August 3 toJan-
uary 12 1 was liberated and told to get ont
of tha country within fifteen days."”
