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NO SENATE RATE BILL TO-DAY.

THE MEASURE MAY NOT BE COM-
PLETED FOR A WEEK.

Those Who Favor a Liberal Court Review
Provision Are Unwiling to Declde
Upon It Untll Thoroughly Satisfied That
It Has the Approval of the President,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15.—The expectation
that the Senate Committee on Interstate
Commerce would vote to report a railway
rate regulation bill at ita meeting to-morrow
is not to be realized, and from present indi-
cations the measure will not be completed
for at least a weck. A hitch has occurred
that is causing some embarrasement, but
those in position to know profeas to be
confident that the difficulty will be over-
come and a bill drafted by the committee
before long. It had been formally agreed
by the committee to perfect a measure at
to-morrow's meeting, but everybody con-
cemed is eatisfied to-night that by mu-
tual consent this arrangement will be
abandoned, and that the completion of the
bill has been postponed indefinitely.

Two or three things are respongible for
the hitech. One of them—and this is of far
greater importance in its bearing on the
gituation than any other cause for appre-
hension—is that the members of the Inter-
state Comuperce Committee who favor
the insertion in the bill of a liberal pro-
vigion for a review by the Federal courts of
any rates fixed by the Interstate Commerce
Commission are unwilling to have the con-
sideration of the bill concluded until they
are thoroughly satisfied that the court re-
view provision which they desire to insert
in the measure has the approval of Presi-
dent Roorevelt,

These congervative members of the
committee have agreed among themeselves
as to the scope and character of the review
amendment which they are anxious to
propose to take the place of the restricted
provision in the Hepburn bill which has
passed the House, but their efforts in this
direction have been, for the time heing
at least, brought to a halt by the activity
of thowe who are endeavoring to secure
radical rate legislation along the lines of
the House measure.

When the committee met to-day moat of
its conservative members were uncertain
as to the course which the President will
pursue with reference to the amendment
they have mapped out, It was declared
by the radicals that the President would not
approve any provision which gave to the
courts the right to pass upon the reasonable-
ness of any rate that was not brought be-
fore them on any other ground than that it
was conflacatory, and so well did they suc
ceed in circulating this idea that it was
determined by these who desire to perfect a
rate measure that will secure the approval
of the President to withhold action until a
thorough understanding could be reached
by all concerned upon the point at issue,

The fact remains that should the con-
rervative members of the Interstate Com-
merce Committee determine to force the
question of the court review provision to a
vote they would be able to triumph over
the radicals. But they are anxious to
avold anything of this sort and intend to
have further conferences with the Presi-
dent.

When the committee met yesterday it
had before it for consideration an amend-
inent proposaed by Senator Fulton of Oregon,
which provided in effect that whenever a
competent Federal court found and de-
tormined that a maximum rate preseribed
by the Interstate Commerce (‘ommission
wils confiseatory, it should ascertain and
declare what maximum rate would be just
and reasonable and to modify the order of
the commission accordingly.

It was ascerted to-day that President
Roosevelt was very much impressed with
this amendment by Senator Fulton and
that he wonld not be willing to have in-
serted in the rate bill any provision that
gave greater m:(lmntf' to the courts over

i . nterstate Commerce
Commission in cases where it was alleged
that railway rates were unreasonable.

The fealing of uneasiness in the com-
mi'toe over this report was very apparent,
and although consideration was given to
a great many amendments that have been
pronosed, there seamed to be & general
understanding among the Republican mem-
bers that it was< well to postpone final action
on the bill for a 'week or so0, instead of voting

I to-morrow, as had been agreed previously.

Hut the radieal committeamen, although
feeling very good over this alleged attitude
of the Presinent, were aware of the fact

| that had they pressed the matter to a vote

they would probably have met defeat. [t
wis sl to-day by those who favor the
Hepburn hill that Senators McLaurin and
Foster, two Democratic members of the
Interstate Commerce Committea who were
said to be in favor of a liberal court pro-
vision, had been won over to the side of
the radieals and would vote to retain in
the hill the provision concerning judicial
review which the House anproved.
