this State, it must be admitted that they are
in receipt of the moral support of Peter De
Lacy, & noted poolroom keeper, who has
peen practically driven out of business by
the enforcement of the Percy-Gray law,
De Lacy has been fighting the racetracks for
years (0 the courts, but has never been suc-
cessful. A vear ago he threatened to uso his
nfluence, it is said, to have a genuine crusade
of ministers started at Albany, which could
pot help but receive the moral support of
nearly all the churches in the State, While
it could not be said in fairness that De Lacy
1« personally identiflied with the attempt to
pass the Cassidy bill, sporting men said
yesterday that the former poolroom king
«tood ready to render any asslstance that
the reformers might call upon him for. De
Lacy has maintained all along that if betting
could be conducted inside of a racetrack he
conld ks @ book in a poolroom outside of
1y this contention he has been repeatedly
qowned in the courts, and is now an open
alvocate of the Cassidy bill, which prohibits
botting on borse races, either inside or oute
e w track enclosure, Turfmen admit that,
elinivating Do Lacy and other disgruntled
poclroom wen, there is a strong sentiment
cuitst the racetrucks among a class of
wople who never have seen a thoroughbred
rice, have never visited one of the mag-

jeont Jockey Club tracks, and have, con-
~ouently, never seen the sport’s patrons,
mher ng into the tens of thousands.

More thin 40,000 persons saw the Futurity
i 4t Sheepshead Bay,"” saild a strong
woate of racing yvesterday, “and through-
« country probably a million more
anaited the result with intereat, In Greater
vew York alone I am willing to wager that
0,000 persons follow racing, a majority of
them regarding it as an innocent and excit-
i pastitae, while the rest make a living out
of it Ihe average daily attendance at a
track, barring Saturdays and holidays,
i abont 10,000 persons, from the time the
sport opens on April 15 until it closea on No-
vember 15, Doeas anvhody belleve that these
roegulars would stick to the game if it was
crooked or unprofitable?  But aside from the
hotting ond of the sport, the public beljeves
iutacing because of the breeding of wonderful
horses ke Sysonby, Artful, Hermis, Irish
Lad, MeChesney, Africander and others that
rave beon popular idols and have helped to
ca the Awerican turf on a plane with the
sport in England. A true sportsman loves a
good borse, and when a real champion {s de-
velopedd he has an enormous following of
wntunentalists who never wish to see him de-
featedd.  When he goes to the stud an army
of turf lovers stand ready to pin their loyalty
to his get, and if another champion is bred,
he is haided with enthusiastic acclaim. The
meworable achievements of Iamburg, Han-
over, Salvator, Tenny and other champions of
the turf in days gone by have fired breeders
and owners with an ambition to produce
even greater horses than theae stars, and with
that {ncentive the breeding industry has
gronn to be of stupendous proportions,
Millions of dollars are invested in this in-
dustry and from year to year fortunes are
spent in buyving the valuable yearlings that
seput upataucaon.  Asin Eogland, France,
Germany, Austria and Russia, whero breed-
\ngand racing thrive on a big scale, Americans
have made an attempt to outclass these na-
tlons and have accomplished results that in
time will place this country at the head of the
proces<ion.  Considering, therefore, the thou-
sands of persong who are directly interested in
hreading, in racing and in speculation as a
tde fssnie 13 it fair to deprive thom of a national
aport?

Y ARDS IN 58 SECONDS.

No Questlon of Tiniing to Bar Acceptance
of the Figurce—Champlonship at 320
Yards Also Falls to Daniels-~ Amerioan
Records Made (n Several @ther Events.

The A. A, U, swimming championships
in the Now York A, (. tank were continued
aenin yesterday, and by far the most inter-
outlig event was the 100 yards In tho after-
noon secslon.  Quite recently C. M. Danlels,
New York A, ¢, startled the world by a record
of 57 -5 seconds for the distance and some

i little donbt wos attached to the porformance

on account of the contest being a handicap,
Dunlels's actual flgures having to be cal-
vulated fromn the gross time.

When the details of the 67 8-3 seconds
reached the Old World the record was re-
Jected on the grounds that over there a new
record can only be accomplished in a scratch
competition. Bo there was conslderable
anxiety among the critics over yesterday's
event and every one was anxious to see the
crack aoquit himself in a scratch event,

For the race there were three other first
rate swimmers, They were Boott Leary of
San Franclsco, who has a stralght away
record of 60 seconds; Marquaud Schwartz of
St. Louis, who was sald to be good for 59
seconds, and Kitching of tho New York A. C,
To comply with the English conditions of
record breaking Daniels wore a full swimimning
costume—a shirt and drawers

When the gun cracked Daniels was firat
to catch the water, with Schwartz and Kitch-
ing ubout even, but Ieary got away badly
and lost several feet, At the first turn Daniels
led Schwartz and Kitching by a yard and
fn the next he gained slightly. Toward the
third turn Kitching was tiring and Leary
took third place and Daniels was leading
Bchwartz by two yards,

In tho last length of the tank the record
holder made only a slight galn on Schwartg,
but pl ughing away (u his trudgeon crawl,
combination stroke Danlels won by ten feet
from Schwartz, with Leary six fest behind
in third place.

SPORTSMAN'S EXHIBITION AT-

TRACTS 17,000 PERSONS.

Motor Boats of Many Types—Martin Baker
of Patchogue Introduces Himselr, His
Beaver and a Live Fox to the Great Clvy
—Escaped Weasel's Idol Turns te Clay.

According to Manager J. A. H. Dressvl of
the Motor Boat and Sportsman’s Bbhow in
Mad{son Square GGarden, 17,000 persons passed
through the gates vesterday. Thle is a
record and is much larger than tueattend-
ance on any single day of any other show
of the Sportsman’s Association. The big
amphitheatre was crowded early in the morn-
ing, and it was o fllled in the afternoon that
it was impossible to get around to
many exhibits, Those who were fortunate
enough to get near a runil stayed there and
saw all that was to be seen from that point.

The power boats seemed yesterday to he
the most interesting attractions for the visi-
tors, Every boat in the Garden was care-
fully (nspected and discussed, and thees who
have these exhibits in charge were kept very
busy telling of the features of the different
oraft. Many who showad more than an
ordinary iuterest in the boats were taken
around the lagoon, in order that they might
ses how the boats ran, and those whe could
not Induce the exhibitora to take them on the
water made trips in the little boat Buster
Brown, which this year seems to be more
popular than ever,

The boats in the Garden this year show
that the fad for speed which has besn so
popular for two years has gone,andit is doubt-
ful if there will be niore than two or three
boats built this year that are simply for rac-
ing. In place of the racing craft fs the sub-
stantially built, comfortable boat in which
a man can take his fumily or his {riends,
have a plearant afternoon on the water and
not fear that the delicate motor will break
down or that those on bourd will be half
drowned with water before the boat returus,

There are three types ol boat shown in
the Garden. Those that have speed but not
excessive speed and are for use on the water
as the automobile is on land, the crulsing

boat,and the launch just for use on smooth
water or as a vacht tender. In the Garden
are bonts that illustrate all these types, from
the small skiff fitted with a one-horse power-
motor to the big cruising craft fitted with
bertlis, galley and cabin,

There arc boats clinker built, that is, with
the planking overlapping: carvel built, that
is, with perfectly smooth sides; and boats
built of metal, which are very popular with
those who want a small craft for use on small
lakes.

Jules 8. Baches was in the Garden vester-
day afternoon and looked over tha boat
Beat Me that is on exhibition there. He said:
“That boat i well named. I have used one
for some time on Saranac Lake and find it
Just the thing for speed and corfort.” This
boat is 85 feet long and it Is a beautiful piece
of construction. The sheer strake is oak
and the planking land deck trimamings are
all of mahogany, polished, It is fitted with
a 60 horse-power motor placed well forward
which drivea it at the rate of 22 miles an hour.
On deck it is a double ender. Yorward there
is a turtle deck and aft the boat at the water
line widens out to keep it from squatting
when running.

Just aft of the engine space is a reat for the
helmesman, with room at his side for a mecha-
nician. Aftof this seat is a glassscreen which
can be lowered If wanted, Then comes the
cockpit, in which are four automobile seats
fixed withlockers underneath, and in the after
part a seat extending across the boat,so that
seven can be carried in this craft. Commo-
dore Cornelius Vanderbllt has ordered one
for use on the steam yacht North Star. It
will be a little lighter than the boat at the
show, as it has to be hoisted on the davits
of the yacht, J. C. King has nnolh(;)r of these,

Very near to this boat is the exhibit of the
Plerce company. Three types of boats are
handled by this coneern.

$205. ‘The semi-auto boat costs 8305 and the
auto boat, a mahogany hout 27 feet long with
& 24 horse-power motor, cosis 81,650,

Gasnlene motors for ure in boars are khown
fn the basement. A study ol the juarine
motors shows a geteral iuproverient in every
feature, with very few deparinres. Several
motors shown are eelf-starting, the power
to accomplish this being secured by the use
of compressed air. ‘The four cylinder motor
{s the predominating type, although motors
of one, two and three cylinders are used In
