AIGH GRADE PROPERTY IS IN
BETTER DEMAND.

Deals In the Fashionahle Residence District '
and in the Financial and Mercantile |

Sections Are Inereasing in Nomber |

The activity in the real estate market
eontinues to ba on a notably larger ecale.
1t is indsed gaining rapidly in volume and
varlety with the approach of #pring. Dur-
ing the last week some 400 Manhattan
OONveyances were recorded, as against 330
in the corresponding week of 1805, The
expansion of activity made apparent by this
comparison is astonishing in view of the fact
that the number of transfers filed in the
Register's Offica at the present season a
year ago had never hefore been equalled.

Tha conveyances of the last two months
axosed thosa for the mame months a year
ago by about 15 per cent There is reason
to belleve that the lead will be maintained
f-r some weeks at least, Tha building in-
dustry is planning a vigorous kpring cam-
paign. Thera ir little if any abatement of
conatriction work in the flat and tenement
nstri¢t&, and an important revival of build-
ing enterprise is taking place in the financial
and mercantile sections. During the pres-
ent year plans have been filed in Manhattan
for 267 new buildings, compared with 239
in.the first two montha of 1905,

Meanwhile the principal saason for con-
struetion work is not vel here, It sepmms
entirely probably, therefore, that harring
financial disturbapces, concerning which
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the outlook is far (rom clear, the current
real estate movement has nof hy any means
reached its fullast expansion

The current trading differs from that of
last year by containing a lavger proportion
of deals in high grade realty. There i a
better demand for expensive private resi-
dences, for elavator apartment honses
and for business premises, hoth in the wmid-
town and downtown sections, Transic-
tions in and near Broadway and Fifth ave-
nue are once more of freqient ocecurrence,
Attantion was repeatedly caliad to these
thoroughfares last week hy =even fignre

deals.

GERMAN-AMERICAN RACE.

Three Boats From Each Country to Meet
O Marblehead This Year.

Fastern vachtamen are very much inter-

| eated in the international race that has been

arranged by the Eastern Yacht Club and the
Imperial Yacht Clubof tiermany. Three boats
are, according to the arrangementa, to repre-
aeht each'country, and the races will be sailed
off Marblehead next September. For this
contest a cup has heen offered which will be
known as the Roosevelt Cup, and the Presi-
dent has consented to atand sponeor for it.
Next year the races are to be held In Ger-
many. Americans will send yachts across
the ocean and the German Emperor will give

the cup.
