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PROBATION RAULTY.

GOVERNOR'S COMMISSION CALLS
FOR SWEEPING CHANGE.

Would Have Appointments In the Larger
Cities Made by Unpald Boeards—Pollce
Probation OMceers Do Little Work -Lax
About Visiting Paroled Prisoners

The commission, of which Homer Folks
{8 chairman, which Gov. Higgins appointed
to investigate the workings of the proba-
tion system in the State has completed
its report, which will be sent to the Gov-
ernor to-day., The commigsion finds many
things to condemn and concludes that
better results would be obtained if the
power to appoint probation officers wero
_taken from the Magistrates and given (o an
unpaid commission in each of the large
cities. It is suggested that the State Board
of Charities shculd supervise the whole
system,

In the polico courte in this city the com-
mission finda the most to criticige. There
s no system of identification, says the res
port, and there isx no opportunity for as-
oertaining positively in many cases whether
@ prisoner is a first offender or not. As a
result many conflimed offenders are put
on probation and some of the less hardened
type are committed,

It was found that few of the police pro-
bation officers had the peculiar qualifica-
tions needed in their work and that many of
them did practically nothing, being merely
additional court officers, One oflicer was
found who admitted that in nine months
he had had only fourteen cases, only one
of whom had to be visited. The officer
was supposed to devote from one-third to
one-half of each month to visitation,

Most of the police praobation officers

got their details through pull rather than
merit, the commission believes. It s
firmly convinced that the detail of police- |
men to probation work in this city “is a ]
waste of public funds, diminishes unneces-
sarily tho force available for proper police |
work and hinders the development of real |
probation work in these courts.” There
are a very few such officers, however, who
are commencdled.

The women probation officers in the
police courts. hava been handicapped by
failure of the Magistrates to apprecinte
the opportunities of the probation system,
the commiegsion declares, and there has heen
no uniformity of method, no adequate
gystem of visiting probationers at their |
homes or securing information regarding |
their manner of life. 'The work as a whole |
is ineffective,

An investigation wns made of etreet
women who had been parolad, and the |
women, with few exceptions, declared
that they had not been visited by a proba-
tion officer. Nor hacl steps heen taken (o |
punish them for failure to report or for
resumning their old life during the rwim] !

parole. “It is evident,” it is coneluded,
#that with this class of offenders probation

. little or no meaning. It is more than
likely that Magistrates have yielded to
the requests of lawyvers (o place such women
on probation when a commitment would
have been for the public interesis.” |

In the Court of Special Sessions the ays-
tem was found to be giving better reaults,
The same report is made rogarding (ieneral
Sessions, but the conclusion is reached
that the probation officers are unable to
devote as much of their time as isnecessary |
to the supervision of probationers, )

In the Children's Court the commission
was favorably impressed by the work of
g:ee Judges. "Regarding the work of the

rry society the report savs that it is too
largely that of securing information rather |
than of actively cooperating in securing
reformation. There is little or no personal
relation, it declares, between the society

If this society continues to do the probation
work of the Juvenile Court it is desirable, in
our opinion, that it should differentiate such
work more fully from the other work of the
society, that a sufcient number of officers
should be detailed for this purpose and re-
lieved from other duties and that much greater
stress should be laid upon the establishment |
of friendly and heipful relations between |
such officers and the children under their
care.

In summing up the commission finds
that there is danger of too indiscriminate
usee of the probation principle,

To fail to place the offender under a vig-
orous corrective discipline when such course
is clearly indicated b the cirenmatances of
the offence and the previous character and
present disposition of the offender (s an evil
only less serions than to imprizon the offender
when the cireumstances would justify his
release upon probation.

ably ldngthened, and when the behavior
on probation is uneatisfactory, the proba-
be calind into court for a
ntence, The under-
e system, the com-
mission believer, is the absence of any
supervision, coordination or organization |
of the work. There are practically as
many systems of probation as there are
courts using the law, the report says. Nor
can the courts keep close enough watch
over the relations of the probationary
officers to the ﬁwmmrionvrs.

The commigsion recommends, therefore,
that the number of persons charged with |
the appointment o{ protation officers |
should be greatly reduced,and that in the
larger cities the power of appointment be
placed in the hande of an unpaid commission
who shall have practically the powers of
& board of directors. Prohation officers,
it declares, should be chosen by competi-
tive examination, both oral and written.

It is recommended:

That the Probation Commission in the city
of New York shall consist of seven members,
appointed by the Mayor, for terms of one, |
two, three, four, five, six and seven years,
with subsequent appointments for terms of
seven years each. That the presidents of the
