TAX COMMISSION'S REPORT.

81 880,0009500 Worth of Property In
This State Exempt From Taxation

ALBANY, March 18.—In {ts annual report
to the Legislature the State Tax Commis-
sion says that the property in this State
exempt from taxation belonging to the
State and Federal Governments and the |
various religious, educational and charitable
institutions and the like aggregates $1,-
$590,358,411. The report says regarding the
operation of the mortgage tax law.

The total amount of moneya ocolleated from |
all the counties under the mortgage tax law
for six months was $514,450.52; and the aggre-
gate af expenses allowed by this board was
$38,034.85, a trifie less than 8 per cent., for the
cost of collecting. These figures, however,
are misleading at this time, for the reason
that there are included in the {tem of ex-
penses the supplies for recording ofMicers for
nearly a full vear, while the item of mortgage
tax receipts fails to Include a large number
of mortgages (those made payable on demand |
or one day after date) which are permitted
to be recorded without the payment of any
tax at the time b6f recording, and therefore
not until afier June 30 next, when the tases
upon these mortgages shall have beconie due,
can it be correctly stated what the present
law will produce, but it is safe to say that
the amount of receipts at that time will be
large In comparison with the amount already
collected, and in addition thereto the ragular
annual axes will acerue,

In New York and Kings coun.ies mortgages
agRregading $750,000,000 were recorded i
1005. A flat rate of five mills would yleld for
the entire State approximately four milions
of dollars.

The aggregate assessed value of real estate
for the year 1004 was $7,051,455,025, an increase
over 1003 of $301,045,087. T'he persona lprop-
erty assessment for 1004 was $75 & 803,605, a
decrease from 1903 of $60,809,560.

Returns for 1995 of the assessod value of
real and personal property are not vet avail-
able, but tentative assessments in the city of
New York show an increase In real estate of
$480,000,000 as against $173,000,000 increase in
1904 and $281,000,000 in 1803, The increases in
real estate assessments are practically held
! on the books, but personal assessmeuts are
vague guesses and must necessarily be so in
large cities under our tax law, From a ten-
tative assessment of three and a half billlons,
80 per cent, is sworn off nearly every vear
for reasons 8o frequently given.

The number of corporations, firms and
individuals required to make reports for the
year 1905 was 1,728, Five thousand, three
hundred and eighty-seven separate valua-
tions were certifled to 086 tax districts, aggre-
gating in amount $356,820,565, being an in-
crease over the year 1904 of $54,140,708. The
assessmont of tangible property within the
public streets and highways in 1809 (the year
prior to the enactment of the special franchise
tax law) as made by local assessors was
