DEAR SIRS: It may interest you to hear that the
praject for bullding a national golf colrse Is belng
advancod with all possible speed compatible with
the necessity of collecting all the opinlons of the
best golfers In Amerioa and Greas Britaln, Beveral
sltes have been constdered, and the cholce now lies
between three localities at varying distance from
New York. .

In the meantime | am making it my business to
gathor togelher all the réquisite data obtalnable
in Jreat Britaln, so that the national American
course when completed may combilne the best
features of the classic links in England and Scotland.
It 1a impoasible to settle the distances and nature
of the eighteen holes until the opinions of the best
players have been collegted and the whole matter
thoroughly ventilated In the press of both countries,

I intend to devote two months to the tesk of
procuring and examining all the data on this side
Of the Atlantic, and shall be able when I return In
June to lay before you plans and topographical
maps of all the best holes In this country, so that
we shall have a number to choose from and so be
able to acheme for a natlonal course which will not
only be far superior to anything at present existent
in America, but will surpass in variely and trye
golfing quality even the olassio links of England
and Sootland.

Wa shall then be able to proceed at onee to the
final choloe of locality and the construction of the
course.

The assertion that the course Is to be the
beet In the wide world may be justified’ by
the promise to have it consist only of ideal
holes. To formally be our natlonal course it
would have to be adopted for all the cham-
plonships by the United States (Golf Asso-
oiation, This would put the noses of our clubs
having champlonship links all out of joint.

That the funds were In hand has been atated
by Macdonald from the first. He has refused
to give the names, but the company, he atates,
conalsts of sixty to a hundred leading golfers
in all parts of the United States who have
agreed to subscribe $1,000 each to start the
club, There will also be a general member-
ship at a fixed yearly due, Enough land is
to be bought to allow a villa site being sold
to each charter member, as well §s to pro-
vide for the links and club grounds, The
running expenses and possibly a profit to the
charter members will be paid by the ordinary
members, it Is expected: and as the villa sites
will improve the original company does not
stand much risk, if the cost of the plant is
not too great, The original feature of the
undertaking has been the promise by Maodon-
ald that the links will be a composite of the
best golf holes in Great Britain, The selec-
tion, as the circular promises, (s to be most
carefully undertaken,

Macdonald is board member for Harriman

Dr. Luther Halsey Gulick, who s chalrman
of the football pommittee appointed on Thurs-
day last by the Principals’ Athletio Councll
to deal with football problems, left tdwn
yeaterday to spesak in Baltimore.
